Perhaps you will also have a terrific hit on your 
hands, too, but knowing that there are sterner critics of the 
famous Old Critic himself, G.B.Shaw, in England, I would not 
hazard an*opinion on the British reaction to "PYGMALION" set 
to themusic and book of a mere American, no matter how charming 
the mouthings of little Julie Andrews and the man with the 
cigar-box banjo voice who hates Hollywood (and whom Hollywood 
does not love,)Rex Harrison. Anyway, here's hoping you enjoy 
much success with the show.
