This group of plays, like the Staunton play above, were designed for specific celebrations, 

the plays scheduled to run for periods ranging from ttm QS een to several weeks, but not 

as permanent institutions. All wére in the outdoor drama form, but three had to be performed 

indoors because of weather. Organizations and ditectors are not given, because they were 

varied or non-existent. The Martin Luther plqy, for exampk, has since been done by half a 

dozen churches here and there. The Pittsburgh play celebrated the Pittsburgh Bicentennial, 

and it was expertly handled by Richard Hoover, manager of the Pittsbuegh Playhouse, directed 

by George McCalmon. The Louisville play for the Christian Church was performed in the State 

Fair arena mim before an audience of nearly 11,000, many of whom could not even see the stages: 

three small stagas. one large stage, three movie screens, ome screen for slides, handled by 

the audio-visual dept. of the Christian Church and the Unive of Louisville. The Decatur play 

was performed for eight nights in a fair-grounds grandstand seating 12,000, directed by Burmet 

Hobgood. The New Bern play was directed by Joe Wéthey and the ECC drama group, etc.
