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CHARLES DICKENS 

CHARLES JOHN HUFFAM DICKENS was born in Portsmouth, 
England, on February 7th, 1812. His father was a clerk who 
worked for the Navy. Young Charles attended school intermittently 
until the age of fourteen and then left entirely. He became a 
newspaper reporter in the 1820s, covering Parliament and 
writing articles. Eventually, Dickens founded and edited two 
weekly magazines Household Words (1850) and All The Year Round 
(1859). Dickens married late in his life and fathered ten 
children. For most of his life, he was an active, virile man, but 

his health declined in 1866, and he died of a stroke in 1870. 
Dickens’ first literary recognition came after the publication 

of The Postumous Papers Of The Pickwick Club (1836), which was 
& humorous tale detailing the misadventures of a group of 
eccentric characters in London. After its success, Dickens’ writing 
took a more serious turn, though some element of humor almost 
always was present in his books. 

His next work, and the one which served as a major stepping 
stone in his climb towards literary immortality was Oliver Twist 
(1837). In this novel, Dickens hit upon the theme for which he is 
best known: society's mistreatment of the poor and disadvantaged. 
He was to pursue this topic with devastating efficacy in such 

classics as David Copperfield (1849), Bleak House (1864), and, 
of course A Christmas Carol (1843). Although this last mentioned 
story has more of a fairy tale quality to it than his other work, 
the elements of the rich versus poor theme are never far from the 
reader's mind. 

in the 18435 preface of A Christmas Carol, Charles Dickens 
wrote to his readers: “| have endeavoured in this Ghostly little 
book , to raise the Ghost of an idea, which shall not put my readers 
out of humor with themselves, with each other, with the season, 
or with me. May it haunt their houses pleasantly, and no one wish 
to lay it.“ - Marvel Classics Comics

A GROWING CAST OF CHARACTERS 
There are forty parts in the Montford 

Park Players' production of "A Christmas 

Carol" and all forty parts are always filled, 

sometimes with as few as twenty-six actors. 

A small cast is no problem. It is the 

small people in the cast that are the problem. 

They don't suffer from shyness or stage fright 

or even "professional jealousy". They suffer 
from growth! fe : ; 

Certain requirements of a play that can 

not be met with available talent can be met 

with theatrical magic. Quite young men can 

be dressed and made up to look old enough to 

play Scrooge. Pretty little girls can be dis- 

guised as Cratchit boys. But Tiny Tim simply | 
must be tiny! Little Fan has to be little, and 

the tiny, adorable child actors never, never 

cooperate. They grow, they get tall, their 

voices change, and they ruin their careers as 

small Dickens' characters. , 

Perhaps, as is true of so many of life's 

natural changes, this too is for the best. 

Tiny Tims grow into Young Bob Cratchits and 

Little Fans grow into Belindas and, if they 

stay with "A Christmas Carol" long enough, 

can grow into Betsy Fezziwigs. This year's 

Betsy, Patricia Brezny, did just that, and 

her brother, Peter, graduated to the light- 
ing crew after growing out of the roles of 
Boy Ebenezer, Ignorance, Peter Cratchit, and 

Young Bob. . 
: In our nine years of presenting "A 

Christmas Carol" all of the Montford Park 

Players have grown, if not taller and heavier, 

at least older. We also have grown to believe 

in Mr. Dickens' Ghosts of Christmas Past, 

Present and Future. As the years progress and 

we watch Christmas Past grow tall enough to 

play Christmas Future, we will continue our 

= efforts to see that Dickens' ghosts are never 

laid to rest. ;
