However., we are not so facetious as to
t':um[*i;iil‘. and not otler some :-:ug‘n‘vﬁtinn for
the solution of the problem. Already men-
tioned is the fact that the book room should
Le larger. Secondly, all students should be
required to get their own books. This would
terminate the practice of having one person
vet the for three or four
others. which requires that person to stand
in line much longer than is expedient for the
rapid and judicious handling of each order
tor books.

The most helpful suggestion that we
can make is to have all teachers make known,
at least by the day of registration, what
toxt each course will require. This InTtorma-
tion could then be made available to all the
«tudents and theyv. in turn, could be pre-
pared to get all the books they need by one
short trip to the book store.

Thus, by the use of foresight and co-
operation, the situation as it now is might
he alleviated. and the entire task made easier
for all concerned.
