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SERVICE REQUIREMENTS

€lause 1—First Class Scouts and Scouters other
than Assistant Seoutmasters under twenty-one years
of age (except such of the latter as qualify as First
Class Scouts) who meet the requirements herein stated
for Star, Life or Eagle Scout Rank, or for the award
of Eagle Palms may receive such award only when
the local Court of Honor or Examining Committee
secures, in such manner as it may determine wise,
from those who may be in a position to know from
personal knowledge, not the Scout himself, but from
the parents, school teacher, employer, pastor, Sunday
School teacher, Scoutmaster, member of his Troop
Committee or others, definite, eoncrete, satisfactory
evidence that the Scout has:

First, actually put into practice iIn his
daily life the ideals and principles of the
Scout OQath and Law, the Motto ‘““Be Pre-
pared,” and the Daily Good Turn;

Second, maintained an active service rela-
tionship to Scouting ;

Third, made an effort to develop and
demomstrate leadership ability.

STAR sCOUT
Clause 2—For the Star Scout Award:
1. His record of catisfactory service as a First Class

Scout shall have been for a period of at least three

months ; and
2 He shall have qgualified for any five Merit

Badges.
