The potential victim wants to say “‘listen to me’’ and often has allowed himself a way out, for instance, knowing 
that their roommate will return or calling the Crisis 
Center. 

Mary Smith stated that this year the Crisis 
Center has already received 40 suicide calls, and 
that there was ‘‘definitely an increase.”’ 

Ms. Smith stressed that every person who even 
talks about suicide is a potential victim.
