This encounter led Sholar 
deep consideration of what he 
considered to be right and wrong, 
after six months of difficult soul- 
searching, he declared himself to be 
a conscientious objéctor. He received 
a discharge from the Army on these 
grounds, and shortly therafter began 
to attend Quaker meetings in Chapel 
Hill. At one of the meetings, he 
learned that the directorship of 
Fayetteville Quaker House was 
opened; he applied, and got the job. 

One of the main purposes of 
Quaker House is the counseling of 
military persons who are having 
trouble in the military. Almost all of 
the persons counselled have not been 
informed by the military of their 
existing rights in their various areas

These changes will weaken the 
power of the present board only 
Slightly, if at all: they will still have 
the upper hand. They will merely 
give the media heads a more active 
role in conducting their affairs.
