awaits FCC approval

John Jeter, voneral manager of WECU, said 
during a recent interview that he believes the 
application for a campus FM radio station has been 
approved by the FCC (Federal) Communications 
Commission). However, he added that he would not 
Know lor certain until he actually received the 
colstruction permit, 

In addition, he pointed out that before actual 
construction can proceed, the 1979-80 budget for the 
campus FM station must also be upproved by the 
ECL Media Board. 

“On or around the eighth of August they're 
supposed to mail us our construction permit,’’ Jeter 
suid. He added that he expects the budget to be 
approved within the next couple of weeks when the 
media board meets again. 

$19,976.90 was the total 1979-80 budget 
requested for the WECU-FM © station during a 
meeting of the media board held around the 
beyimuimng of June. Although tentative, the budget 
requested: 37,080 for staff salaries; $29,896.90 Jor 
FM cquipment; $7,100 for programming materials; 
md 3.000 fur construction and remodeling of the 
present station on the second floor of Joyner 
Labrary. 

With tentative plans to install a 45-floor tower 
on the roof of Tyler Hall, the FM) station will be 
capable of 91.3 megahertz and will have an effective 
radiating power of 282 watts, according to Jeter. 

Jeter said that the campus radio station, WECU, 
went off the air around last April, and as a result. 
he added that the station has heen “dead for about 
aoyvear and four months.” 

Asked whether he is looking forward. to going on 
the air again, he replied “TH be the happiest man 
on carth when we get that construction Permit.” 

To receive that permit and have the. total budget 
approved by the media board within the next few 
weeks woyld Virtually open the door for construction 
on theen@w station. 

“That has been one of my goals — to get a 
radio station on the air,” Jeter said. ‘'There’s no 
excuse for not having a broadcast station on this 
campus.”

ln a historic vote July ll, the delegates to the 

aunual meeting of the — International Whaling 
Commission in London, England. passed an 
indefinite, limited) moratorium on polagi (deep sea) 
whaling. The vote tailed at 18 to 27 wah 3 
abstentions. 

[he moratorium, which will go into effect in 
1980, is on all deep sea whaling (primarily Japan 
and the U.S.S.R) except for minke whales. There

On July 8, the United Kiagdou announced that it 
would ban all whale products from the country and 
that during the 1979 meeting of the International 
Whaling Commission, they would declare their 
support for a worldwide ban on commercial whaling. 
Britain would also seed a total ban on whale 
products in the European Economic Community. 

In Trafalgar Square, only hours after the U.K. 
announcement of support for the whale ban, 10,000 
people crowded together to cheer speakers 
supporting the ban. As a former Minister of 
Delense spoke in favor of saving the whales, six 
British Air Force jets swooped low over the square 
with their engines making colored smoke in a 
rainbow pattern.

For Wake Forest faithfuls, there is some good 
wews and some bad news for 1979. The good news 
ix that the deacons have 34 lettermen returning this 
year. The bad news is that they are returning from 
4 team that went 1-10 last: year.

However, even with theif consistent losing slates, 
the Deacons still pack the fans in at Grove Stadium. 
Wake set a new attendance record for home games 
lust scason, averaging 27,000 per contest. 

Wake Forest fans have to be pleased that James 
McDougald will be around again this year. The 5-9, 
190 Ib. senior is Wake’s all-time leading rusher. He 
has already amassed 2,634 yards in his previous 
three seasons. 

Giving the ball to McDougald will be 
supohomore quarterback David Webber (6-1,180). 
Last year Webber completed 101 of 182 passes for 
1,070 yards, but only tossed two touchdewn strikes. 
Expected to give Webber some competition for the 
starting signal caller job is incoming freshman 
Brent Offenbecher (6-1,180). 

Joining Webber and McDougald in the back field 
will be fullback Albert Kirby (5-10,210,sr.). Kirby 
rushed for 416 yards on 111 carries in ‘78. 

There are three returnees in the offensive line.
