“*Those who smoke clove
cigarettes complain ot respiratory
problems, nausea, vomiting,
shortness of breath and
headaches. By smoking cloves the
smoker becomes susceptible 1o
respiratory infections because of
the eugenol,”’ cites Glover.

““Eugenol appears to have an
immediate affect. The Center for
Disease Control has reported two
deaths due to the smoking of
clove cigarettes as of March,
1984. One of the deaths occurred
after only a few drags of the clove
cigarette. The center has also
reported a

number ot serious illnesses due to
the cloves,”” Glover said
According to Glover sales of
the clove cgarettes have increas
ed. In 1980 138 milhon packs of
clove cigarettes were sold. By
1984 the figure had jumped 12
mithion to 150 million packs, br-
inging a 4 milhion pack a vear

crease 1n clove cigarette sales.

“We sell about 40 packs of

clove cigarettes per week, ' accor-

about %2 a package and ten non-
filtered cigarettes make one pack.
