that the Peace Corps program is lit- 
tle more than window dressing for 

projection of American power 

abroad. In other words, the Peace 
Corps doesn’t really do anything 
substantial to solve the problems 
that it was created to address. It 
simply legitimizes the projection of 
U.S. power overseas. Later, in a 
1984 report, The Peace Corps: Out 
of Step With Reagan, The Heritage 
Foundation alleged that in the 
1960s and 1970s ‘‘the Peace Corps 
became a haven for those opposed 
to American foreign policy’? and 
that the agency has continued this 
tradition into the present. It was, 
therefore, partially in response to 
such claims, that Harris Wofford, a 
former associate director of the 
Peace Corps, authored an article 
tor The Nation magazine. 

Wofford points out, among 
other things, that it has been Loret 
Miller Ruppe, Reagan’s appointee 
as director who has presided over 
many of the recent policy decisions 
that The Heritage Foundation was 
critical of.
