Ot experimentation.

One film, “A Voice in the
Wilderness” touched on the sport
ot hunting. According to Luke
Donner, the activist narrating the
video, “a sport 1s defined as tarr
and honest. An animal can’t shoot
back. Hunting 1sn’t a sport.

“Hunters often rationalize
killing animals to control popula-
tions when in tfact they create ani-
mal herds and then claim to thin
them out through recreational
slaughter.”

When asked 1t people were
embracing the ammal nghtsmove-
ment, Spitz said, “It will probably
take a long time. Untortunately
right now there are somany people
making monev oft the exploita-
tion of animals, and thev're mobi-
hzing agamnst us.

Two of the films in the video
presentation dealt with alterna-
tives to the use of ammmals as tood
and to their use in research.

In “Healthy, Wealthy, and
Wise,” vegetarianism was ex-
plained in a medical and religious
perspective. The hilm satd that
religions such as Hinduism and
Buddhism were based against the
eating of meat. Tk

The film showed Chnistians
like the Seventh-dav Adventists
who were against ecating meat
because of a verse 1in Genesis 1in
which God said “the seed will be
yvour meat.”

Christians who advocated
eating meat atfirmed their behiets
that God gave mancommand over
the animals ot the earth to use as
nutrition tor their bodies.

As medical evidence against
ecating ammals, the doctors n the
film stated that the stomach, teeth,
and long gut length of human
beings were not fit to digest meats
properly.

['he result of eating meat s a
buildup of tat which causes heart
attacks and high rates of bowel
and breast cancer.

The “Progress Without
Pain” said that the invention ot
antibiotics and mediaine did not
have much ettect on already de-
climng death rates at the begin-
ning of the century

“Humanitarian efforts and
social retorm did more to cure
disease than all medical ettorts
combined,” said one scientist.

“Progress Without Pain” was
the last film 1n a series that scien-
tifically tried to disprove theornes
of achievement through animal
research.

“Of the thousands of medi-
cines on the market, only 210 can
alleviate problems, and they are
derived from plants or bactenia,”
one researcher said.

Alternatives to animal re-
search include the use of herbal
medicine and emphasis on mind
over body techniques such as faith
healing, hypnotism and medita-
tion.

Medical practices which had
been used 1n the Far East, such as
acupuncture and transcendental
meditation, were also given as
substitutes for animal experimen-
tation.

About 40 people attended the
film event which was held in the
General Classroombuilding Tues-
day night.

According to Spitz, SETA is
planning more filmsand eventsin
the future, specmr:ally a movie on
April 3 at Hendrix Theatre which
Spitz said is “one of the most effec-
tive movies to date concerning
animal rights issues.”

“There's a lotin the tirst book about death and
a lot about problems that T sometimes created tor
mvselt. People over-dramatize thoir hives. I thainkn
this book there's a hittle bit ot over-dramatization,
and a httle bit ot itis nghton

Coemsin the book blend reahity and imagimation
i a wav that shows the author's perspective on
thines without torcang the readoer to remain i a
mental boxs The poems gude the readers minds
while allowing room tor reading between the hines
Rishel writes so that his readers can relate what they
are reading to therr own experiences

Ascending Liabihities™ is a retlection and result
ot 1its author in much the same wav Rishel savs heas
a retlection of his parents. Rishel dedicated the book
to “Mom & Dad & Jesus.” He said, “1t's thair book,
written by therr son. I needed something in there to
acknowledge the tact that Lwouldn't have thas talent
it 1t weren't tor them. A lot ot the photographs are
personal, and they may not belong there, but | telt |
had to have something in there about them. Every-
thing that I am. they made me. Jesus, ot course, made
us all, and 1 owe evervthing to tHhim.

Rishel admitted that he didn’t give lesus as
much recognition in this book as he would have
hked. “There are a tew things in there that might not
be appealing to Jesusat Fhad the opportunity to give
it to Him. But | deaded not to compromise my
thoughts and just leave them as 1 had onginally
written them. Some things mught be a hittle harsh but
| meant evervthing at some pomntin time.”

Rishel said he began wnting poetry because 1
helped him as he struggled with

it wasn't tor Jesus. He gave me my tirst reasons to
wrnite.” Following in those toundational tootsteps,
Rishel’s poems express in words the tear, doubt and
expectation that most people counter every day of
thewr hves.

Ihe bookas hilled with teehings that most people
can relate to. But Rishel acknowledyged that the per-
sonal nature of the book muight make it ditticult tor
some people to grasp.

Alvarez did not just bloom
into a great tenmis plaver, he has
worked toward it all of his hite.

Alvarez then went to North
Greenville Junior College inSouth
Carolina. In both 1987 and 1985,
his team captured the Junior Col-
lege National Championships.

“I won the National Junior

College championships in singles

and doubles,” explained Alvarez.
