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Astro-carrying Columbia set for liftotf

CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla.
(AD) he countdown began
today tor NASA’s third attempt to
launch Columbia with the Astro
observatory after engineerssolved
the latest problem to betall the
MIsSsSion. _

Liftoff 1s scheduled tor 1:20
a.m. EDT Thursday. It will be the
tirst shuttle launch in more than
tour months the longest gap
between mussions since fhights
resumed following the 1986 Chal-
lenger disaster.

Tt's been a long, hot summer,
and we're qust glad to be getting
back into the thght business,” said
NASA spokesman Dick Young.
I he shuttle tleet had been tempo-
ranly grounded atter hvdrogen
leaks were discovered on two ot
the three orbiters, including Co-
lumbia

NASA deaded ona Thursday
launch atter re-establishing tull
contact with the X-ray telescope

inside Columbia’s cargo bay. The
telescope is one of tour that consti-
tute the $150 million Astro obser-
vatory.

Contact between the instru-
ment and launch control comput-
ers was lost Wednesday night at-
terthe cargo bay doors were closed,
and NASA scrubbed Saturday’s
launch attempt.

Workers installed a new elec-
tronic component for the telescope
inside the cargo bay and timished
testing 1t Sunday.

Engineers also had trouble
venifving the telescope’s ability to
send signals over a radio hink that
would be used dunng the thght.
The problem was caused by taulty
software and was corrected Sun-
L‘]ﬂju', Young said.

Columbia’s hftoff would have
been delayed until at least Fnday
it the problem had not been solved
bv midnight Sunday, Young said.

ments cold.

Columbia was supposed to
have gone up May 30, but hydro-
gen leaked during fueling and
NASA called off the launch. At-
lantis was the next shuttle sched-
uled to fly, but its classified Penta-
gon mission wasdelayed fromJuly
to November when 1t, too, was
found to have hydrogen leaks.

Columbia returned to the
launch pad in August with new
hvdrogen lines.

NASA has notsentupashuttle
since Apnl, when Discovery car-
ned the flawed Hubble Space Tele-
scope into orbit.

Columbia has a crew of seven
astronauts, the largest since Chal-
lenger.

Four of the crew members are
astronomers who will workin non-
stop shifts to operate Astro’s three
ultraviolet telescopes dunng the
nine to 10-day mission. Astro will
return to Earth with the shuttle

and might be used againon a later
flhight.

Astro 1s designed to observe
some of the hottest objects in the
universe, iIncluding a comet and a
supernova. It will be the first
shuttle mission in five years dedi-
cated entirely to scientific research.

Pope blames power, profit
for Africa’s problems

SONGEA, Tanzama (AD)
Pope John Paul Il decnied todav
the failure of development in At-
rica, blaming a thirst for power
and profit for plunging the conti-
nent into poverty and injustice.

“How many voung people in
Atrica are dt.‘t‘pl}' aftected b}' the
lack of hope that overshadows
their future,”’ the pope said on the
third day of a 10-day Atnicantour.

lohn Paul flew from the
country’s commercial capital, the
port city of Dar es Salaam, 380
miles to southwestern Songea to
celebrate Mass.

The pope was greeted by tra-
ditional dancersand music, people
singing hymns and ululating.
About 25,000 people attended the
service, which washeld inanopen
ficld in the African savannah.

“Certainly 1t is not easy for
people, especially young people,
to be self-giving and generous
when they see around them so

‘Clockwork Orange’
ortrays dark future

Anthony Burgess first pub-
lished “A Clockwork Orange™ In
163, This dark and violent por-

traval of a not too distant tuture
revolves around mtuvt‘l—}.'tulr—ulx.i

gang-leader and narrator of the
story, Alex.

—1 ater, thas novel was made
into a Stanley Kubnck tilm. Un-
tortunately, hke the American
version of this classic, 1t 1s missing
the final chapter.

When Burgess was asked 1t
this bothered him, herephed, “Yes,
| hate having two difterent ver-
stons of the same book. The U.S.
editton has a chapter short, and
hence the anthmological plan s
messed up.

Also the implied view ot juve-
nile violence as something to go
through and grow out Of 15 miss-
ing.” Fascinating in itselt 1s the
command of linguistics that Bur-
gess used 1n creating the slang
emploved by the characters.

This was a Russianinfluenced
version of English used to down
play the raw response expected
from pornography. The story be-
gins with Alex, “vour humble
narrator,” asking his three droogs
(gang-members), “What's 1t go-
ing to be then, eh?” As they sit in
the Korova Milkbar.

The Milkbar, not having a h-
quor hcense, sold milk-plus, milk
plus Vellocet, Synthemesc, or
Drencrom, which “would give you
a nice quiet horrow-show 15 min-
utes admiring Bog and all His Holy
Angelsand Saintsin your leftshoe
with lights bursting all over your
mozg."”

After a few hours of this, one

would be ready for a tew “good
lashings of the ultra-violence or
nirty Twenty to one,” meaning
beating and tormenting c1tizens
on the night streets, muggings,
rape, gang-war, or anything else

which might catch the mind otour
voung hero-narrator.

These things include the “old
surprise visit” which was tricking
someone Into opening their door,
rushing in, smashing and thrash-
ing the residents, and then bru-
tallv raping whoever was there
that was worth the ettort while
beaten husbands or brothers were
torced to watch.

Fventually Alex is betraved
by his droogs, arrested and sen-
tenced to fourteen vears foramong
other things, “the acaidental kill-
ing of a person.”

In prison Alex1s drawn to the
Chaplain or “Pnson Charhe” tor
It offers him a

s¢veral reasons.
chance to listento classical record-
ings, in the formof the “holy music
by ]. S. Bach and G. F. Handel,”
which is probably the most im-
portant thing in young Alex’s lite.

He even becomes interested
in the Bible, “I read all about the
scourging and the crownming with
thorns and then the cross veshch
and all that cal, and 1 viddied bet-
ter that there was something init.

While the stereo played bits of
lovely Bach I closed my glazzies
and viddied myself helping inand
even taking charge of the
tolchocking and the nailing 1n ,
being dressed in a like toga that
was the height of Roman fash-
on.”

After serving two years, the
state chooses to use Alex as a trial
run for a new technique in re-
forming criminals, promising to

free him in less than a tortmight,
thus gaining his consent.

This new technique n-
volves giving Alex a injection
which causes himto teel “real sick,
like that at any moment | might

snuff it,” and then making him
watch hilm atter him ot violence,

torture, rape and the hke.

All the while Alex’s head s
strapped immovable and his eye-
hids held open with wire chips. He
begins to associate the contents of
the films  with almost
unendurable sick feehng caused
bv the serum ingected into him.

~ Unfortunately, Alex 1s also

the

conditioned against classical mu-
sic, 1itbeing used asthe background
score for many of the t:lms.

Alex is released, unwilling to
defend himselt (feehng it better to
be hit than to hit, lest the sickness
should come upon him) he 1s un-
able to exast 1in society.

He realizes that he has become
a clockwork orange, which by
Burgess’ definition 1s something
“that has the appearance of an
organism lovely with colour and
juice butisinfactonly aclock work
toy to be wound up by God or the
Devil or the state.”

In other words, Alex has had
conditions imposed on him
appropiate to a mechanical cre-
ation: incapable ot free choice.

Alex, realizing all of this, tnes
to commut suicide, and while not
succeeding in freeing himselt of
life, he does, after “a long black
black gap of it might have been a
million years” wakes up ina hos-
pital free n_i his conditioning
against both music and violence.

This 1s where the Amernican
version and the Kubrick film end.

L AWRENCE, Kan. (AP) — It
won't be the scenery the Virginia
Cavaliers remember about their
tnp to Kansas.

' he predominant memory Ot
every member of the Virginia trav-
eling party will no doubt be the
heat, which reached 130 degrees
on the artificial turt, according to
Kansas officials, in the third quar-
ter Saturday of Virgimia’s 59-10
romp.

Accustomed to cool Atlantic
breezes, the young men from the
EFastern Seaboard hardly knew
what to think of the Midwestern
oven.

“I'm ready to go back. This
was terrible,” said Virgima quar-
terback Shawn Moore, who passed
for three touchdowns and ran for

1 fourth. “It's a different kind ot
heat.”

Despite the heat, Moore and
his teammates had fun celebrat-
ing their first-ever season opener
as a ranked team. Moore passed
and ran for touchdowns 16 sec-
onds apart at the end of the hirst
half, giving the 15th-ranked Cava-
liers a 31-0 lead. Kansas did not
score a touchdown until Roger
Robben went over on a 1-yard
plunge late in the fourth period.

“You have to train in the des-
ert to play here,” Virginia Coach
George Welsh said. “l1 think we
played well. 1 think we held up
pretty well. We didn’t have any
guys run out of gas.”

The Jayhawks might have
made a game of it if they had held
on to just half the bad passes that
Moore threw in the first half. At
least four potential interceptions

were dropped.

“I'm doing a good job of hid-
ng my feelings,” said Kansas
("oach Glen Mason. “I'm very
. nbarrassed by the score. Maybe
humiliated 1s a better word.”

“If they didn’t make the mus-
takes and they would catch the
balls, it would have been 20-14 at
the half,” Welsh said.

It was the most points Kansas
has surrendered inanopener since
Navy Preflight went on a 610
binge in 1942.

“We just didn’t expect them
to be that good,” said Kansas de-
fensive tackle Dana Stubblefield.

Rushing - The process of fratemity membership selection consisting of care-
fully planned and scheduled parties so that rushees and fratemitics can become
better acquainted.

Formal Rush — A scries of parties given by cach fratemity duning a specified
period which is scheduled and govemned by Interfraternity Council.

Informal Rush - That penod in which any group that is eligible may rush and
pledge a man without scheduled biding and parties.

Rush Chairman — An active memberof a fratemity who plans and exccutes rush
functions for his house.

Bid — A formal invitation to pledge a fratcmity.

Pledge - One who has been accepted as a probationary member of a group.
Pledgeship — A period of training in the history, idcals, and traditions of the
organization.

Initiation — The formal ceremony during which a man takes his hinal vows lor
full membership into his fratemity.

Illegal Rushing - Rushing out of designatcd penods in amanner which does not
comply with IFC regulations.

Alumnus - An initiated member who 1s no longer in college
