GREENVILLE, NORTH CAROLINA Circutation 12,000 16 Pages 

National magazine names ECU 
linebacker Player of the Week 
  

By Earle McAuley 
Assistant Sports Editor 
  

For the first time in school his- 

tory, an ECU football plaver has 

been honored asPlaverot the Week 

by a national publication 

Junior inside linebacker Robert 

Jones, a native of Blacksburg, Va 

was voted the Player of the Week 

Wednesday, by Sports Illustrated 

magazine 

Jones has recorded 116 tackles 

thus far in the season, the best on 

the squad. He was ranked as the 

ninth best linebacker in the coun- 

try by The Sporting News betore the 

season began. The same publica 

tion called him the most under 

rated linebacker in the nation 

He 1s pound for pound the 

strongest player on the team. Jones 

runs the 40-vard dash 1n 4.69 sec- 

onds, tenth fastest on the team and 

best among his fellow linebackers 

He has a vertical leap of 37 inches 

which 1s second best on the team 

In addition he has a standing 

broad jump of 10-10, best on the 

squad, bench presses 460 pounds 

‘and squats 650 pounds 

Robert is one of those line 

backers that combines size, strength 

and speed,” said ECL head coach 

Bill Lewis

For Thanksgiving we're going to 

participate in a food drive for 

needy families,” Harris said 

Events like the Pow Wow and 

the food drive are being paid for 

mainly by fund-raisers. The group 

hasalready helda few fund-raisers 

this year and more are being 

scheduled to meet the group’s 

expenses 

Harris adds, “We are planning 

on having a car wash.” The new 

president says that they are con- 

sidering having a dance as well 

Some of the money that is raised 

helps to pay forthe group to attend 

conferences. The club sends 

members to attend the Unity Con- 

ference, sponsored by the tribes of 

North Carolina, which is held in 

Charlotte 

The Native Americans of ECU 

isa relatively new organization 

The group was retormed last tall 

so the new group 1s only in its

The 

group consists of people from dif- 

ferent tribes but anyone may join 

as long as they have an interest in 

the culture of Native Americans 

New officers were elected a tew 

weeks ago.

Celtic ‘night of the dead’

If it hadn’t been for the Celtic people, ECU 

students wouldn’t be goind to the fair grounds this 

year for a beer drinking, music listening, mas- 

querading, and celebration. Where did all this 

Halloween stuff come trom? 

Long ago, our pagan ancestors in Europe cel- 

ebrated fire festivals on Midsummer Eve, which 

was probably timed intentionally with the sun’s 

highest point of its course in the sky. 

However, the Celtic people who lived on the 

islands and promontories in Northwestern Europe 

that stretch out into the Atlantic Ocean, celebrated 

two yearly fire festivals, which had nothing to do 

with the sun’s path in the sky. One fell on the eve of 

May Day'and the other on Allhallows Even or 

Halloween, on Oct. 31, the day before Allhallow’s 

Day. May 1 marked summer heat and vegetation, 

while Nov. | marked winter cold and barrenness. 

The Celts were pastoral people and probably 

chose these dates to coincide with the herdsman’s 

activities. When summer approached, the herds- 

man drove his cattle into the fields and led them 

back to shelter as winter returned 

On both dates, the Celts sang and kindled tires 

on hilltops. However, Halloween was associated 

with the dead. The night which symbolized the 

beginning of the cold winter was also the night 

when the souls of the departed were to return to 

relatives and keep themselves warm by the fire. 

The living relatives swept their hearths, arranged 

chairs and prepared food for the spirits 

The Celtics additionally ht fires to dnve away 

witches, goblins and other evil spints who also 

returned trom the dead roaming freely about on 

brooms or tabby cats. 

Besides honoring death, the Celtics favored 

Halloween formarnages, luckand healthand called 

for the devil's help in these events. 

Eventually, the pagan Halloween customs 1n- 

fluenced the Chnstian religion’s Allhallows’ Eve 

this a day of feasting and of honoring the dead 

saints and martyrs of the church. The following, 

day became All Saints’ Day 

Over time, Halloween celebrations grew to be 

celebrated around the world with various customs 

and ideas.

Shakespearean actor Jonathan 

Frid was hired for the part, he too 

believing it would be a short-terfA 

engagement. “I just knew I'd be 

canned over the weekend,” Frid 

said. “I was shocked that they 

allowed me to come back.” 

Frid said he was very nervous 

when he first appeared on the 

show, which heightened his fears 

of being quickly fired. However, 

the nervousness improved his 

characterizationof Barnabas. “The 

fear and discomfort registered in 

the performance,” Frid said. 

“When | saw myself on the air, my 

eyes were so glazed over with ter- 

ror that I scared myself. It was fear 

and nervousness that gave me my 

style.” 

The show was settled in 

Collinsport,a small fictitious town 

settled along the Maine coastline 

The story began when Victoria 

Winters moved into a Collinsport 

mansion called collinwood to work 

as a governess to young lad David 

Collins.
