work to control AIDS

In 1981, one new case of Ac-
quired Immunodeficiency
Sydrome, also known widely as
AIDS, was diagnosed each day.

In 1988, one new case of AIDS
was diagnosed every 14 minutes.

In 1989, one new case of AIDS
was diagnosed every minute

The former are statistics col-
lected nationwide, but how does
AIDS effect North Carolina?

North Carolina is 11th in the
nation in reported cases of AIDS.
Over 1,450 individuals have been
diagnosed with AIDS in North
Carolina and 14,000 have been di-
agnosed withthe AIDS virus, which
1s called the Human Immunodefi-
ciency Virus (HIV positive).

HIV positive usually progresses
to the disease itself, AIDS.

By the vear 1993, AIDS is be-
heved tobe the fourth leading cause
ot death in the United States
meaning that there will be over
100,000 deathsannually, costing tax
pavers $6( billion.

Not only has AIDS nisen to
eprdemi proportions nationwade
but also the rate of sexually trans
mitted diseases and teen Pregnanay
has reached an unbehevable hioh

The most effective means ot
preventing the spread ot AIDS,
other sexually transmutted diseases
and unwanted pregnancy have
been proven to be the use of
condoms.

Finfish landings have
suffered because unusually warm
temperatures have kept them far-
ther offshore.

Bill Hogarth, director of the state
Division of Marine Fishenes, said
most catches were up last vear, at
least through September

In the first nine months of 1990,
some 30 milion more pounds of
hsh and shellfish were caught than
In the comparable period of 1989,
Hogarth said. But he added that 25
mulhon pounds of that came in the
Industnial sector ot hish used for bant
or pet tood

T'he crab catch in 1990 was the
second highest on record at 37 mil-
hon pounds, just shy of the 38 mil-
lion pounds recorded in 1982,
Hogarth said.

The main declines came in
flounderand spring shrimp, he said.

Any grumbling about declin-
ing profits likely stems from in-
creased competition, Hogarth said.

“There’s a heck of a lot of
crabpotsthisyear,” he said. ““I think
iIt’s making someof them think they
aren’t having a good year.

But Jerry Shill, president of the
N.C. Fisheries Association in New
Bern, questioned whether the pic-
ture 1s as rosy as state figures indi-
cate. He said the numbers fail to
accountfor the vast “‘underground”’
that sells fish on a cash basis to
circumvent taxes and red tape.

“When I say things are bad for
the industry, I don’t necessarily
mean totally as far as conservation
s concerned or stocks,” Shill said.
“It's our ability to harvest those
stocks.”

He said the record year for
softshell crabs has been dampened
by heavy crab imports from China.

“Even though that (record
landings) should indicate a great
yearfor thecrabindustry asa whole,
it really was not,” he said. ““A lot of
processing plants are bordering on
the edge financially becauseit’s real
hard to sell their product for a
profit.”

Meanwhile, state and federal
laws have made it harder to harvest
the fish that arc available, Shill said.

Peace movement aims to build better future

On Saturday, Jan. 26, the US.
peace movement mobilized in
Washington D.C. Nearly 300.000
people attended the march, wav-
ing banners, chanting slogans (
“What do we want? Peace, When
do we want 1t? Now! ), and wav-
ing American flags.

But moreimportantthan their
means were the motivations be
hind the spectacle, speaihcally the
U.S. aitizens who have supported
war in the Gulf.

Those who support peace are
accused of not supporting the
troops, being “unpatriotic” (one
sign among the 100 or so pro-war
demonstrators also present at the
rally read, “If you're not a patnot,
you're a scud”) and not support-
ing their country.

The problem with these sorts
of statements is that they are
simple-minded conclusions that
do not even begin to address the
complex issues that the peace
movement has taken on.

Of course, at the heart of those
who are resisting the war is an
ideology of non-violence that per-
ceives conflict as an antiquated
way of solving problems in the
20th century. The world is no
longer the large place it once was
in our perceptions; the borders
and economies are now too close.

There is, however, the much
more intricate political realities
that the peace movement has
glimpsed that the majority of
Americans have chose to ignore.

For about the past fifty years,
as America has increased its role
as the world’s dominateeconomic
and military power, the U.S. gov-
ernment has successfully ma-
nipulated Middle Eastern politi-
cal and socioeconomic structures.

There are numerous reasons
for this, but probably the most
important is the strategic location
inrelationship to the Soviet Union,
the importance of Israel as an ally
in the region and an ever-growing

rehiance on o1l

Since each ot these points has
been viewed as essential to the
security of the United States inats
post-World War Il torm, 1t was
deemed necessary 10O maintain
them by imposing stability at all
COSES. |

This selt-created necessity in
turn, became the rahonahization
tor a byv-any-means policy which
allowed the United States to sup
port despotic regimes in order to
toster the proper conditions for
ecconomic and mihtary mnvolve-
meent. |

The result in simple terms s
that the Arab people are denied
the night to selt-determination ot
thairown hives. Power and wealth
restin the hands of monarchies or
dictators, while the bulk of the
populations exist in Third World
conditions.

Jordan, Syria and Saudi
Arabia have no dun“mcracy, nor
did Kuwait. Iran has continually
been a thorn in the U.S. side be-
cause of decades of support for
the now-deposed Shah, not to

mention our past support of Iraq
during their war Iran.

All of this says nothing of the
profound implications of the reli-
gious differences between Jews
and the Islamic world, rooted in
centuries of conflict that no one in
the Middle East has forgotten.

In context, the unqualified
U.S. support of Israel not only
reinforces the concept that the
Arab people remain subservient
to a U.S. defined power structure
(the Palestinian issue is especial
symbolic), but is an affront lnz
insult to their religion.

Given what is evidence of
manifest hypocrisy in White
House foreign policy over the last
40 years, it is not difficult to un-
derstand why Arabs hate the West,
and the U.S. in particular.

But even harder for Ameri-
cans to grasp is the idea that it is

our policies themselves that have
caused this war. When lrag 4
Lif}:t‘f and more AP TOSSIVY mili
tary power, invaded the smaller
weaker nation of Kuwait, the m
age seemed clear-cut. freedom
appeared undermuned, and the
United States as a pgﬂph- ralhed
for the underdog, to curb “naked
:i}mn‘ahhmn i ]n lht" pub]n - H‘th‘!
Hussemn began i, and we would
finish 1t

In m‘tu-’lhtj,', however, the war
that we now find ourselves mnois
entirely consistent with U.S. goals
namely, preserving power bal
ancesatany cost to create stability
both mllltﬂrﬂ}; and economicatly

Iromically, perhaps the grea!
ost fear at the White House now s
how to defeat Saddam without
destroying Iraq, thereby creating
a political vacuum which must be
filled by some other country inthe
region.

If we step outside of this dis-
cussion for a moment, the tuture
implications of our currentactions
begin to come into focus. By con-
tinuing in our current direction of
circumventing the Arab people,
we will not have peace.

Fighting a war in the Middle
East will not, in the long run, solve
the problems of the United States,
nor those of the world for that
matter. America will be forced to
commit its “'mPSr economy, gov-
émment and people to eminent
harm.

GAOQ investigators found that
although the Social Security Ad-
ministration makes death informa
tion available to other federal agen-
cies, only 18 of the 100 benefit pro-
grams use it. Those 18 programs do
not receive Social Security data fre-
quently enough to effectively re-
duce overpayments, a spokesper-
son for the GAO said.

Inaddition, Social Secunity buys
information on deaths from the
states but many states prohibit dis-
tribution of those data to other fed-
eral agencies.

Vietnam veteran relates personal tnals to average American

ECU"s Minonty Arts Commut-
tee 1S sponsonng a lecture by Bill
Dembv on Monday, Feb. 11, at 8
p-m.in Hendrix Theater. Demby s
renowned tor his appearance in
the award winnung Du Pont com-
mercial promoting prosthetic
limbs.

Admire Presentation, Inc.
sponsors Demby, and his lecture
entitled “Bill Demby: A T'rofile in
Courage.” The lecture emphasizes
the inspirational courageot Demby,
and how his challenges and victo-
nes relate to those of the average
American.

Demby is a Vietham Army
veteran who lost both his legs trom
the kneedown in March 1971 when
the truck he was driving was hitby
a rocket. He spent a year of reha-
bilitation in Walter Reed Hospaital
in Washington, D.C.

Demby retumed home and
used sports as an outlet to pull
through his difficult transition. As
he was an avid sportsman betore

his injury, continued parhapation
gave him the selt-contidence he
needed to move on. Demby jomed
the Achilles Track Club, an argani-
zation tor phvsically disabled ath-
letes, and began competing, as a
whevelchair athlete inmarathonsand
10k races. He also plaved in a
wheelchair basketball league. He
qualihed to compete with the US.
Amputee Athletic Assocationinthe
1988 Paralvmpics in Seoul, Korea.

be placed into disaster pouches to
be sealed, he says.

He adds that most of the muti-
lated bodies of suicide victims are
those that commited suicide with
guns, and those who used pills or
sht their wrists were probably cry-
ing for help, hoping someone would
tind them before it was too late.

Smith says he feels sorrowful
when dealing with people whose
hveshaveended, but heisnotafraid
ot or sickened by handling dead
bodies, though he initially was dur-
Ing his apprenticeship.

Atter bodies have undergone
the embalming procedure and
bunal, Smith also assures that the
bodies are dead and will remain in
their graves. Referring to the movie
Buned Alive he says, “That’s only in
Hollywood.” |

Following a momentary break
tromseriousness, Smithsaysa body
must be pronounced dead by a
doctorand then probably autopsied
at a hospital and definitely em-
balmed at a funeral home. Thus, a
body could not possibly be pro-
nounced dead by mustake or even
hve through the autopsy or em-
balming procedures, he says. Af-
terward, caskets and bunal vaults,
madce ot steel, bronze, concrete or
copper, contine the body, he ex-
plams

Long ago, however, Smiuth says
the possibility of burying someone
ahive existed.  Theretore, coffin
makers attached bells inside ot each
wooden cothntor the persontoring
it he or she wereto awaken, he says.

For those who fear being bur-
ied alive, cremation is the best way
to avond it, Smith says. He says he
cremates about 26 percent of the
bodies at the tuneral home. One of
the main reasons people request
cremation 1s to conserve land, he
savs. However, Smuth explains that
space should not be a problem for
decades, maybe even centunes, be-
cause of above-the-ground bunals
and because an average cemetary
can accomodate more bodies un-
derground than people realize.

b TN vmmp]g, he savs one of the
aprsoleumsat Pinewood Memonal

Park Cemetary holds about 900
bodies. Furthermore, this cemetary
was developed in 1958 and still has
plenty ot space left, he says.

Atter two years of schooling
and one vear of an apprenticeship,
Smith says he obtained a funeral
service heense. Today, his b in-
cludes waiting on families, selling
tuneral merchandice, setting up
appointments, devising, plans and
schedules for funerals and bunals,
issuing, death certificates and em-
balming bodies.

On a typical day, he directs
about two funerals, embalms one
body and receives one death call, he
adds.

Smith says he chose this career
because his tather was involved in
the tuneral business and enjoyed
his work. He savs he supposes he
and his father have enjoyed funeral
work for the same reasan—because
iIt’s a wondertul feeling to meet the
needs of others when their needs
are so great.

He says helping people at such
a devastating time in their lives re-
sultsinhaving long-lasting, intimate
triendships with his clients.

Smith says, “Besides, funerals

aren’t tor the dead, they’re for the
hving.”
