“Atter consulting with Secre- 
tary of Detense (Dick) Cheney, the 

chairman ot the joint chiefs of staft 

Colin Powell, and our coalition 

partners, Lam pleased to announce 
that at midnight (Wednesday), 

eastern standard time, exactly 100 

hours since ground operations 

Tuursoay, Fesruary 28, 1991 

commenced and six weeks since 
the start of operation desert storm, 
all United Statesand coalition forces 

will suspend offensive combat op- 

erations,” Bush said in a broadcast 

speech Wednesday night. 
Bush focused on the liberation 

ot Kuwait. 

“Kuwait is now inthe hands of 

Kuwaitis, in control of their own 

destiny,” hesaid. “We share in their 

joy — a joy tempered only by our 

compassion for their ordeal. The 

Kuwaiti flag once again flies above 
the capital of a free and sovereign 
nation, and the American flag flies 
above our embassy.”

Students must take greater 

advantage otf the lessons of the 

1960s and early 1970s, when the 

collective political activities of 

young pe ople committed to 

change had a significant impact 

on national policies 

With similar organization 

and commitment, students could 

overcome their powerlessness and 

help shape state and national 

policy on the issues that concern 

us today 

A case in point: over one 

third of the amendments to the 

US. Constitution focus on polit 

cal participation (excluding the Bill 

of Rights, since it was basically
