Of all the contradictions pmduced
bv President Bush during his State of the
Union address Tuesday night, the most
ronic was his assertion that the timing ot
his new plan tor CCONOMIC retorm was
not politically based.

Since November, the president has
admitted the country is in a recession
and has pointed toward his State of the
Union address as the answer tor our
country’s problems. However, after wait-
ing several months he suddenly unveils
his plans and drops the urgency into the

her when he admitted the country need ed
help? Instead, the president waited,
building up a political frenzy otanticipa-
tion.

[f one examines the president’s plans,
they are shown to be tilled largely with
political fluff, short on real answers to
problems.

Bush preﬁvntﬂd plans which con-
tained the jargon American people
wanted to hear, but left out specifics.

He proposed tax cuts and exemp-
tions, but also promised to reduce the
national deficit. He admitted that the
nation needed health care reform, but
refused to support a national insurance
system opting instead for a relatively
small tax credit for the poor.

overnment seizure unconstitutional

The government has been hav-
ing a lot ot tun lately with a httie toy 1t
calls “awil tortetture.”

Here's how civil torteiture
works. Basically, the government takes
away vourcashor property and makes
vou pav them to get it back. If instead
vou decide to sue torait, the burden ot
proot 15 on you, and you have to pay
any and all inaidental expenses,

Ot course, since thev have your
monevand /orvour property, youmay
well have nothing to hire a lawyer
with. Fven it vou do hire alawver, that
lawver will wanta cut of whatevervou
wet back.

If vou get anvthing back, thatas
vou haveto prove youbought the prop-
erty withmoney vou made legallv. (Or
if the police seized cash, vou have to
prove you made that money lt‘gdil‘y |
Try proving something like that to a
‘ikt‘pth‘dl friend, letalonea 111:.'] e who's
never seen vou betore.

If vou lose, or can’tattord to sue,
the propertv that was serzed from vou
1 retained by the law entorcement
agency that tookat. It they seized (read
“stole”) vour house, they cansellitand
keep the procecds It thev seized vour
car, they can drive around inat. It they
seized your cash, thev can buy what-
ever they damn well please with 1t

What's really amazing 1s that
there’s not necessarily a tnal involved
— unless vou sue them to get vour stult
back. The law enforcement agencies
can take vour property without charg-
ing vou with any <nme, muc loss
convicting vou. In fact, they prefer not
to charge vou, because that way vou
aren’t entitled to a court-appointed at-
tornev. Thev hope vou'll roll over and
take it Most people do.

Ciwil forfeiture amounts to pun-
ishment without trial, for a cnme that
need not even be specified.

As such, forfeiture obviously
violates the Fifth Amendment: “INo
person shall ... be deprivad of lite,
liberty, or property, without due pro-
cess of law; nor shill pnvate property
be taken for public use without just
compensation.” The practice also vio-
lates the Fourth: “Therightofthe people
to be secure in their persons, papers,
houses, and effects, against unreason-
able searches and seizures, shall not be
violated ...."

It arguably violates the Sixth
Amendment’s right-to-counsel provi-
sion, since forfeiture often makes 1t
impossible for the victim to hire a law-
yer. It also arguably violates the Ninth
and Tenth Amendments. That's atotal
of five amendments violated by one
policy, which is probably a record.

See, avil torterture
was originaily 1mph*mvntﬁi (well, re-
oroed, it vou want to get technical) as a
tool in the warondrugs. The idea was
that police orgamzations would use
torferture laws to se1ze the assets ot
drug dealers, hampering the dealers
attempts to defend themselvesa gainst
subsequent criminal charges.

But it hasn’t worked out that
way. Not at all. A senies of articles in
the Pittsburgh Press, aconservative Pitts-
burgh newspaper, documented the
actual nattonwide use of awvil torter
rure, and the results are staggenng.

To pull one reveahing quote from
the first article in the Press’s senes. 7
8 percent ot the people wholost prop-
erty to the tederal government were
never charged. And most ot the se1zed
items weren'ttheluxurious playthings
of drug barons, but modest homes and
simple cars and hard ecarmed savings
of ordinary people.”

The Press articles will astound
yvou. Black men are detained 1in air-
ports because thev paid tor their tick-
ots in cash — which makes them fit a
“drug prohle.” (The remainderottharr
cashisusually seized ) A retired couple
loses their home btecause their men-
tallv disturbed son grew marijuana
there several vears ayo.

In another case, a d6-year-old
woman is forced to forteit almost
540,000 — halfof it her lite savings, the
other half from an insurance settle-
ment — because a “drug dog”
scratched at her luggage. No drugs are
tound, theclaim that thedog scratched
at her luggage is not supported, and
the Press verifies the source of the
woman'’s money. She hasn’t gotten the
money back, and is now unable to buy
a house — which is what she was

planning to do with the money in the
first place.

The Press articles also recount a
case in which police took a truck and
$23,000 from a man on his way to a
heavy equipment auction. (The police

Johnny Quest finds answer

“Funk rock” is the name of a
recent trend in altermative music.

Also referred to as “funk 'n’ roll,”
this strange blend of heavy metal,
rap and grooves has stormed onto
the alternative scene. Even in the
backwoods town of Greenville, the
Red Hot Chili Peppers canbe heard
gver the college airwaves daily and
bands like the Sex Police pack
downtown clubs whenever they
come to play.

Unfortunately, popularity
fades quickly. What was once the
latest rage becomes stale whenband
after band begins to churn out the
same sound and no-talent garage
combos corrupt an already-lame
style with theirineptitude. It would
seem that nothing exciting could
happenin themireofanoverplayed
style, but there are a thousand
shadesof grey between “seem” and
“is,” and somewhere in the twilight
stands Johnny Quest.

Barring
nuclear war, natural disaster or an
untimely case of laryngitis, JQ will
bringitsbrand of F'n’ RtoGreenville
this Saturday night.

What, exactly, is this band’s

claim to originality? Vocalist Joe
“Johnny” Farmer explains: “Some
bands have horns, more of a soul
side toit. Wehave moreof the metal
side.” Havingevolved fromanearly
'80s hardcore band, Johnny Quest

playsa metal plated species of funk
rock. They maintain a heavy 4-4

rhythm but blend in guitar licks
that would seem more suited to
punk or speed metal.

Furthermore, it’s clear that JQ
is no garage combo. Eight years of
playing together has given them a
sense of unity, turning them from
just four musicians into a band in
every sense of the word. Whiletheir
music is fast-paced and complex,
there is no sign of conflict — each
musician plays his part well — not
to eclipse the others, but to match
them.

The driving force behind any
funk-rock band is its bassist. Jack
Campbell lays down a solid foun-
dationand demonstrateshisability
to play a variety of styles, from
powertoslaptoshadow, withclean,
sharp control. The other half of the
rhythm section, drummer Steve

Hill, matches Campbell’s intensity,
hammering the skins at

hyperspeed, vet with astounding
precision.

On the front of the stage, gui-
tarist Bill Ladd grafts riffs from
heavy metal and rock 'n roll onto
the jazz/funk rhythms. Although

he makes his instrument scream
andgrind,every notefallsinto place.
Above it all, Joe Farmer belts out
rap-style lyrics. The low, abrasive
quality of his voice seems to suit
both funk and rock and effectively
closes the gap between them.

Oneadvantage that]JQhasover
the other bands is that their songs
aren’t merely mindless noise.

“If you've got a mike and a
megawatt system,” Farmer ex-
plains, “You should probably feel
some responsibility to say some-
thing.”

There’ samessageinevery tune,
from the evils of racism to the ad-
vantages of personal hygiene to
safe sox, butit’snever overbeaningly
preachy. The lyrics reconcile the
humorous elements of rap with the
social conscience of hardcore, find-
ing a tolerable balance in between,
to provide a tongue-incheek im-
perative that the listener may take
or leave.

Anvone who's seen the Cure
live knows that a group that plays
pood music can still have all the
live-show excitement of a dead
halibut, inciting the crown to noth-
ing.

Thisis not thecase from johnny
Quest. In past concerts, they have
had audiences moshing, slamming
and stage-diving to the point that
the band had to stop the show to let
things cool off.
