BUFFALO, N.Y.(AP)— Hun- 

dreds of demonstrators massed ina 
steady rain yesterday to begin what 

they say will be a two-to-four-week 
siege aimed at shutting the city’s 
abortionclinics. Theclinics said they 

were still open this moming. 

“We're going to rescue chil- 

dren with our bodies,” Operation 

Réscue leader Keith Tucci said as 

about 200 abortion opponents gath- 

ered on Main Street in front of one 

of four clinics he said his group 

besieged.
