IN the Appendix fuch Ads as tended to unite the Province and Terri-
tc are added, and the two fucceeding Frames of Government hercin be-
fore mentioned, with the Laws relating to the Confirmation of the laft ; fo
that this may be confidered ‘as the End of our firft Conftitution, and ac-
ceordingly at this Period the firft Part of the Votes are clofed, It appears
by the Minutes of the Twelfth of the Third Month, 1707, that the Houle
were then poficfied of King CH.4 RL E S the Second’s Grant, to the
Duke of York, for the Three Lower Counties, 'but it is not now to be
found among the' Records belonging to the Affembly.
