I am going to send you home, If you have not thought ebout it, I will send
you home to think szbout it and you will stay there until &ll danger of an
epidemic is over. I am asking and begging thet youn give me your hearty
coopereation, Our Infirmery will not take care of very many folks and I do not
want to close the college. I do not want any girls to develop the Flu who has
not been exposed already. Ve want to isolate &s fer as possible every case in
order to keep it from spreading thru the college, There is another reason why
I do not went you to go to the Infirmary e&nd visit the sick. One girl brought
us & case of Chicken Pox. Thet is one of the things we do not appreciste girls

bringing back. Kow give us your cooperation in this for your good end for the




sake of the student body. If you have to cough &nd you do sometimes, if you have
& cold, cough in your hendkerchief, dont just broadcast the germs., I know there
are some that are going to say, "That is all right but I will do as I please.™ 1
did not select this scripture this morning because of the applicstion but that
kind of & girl is like Cain, Cain slew his brother because Cain wes

his brother righteous. There are some girls who eare saying, "That is

I will do as I please." They are Cains., There are girls I expect in the college
thet say the student government is not what they want, that they watch them.

Everybody in Turkey is studying it. n entirely new educational scheme
for that whole country &nd probebly is going to make Turkey & much more important
nation in the world.

In the trenches during the ¥World War there were some soldiers from
China. They went back home because the people were reguired in the trenches to
learn some things, they went back with the idea& that everybody in Chine ought
to be educated in & lenguage thaet could be used. In China their vwritten
languege is clessical and to the aversge Chinese it is like Letin., These soldier
boys thet went back home were imbued with the ideal that there should be an
everydey lenguege for Chinese to read in. It is now becoming a nation-wide

campaign., They have already trained five million people to read the leagusage

that they talks. In other words Chine is right now in the midst of abolishing
their old classical schools and putting in & system for the people to use in
their daily lives. That is & tremendous educational »rogram for the largest

country in the world when we count the number of people.

Many of those things heve come about becsuse of the ¥orld Tederation

of Bducation Associetions, A movement thet begsn seversal

determination to carry education to all the people of all

world might become acquainted with itself and

earth.
