After visiting New York this month 
to check out the Wall Street movement 
first hand, senior Jason Maynard orga-
nized a group called “Occupy Green-
ville” to bring awareness to Eastern 
North Carolina. 

The movement in Wall Street has 
made a name for itself by bringing 
attention to what the group calls local 
greed and growing disparity in wealth 
over decades. This caught the attention 
of Maynard who said he grew up caring 
a lot about politics.

“Basically everything I’ve seen 
in the past 10 years has had a lot of 
inequalities. There is no middle class 
anymore,” Maynard said. 

Maynard said he was awestruck 
when he went to see the movement for 
himself and his experience gave him 
the inspiration to organize a group in 
Greenville. 

The group is organized through 
Facebook under the name “Occupy 
Greenville N.C.” and has close to 200 
members. 

“Most of the movement started 
through Facebook, so I figured stay-

wright brothers exhibit 
now on display in Joyner

An exhibit commemorating 
the 1911 record-breaking flight 
of the Wright brothers is now on 
display in Joyner Library. 

Students who have helped 
to piece together the exhibit 
focused on the brothers’ dis-
covery of “soaring flight” and 
documented the pair’s last trip 
to Kitty Hawk, N.C. 

Soaring flight, as shown 
in the exhibit, is distinctly dif-
ferent from the type of “glid-
ing flight” undertaken by the 
Wright brothers at Kitty Hawk 
from 1900 to 1903 and from the 
gasoline powered flying they did 
in 1903 and 1908, said Larry E. 
Tise, Orville and Wilbur Wright 
distinguished professor of his-
tory at the university.

Memorabilia and pho-
tographs are included in the 
exhibit and were pulled from the 
North Carolina Special Collec-
tions in Joyner. 

The “The Wright Brothers 
Discover Soaring Flight” exhibit 
was sponsored by the Thomas 
Harriot College of Arts and Sci-
ences and continues the univer-
sity’s celebrations of the historic 
flights the brothers made. 

The exhibit can be viewed on 
the first floor of Joyner Library 
during regular hours from now 
until the end of December.

Peddlin’ Pirates, a rickshaw 
taxi service popular with stu-
dents, recently fell victim to a 
drive-by shooting incident. 

On Oct. 15, a driver was 
shot through both legs shortly 
after he was robbed only two 
blocks from campus. 

The driver was 33 year-old 
Damien Lovett who happened 
to be working a late shift for 
the taxi service. The robbery 
took place at around 1:40 a.m. 
on Jarvis St. after Lovett was 
flagged down by two men who 
approached him. 

One of the men went 
through a fanny pack that was 
situated on the handlebars. 
They found nothing of value 
in it, then demanded Lovett’s 
cellphone and money. Soon 

after, they hit him and wrestled 
him to the ground. 

T h e  a s s a i l ant s  w e re 
described as two black males, 
one thin and the other heavy. 

Khushbu Shah, a freshman 
intended nursing major, was 
unaware of the robbery. 

“It’s definitely scary to hear 
that,” said Shah. “When you’re 
at school you expect to feel 
safe.”

Moments after the confron-
tation, Lovett was able to get on 
his bike and make it back to the 
Peddlin’ Pirates headquarters at 
owner Martin Tanski’s house, 
which is located on Rotary Ave. 
and East Third St. 

Upon his arrival at Tanski’s 
house, Lovett began to explain 
what had just happened when 
a white pickup truck drove by 
and fired multiple shots from a 
.45 caliber gun at Lovett, Tanski 

and another rickshaw driver.
Tanski said after hearing 

two shots he went into the 
garage and then heard five 
more shots fired.

“I thought it was a bottle 
rocket or fireworks,” said 
Tanski. “People are always 
shooting those off around 
here.”

The group of men ran for 
cover in the garage but Lovett 
was shot through both of his 
thighs. 

Soon after, Greenville Fire-
Rescue paramedics transported 
Lovett to Pitt County Memo-
rial Hospital where he was 
treated for his injuries and then 
released. 

“It was a clean shot. He was 
able to walk the next day,” said

ing on it was a good idea,” 
Maynard said. 

The group is open to 
anyone who is interested, as 
well as people from both sides 
of the political spectrum. 

“In our group we have 
ECU students, moms and 
professors,” said group 
member Laura Lama, a stu-
dent at Pitt Community Col-
lege. 

The group members want 
people to know that it is a 
leaderless group. Although 
Maynard organized it, he 
does not take credit as the 
leader. 

“The general thing is just 
bringing the average person 
back into the spot light,” said 
Lama. 

The group has several 
goals like spreading aware-
ness, registering voters and 
organizing community activi-
ties to raise money for the 
larger movements nation-
wide. 

“It is opposed to corpora-

tions who have irresponsibly 
used the taxpayers’ money 
received through bailouts 
and the folks in government 
who not only gave away that 
money but poorly regulated 
its use,” said the group on 
their Facebook page.

“Personally for our group 
we want to get the word out 
to Greenville so people can 
make a decision on their 
own that is not tainted,” said 
Joseph Chrobak, a senior 
environmental health science 
major. “A lot of people attack 
it as people that don’t want 
to work and that we want 
everyone to be equal, but 
the reality of it is hard work 
in this country is no longer 
achievable equally.”

Group member Will 
Strathern, an ECU alumni, 
pointed out that one of the 
reasons for the start of the 
movement is to stop corpo-
rate influence. 

“Media has been saying 
the movement is anti-capital-

ist but we actually support the 
capitalism,” Strathern said. 

The group members said 
that the companies and cor-
porations should fail on their 
own. 

Lama said, “The compa-
nies should not be saved with 
taxpayers’ money.” 

The group has had two 
meetings so far, and neither 
have attracted a large crowd 
yet but Maynard said it will 
take some time. 

According to Maynard, it 
took about a month for the 
people at Wall Street to get 
recognized. 

Other occupy groups 
have formed in larger cities 
nearby including Charlotte 
and Raleigh. 

The next meeting for 
Occupy Greenville is sched-
uled for Thursday at 6:30 
p.m. at the Shepard Memorial 
Library.

will make students and par-
ents investigate our program 
future and help students to 
consider it,” Kean said. “We 
certainly are happy about 
that.”

While the university was 
recognized specifically for 
its broadcast journalism pro-
gram, Kean says that the jour-
nalism program, which cur-
rently consists of 178 students, 
is multiplatform and covers 
print, webcast and broadcast 
journalism. 

According to the website, 
a variety of factors are con-
sidered when ranking schools 
such as student body size and 
cost of tuition.  

“I think we have a very 
good quality education con-
sidering the cost of education,” 
said Kean.

Kean also said the school 
has “good facilities and equip-
ment and a great faculty,” 
crediting faculty members 
with having years of experi-
ence in the field. 

“We have a great intern-
ship program as well,” said 
Kean.

Students have interned 
with both small and large 
companies within the indus-
try, including MTV and 
ESPN.

“I think the School of 
Communication definitely 
helps students to find intern-
ships that interest them so 
they can make connections 
later on,” said Kristine Erick-
son, a junior communication 
major. “It’s definitely nice to 
see ECU be recognized and I 
think being ranked will help 
students who graduate from 
the School of Communica-
tion.”

Professor Nancy Gray, 
who has worked in the field 
for years with various newspa-
pers and public relation firms, 
said she feels the program 
provides “hands-on experi-
ence, which is always good to 
have as a student.”

Furthermore, Kean says 
that the School of Commu-
nication has not received 
national recognition since 
she has been in her position, 
which she took in 2005. 

While it  may be the 
first time, she does feel the 
acknowledgement is deserved.

men in the pickup truck was 
unable to be given by Tanski 
and the other men. However, 
several neighbors witnessed 
the shooting and were able 
to give police a description. 

 
“The police got here within 
two minutes,” said Tanski. 

Lovett has only worked 
for Peddlin’ Pirates for two 
months as a means to make 
extra money. Yet, the shooting 
has changed his and Tanski’s 
focuses to help improve crime 
rates in Greenville. 

“I think it’s smart of them 
to go to the police to cut 
down on the crime rate,” 

said Britney Oates, a sopho-
more apparel merchandising 
major. “Maybe there should 
be a police training for the 
employees.”

On Monday, Tanski met 
with Greenville Police Chief 
William Anderson and offi-
cers from the campus police 
department in order to dis-
cuss better ways to handle 
crime. 

Another meeting has 
been planned this Thursday 
regarding Tanski’s employees 
and representatives from the 
East Carolina Police Depart-
ment. 

According to Tanski, a 
detective is currently on the 
case. “He is very confident 

they’re going to find the guys,” 
said Tanski.

Tanski says he wants stu-
dents to know that the service 
is safe and that the police 
department is more aware of 
the rickshaw service now. 

“It’s a lot safer to take than 
walking. Despite what has 
happened, we are going to 
operate at our normal hours,” 
said Tanski.

The Peddlin’ Pirates ser-
vice can be chartered for stu-
dents if they call ahead and 
can take students to and from 
class.

The cost for the service 
ranges from $3 to $6 per 
person, and is geared toward a 
college student’s budget.

“We want to make sure the 
students know we’re here as a 
service for them,” said Tanski.

Two organizations 
will be receiving additional 
points if their representative 

wins Homecoming King or 
Queen. However, only orga-
nizations that are eligible to 
win will receive those points. 
Additionally, organizations 
are not eligible to win unless 
they participate in the float 
competition. 

The Homecoming pep-
rally will be held during 
Freeboot Friday, an event 
that is held at the corner of 
Fifth and Evans Streets every 
Friday before a home game. 
Local organizations will be 
there, as well as homecoming 
representatives, giving away 
free prizes. The ECU Cheer, 
Dance and Marching Pirates 
will also be at the pep-rally. 
Jupiter Jones will provide 
entertainment, in addition 

to the top three skits that win 
the Skit Competition held on 
Wednesday. 

As always, the close of 
homecoming week begins 
Saturday morning with the 
annual float parade, which 
will start on Fifth Street. The 
day will end with a foot-
ball game against Tulane at 
Dowdy-Ficklen Stadium. 

“We have been working 
on the float since the middle 
of September and we have a 
lot of 3-D props and I feel like 
this could be our best float 
ever,” said Noel Rood, a junior 
communication major and an 
ECU Ambassador. 

“All of us are putting a lot 
of hours into the float and 
some are working on it daily.”

The Spirit Cup competi-
tion will conclude by 11 a.m. 
on Saturday, as all of the 
available points will have been 
distributed after the judging 
of the floats is over at 9:30 
a.m.

     After looking over my 
last two columns, i noticed 
a troubling discrepancy: 
of the twelve selections, 
half charted in the top ten 
of the billboard 200, only 
one of those six earned a 
grade that made it worth 
mentioning (Jay-z and 
kanye West’s “Watch the 
throne”), while the rest 
ranged from inoffensively 
banal (rhcp) to criminally 
terrible (trace Adkins). 
Moreover, the half that 
didn’t enter the top ten 
had less-than-stellar chart 
performance — particularly 
sbtrkt’s eponymous 
debut, which failed to crack 
the top 200 — though they 
earned stellar marks (one A, 
four A-’s and one b+). 
     this didn’t sit well with 
me. not only did i want 
to eschew the idea that 
mainstream, chart-topping 
music is all terrible, i 
also didn’t want to pan 
several albums a month. i 
generally try to pick things 
i think i’ll enjoy, but it’s 
not always easy, and artists 
are unpredictable. Luckily 
there were enough recent 
major releases with good 
material, so this month’s 
column features two albums 
that reached no. 1, another 
three that made the top ten, 
and one that didn’t even 
chart. you can probably 
guess which one that is.

FEISt – “Metals”: 
the sophisticated yet 
understated sexiness of 
“Let it die” countered 
its pleasant yet 
unsophisticated theme 
— modest love songs for 
those wary of their own 
youth’s fragileness. “the 
reminder” traded sonic 
modesty for grandiosity, 
so on “Metals,” feist no 
longer ponders the saddest 
part of a broken heart; she’s 
found the lonely don’t just 
contemplate, they seek 
redemption. the album’s 
rigid lyrics reflect its title, 
consisting of clipped 
thoughts and fragments 
that signal a shift in mood 
bleaker than before, but 
uplifted by the music: the 
jazz-cum-cabaret-cum-
folk of “the bad in each 
other,” “how come you 
never go there,” both of 
which lead to the anxious 
“A commotion,” the most 
surprising song feist 
has ever written. but it’s 
“cicadas and gulls” that 
goes acoustic and conveys 
the message that made 
me fall for feist years ago 
— that the defeated can 
be self-aware yet still look 
forward, that “Maps can 
be poems / When you’re on 
your own / And distance 
is braille / And all that 
entails.” 

FoStER tHE PEoPLE – 
“torches”: the latest in 
a long list of bands eager 
to replace MgMt after 
their self-demolishing 
“congratulations” and 
too long on the charts to 
ignore, foster the people’s 
frontman Mark (you guessed 
it!) foster is a whiz with 
the catchy electro beat 
and don’t-need-to-know-
the-context chorus. MgMt 
comparisons aside, their 
mega-smash “pumped up 
kicks” reminds me more 
of Jr. Walker’s “shotgun” 
than “time to pretend”, 
bizarre lyrics seemingly 
about killing people for 
sport with a beat and bridge 
so infectious you almost 
don’t care. Amorality aside, 
“pumped up kicks” can

parties, but the administra-
tion didn’t let them.”

J. CoLe – “cole World”: 
The sideline story: it’s 
hard to determine the 
most impressive aspect 
of this debut — J. cole 
produced all but three 
tracks himself, borderline 
eschews the idea of guest 
stars (his boss, Jay-z, only 
shows up on the fantastic 
dubstep-ditty “Mr. nice 
Watch”), and can turn 
on a dime from witty (the 
braggadocio of “can’t 
get enough”) to deadly 
serious (like “lost Ones,” 
a meditative piece on 
abortion). The autonomy 
asserted here is earned, as 
J. cole has arrived fully-
formed, not fledgling. if 
he can continue to make 
records this tight, he might 
be the new face of hip-
hop. And that’s probably 
the most impressive 
promise J. cole makes. 

LAdY AnteBeLLUM – “Own 
the night”: i don’t dislike 
country music. What i 
dislike is reservation, 
playing it safe, falling 
into form and willingly 
pigeonholing oneself into 
stereotypical pockets. 
if lady Antebellum 
isn’t guilty of all of the 
above, then the state of 
country music is nearing 
implosion. “Own the 
night” features so many 
sappy duets between 
vocalists hillary scott 
and charles kelley that 
it often plays more like a 
bad Broadway soundtrack 
than an assortment of 
heartfelt ballads. There 
are exceptions; the opener 
rocks well enough, and 
“Friday night” is great 
if you don’t listen to the 
words. nevertheless, 
i’ll invest in “Old gin 
road” by country-
rockers Ponderosa before 

this predictable and 
underwhelming set. 

ModeSeLeKtor – 
“Monkeytown”: Perhaps 
their old label BPitch 
control made the 
german DJ duo’s first 
two efforts play more 
like lengthy collections 
of club samplers rather 
than coherent albums. 
Though if it’s true, that 
never stopped me from 
enjoying cuts like “The 
White Flash” or their 
collaborations with French 
hip-hop group TTc. here 
they only feign coherence 
because of the plethora 
of guest vocalists, a 
tighter sense of genre-
bending, and because 
“Monkeytown” is the 
eponymous debut of their 
own label. Thom Yorke’s 
stuttering falsetto on 
“shipwreck” and haunting 
hollowed-out performance 
on “This” outrank their 
recent radiohead remix, 
and the buzzing, vinyl-
scratched rap from 
Busdriver on “Pretentious 
Friends” adequately fills 
the TTc void. Their best 
yet. 

wiLCo – “The Whole 
love”: Wilco’s catalogue 
is so extensive and 
diverse that comparisons 
seem tactless, from the 
shifting, flowing opener 
“Art of Almost” to the 
twelve-minute closer “One 
sunday Morning.” The 
band hits all the marks of 
a group finally comfortable 
enough to experiment 
responsibly. The organ 
backdrop of “i Might” 
and the instant-shot-of-
energy “standing O” serve 
as immediate highlights, 
while sleepily sedated 
alt-country numbers like 
“Black Moon” or the 
aforementioned “One 
sunday Morning” reveal 
themselves with time, their 
deceptively simple guitar 

licks carrying emotional 
weight rather than 
admirable flash. But really, 
nearly every song is gold 
and completely different 
from their other work, 
leaving the only comparison 
worth voicing being that it’s 
one of their strongest.

O n e  y e a r  a g o ,  
a humiliating loss to 
Navy started a down-
ward spiral that derailed 
a promising season. 
Fast-forward ahead one 
year to Saturday’s 38-35 
ECU victory over Navy, 
which could end up 
being a saving grace.

Trailing 31-35 late 
in the fourth quarter, 
running back Reggie 
Bullock scored from 
three yards out, giving 
the Pirates the three 
point margin of victory.

While the lead held, 
it wasn’t without some 
heart-stopping drama 
in the last two minutes.

The Midshipmen 
returned the ensuing 
kickoff to their own 
28-yard line and pro-
ceeded down the field 
using a mix of the option 
game and quick strike 
passes. Navy advanced 
to the ECU 33-yard line 
in just six plays. On the 
ensuing play, backup 
q u a r t e r b a c k  Tr e y  
Miller fired a deep pass 
to Matt Aiken that on 
first glance looked to be 
the go ahead score, but 
the officials on the field 
ruled the pass incom-
plete, a call that was 
confirmed after a booth 
review.

Despite keeping 
Navy out of the end 
zone, they still remained 
in field goal range. But 
for the third time this 
season, the Midshipmen’s 
kicking game cost them a chance 
to win as Jon Teague’s 42-yard field 
goal attempt hit the upright falling 
no good.

“Getting a win at someone 
else’s home is tough,” McNeill said 
following the game.   “Coming in 
here to play Navy on homecoming, 
that’s probably extra tough. To pull 
it off, I was very proud of our team. 
It was a great team win and another 
program win.”

ECU held a 17-7 lead head-
ing into the third quarter, but that 
lead didn’t last very long as Navy’s 
Marcus Thomas returned the open-
ing kick of the second half 90 yards 
for a touchdown, trimming the ECU 
advantage to three points.

After both teams scored on 
1-yard touchdown runs in the third 

quarter, and Bullock scored from 13 
yards out to start the fourth quarter, 
the Midshipmen started their come-
back that would set the stage for the 
final moments.

Miller fooled the Pirate defense 
by passing the football, as he con-
nected with Brandon Turner for a 
59-yard touchdown. Miller would 
throw his second touchdown pass 
of the game moments later when he 
completed a 37-yard pass to Aiken 
for the score.

Somewhat overshadowed by 
the dramatics at the game’s end was 
ECU quarterback Dominique Davis 
breaking two NCAA records for 
consecutive completions.

By completing his first 26 passes 
of the first half, Davis broke former 
Tennessee quarterback Tee Martin’s 
record for consecutive completions 

in a single game, while also breaking 
current Green Bay Packers’ quar-
terback Aaron Rodgers record for 
consecutive completions.

“It’s just staying with the course, 
coming in every week and just 
staying confident, staying positive 
and staying excited,” Davis said of 
his record-breaking performance. 
“Keep doing the routine plays and 
the floodgates will open.”

On the day, Davis completed 40 
of 45 passes for 372 yards, with two 
touchdowns and no interceptions. 
On the ground, Bullock delivered 
the second 100-yard game of his 
Pirate career, carrying the ball 
26 times for 104 yards and three 
touchdowns.

Navy’s Miller completed five 
of 12 passes for 126 yards and two 
touchdowns. The big turnaround 

was in the rushing yards. Last year 
when these two teams met, ECU 
allowed Navy to rush for 521 yards; 
this time around, the Pirates held 
Navy to just 284 yards on 51 carries.

After setting a pair of nCAA 
records and leading ECU to a 
38-35 victory over navy, league 
officials have named senior quar-
terback dominique davis as the 
Conference UsA offensive player-
of-the-Week, according to an 
announcement Monday. it is the 
third league weekly honor of davis’ 
career and the first this season.

Versus the Midshipmen in 
Annapolis saturday, davis estab-
lished an nCAA single-game 
record with 26-straight comple-
tions to open the contest. He 
surpassed the previous standard 
of 23, set by tennessee’s tee 
Martin against south Carolina on 
oct. 31, 1998. He was matched 
by California’s Aaron rodgers 
against southern California on 
oct. 9, 2004. davis also set an 
nCAA record for consecutive 
completions in a season with 
36, as he converted his final 10 
consecutive throws at Memphis 
a week earlier (26 by rodgers in 
2004 against oregon state/3 and 
southern California/23).

Women’s golf plays in 
Las Vegas, nev.

the ECU women’s golf team 
is set to participate in the 2011 
Las Vegas Collegiate showdown, 
which is hosted by UnLV, started 
Monday and will go through 
Wednesday. the three-day, 
54-hole event will be played at the 
par-72, 6,329-yard Boulder Creek 
Golf Club in Boulder City, nev.

the pirates (40-3), who are 
ranked no. 47 in the Golfweek/
sagarin performance index, will 
be joined in the 16-team field by 
(24) UC davis, (31) san diego 
state, (32) oklahoma, (41) pep-
perdine, (54) Louisville, (58) 
Colorado state, (59) idaho, (63) 
Miami, (67) Long Beach state, 
(68) Fresno state, (73) UnLV, 
(80) Missouri, (103) UC irvine, 
(104) BYU and (112) nevada, 
reno.

ECU’s lineup consists of 
seniors Amy otteson and Julia 
strandberg, junior Faith Hardison, 
sophomore Fanny Wolte and true 
freshman Katie Kirk. in all three 
events so far this season, both 
otteson and Wotle have finished 
in the top 20, while Kirk and 
strandberg have a pair of top 20 
finishes. strandberg became the 
eighth player in school history to 
earn medalist honors when she 
first at the Wild Eggs Cardinal 
Cup with a 36-hole score of 145. 
it marked her first tournament win 
in just her fifth start.

otteson took top honors on the 
pirate squad at the Lady pirate 
intercollegiate with her career-
best finish, tied for second, after 
posting a 54-hole score of 213. 
the Wilson, n.C. native found the 
18th green in two shots and was 
putting for eagle and a chance 
to win the individual crown, but 
settled for a two-put and a share 
of second place.

 Wolte has continued her solid 
play from her rookie season finish-
ing tied for sixth at the Golfweek 
program Challenge and the Wild 
Eggs Cardinal Cup. Four of her 
eight rounds have been par or 
better on the young season. she 
owns a 73.88 stroke average, 
which ranks third on the team.

Kirk is the lone rookie to start 
all three events thus far for the 
pirates, posting a 74.75 stroke 
average. she has recorded a pair 
of top 12 placements, including 
a career-best ninth place finish 
in her first collegiate event at the 
Golfweek program Challenge with 
a 54-hole score of 220.

rounding out the lineup is 
Hardison, who has competed in 
all three events this season and 
10 in her career. the Jamesville, 
n.C. native owns a 79.03 career 
stroke average and finished tied 
for 41st at the Golfweek program 
Challenge with a tournament 
score of 234.

Pirates sink Navy

The Pirates’ soccer team turned 
the pitch into a track meet this 
past Sunday as they dominated the 
Houston Cougars, 2-0. ECU came 
out guns with blazing, aggressively 
attacking Houston from the begin-
ning and controlled the tempo 
throughout. The Pirates’ aggressive 
offensive attack tallied three shots in 
the first four minutes. 

“It was probably our best half of 
the season,” said Head Coach Rob 
Donnenwirth of the first half.

Caty Butler opened the scoring 
in the 14th minute as she blasted a 
free kick into the lower right hand 
corner. The goal was Butler’s eighth 
of the season, tying her with Kimmy 
Cummings for the team lead.

The first half was total domina-
tion from the Pirates, playing most 
of the half in Houston’s territory. 
ECU held a 12-2 shot advantage 
midway through, but only managed 
to get three of them on goal. 

“Sunday games are hard, espe-
cially after playing a full 90 (min-
utes) on Friday, but we wanted to 
pressure them and keep them on 
their heels,” Cummings said.

The second half was just as dom-
inating as the first, and the Pirates 
didn’t let up on the Cougars. ECU 
tallied 10 more shots in the second 
half, while Houston mustered just 
five for the game. Amanda Malkie-
wicz put the Pirates up 2-0 with her 
sixth goal of the season. Malkiewicz 
took Cummings’ pass and drilled it 
from 15 yards out. 

This game was massive for the 
postseason hopes of the Pirates, as 
they entered the game trailing Hous-
ton by one point for the final spot in 
the Conference USA tournament.  

“I didn’t have to tell the (players) 
about it,” Donnenwirth said refer-
ring to the standings. “They check 
the standings and knew this was a 

must-win for us.”
With the win, the Pirates moved 

into that last and final spot and now 
control their own destiny with two 
games left. The last two games are 
against the two teams beneath the 
Pirates, in Marshall and UAB, but 
one more win would secure ECU of 
that last tournament spot. 

The Pirates opened up the home 
stand with a 3-1 victory over Rice 
on Friday night. The Owls came out 
on fire when they took a 1-0 lead as 
Lauren Busansky netted her third 
goal of the season just four minutes 
into the game. Trailing 1-0, Cum-
mings fired the pass from Maddie 
Maurer into the lower left corner to 
tie the game. 

The Owls and Pirates would 
remain tied at one until the 63rd 
minute when Amanda Malkiewicz 
netted her fifth goal of the season. 
Malkiewicz took the Chrissy Gatz 
pass and drilled it into the lower left 
corner, like Cummings. 

The game-winning goal marked 
Malkiewicz’s third this season. It 
also was the 22nd goal of her career, 
moving her into fourth place in the 
university’s history. The Pirates put 
the game out of reach as Cummings 
added her second goal of the game, 
and eight on the season, in the 77th 
minute, giving them the 3-1 victory. 

“This is a really good win for our 
team,” said Donnenwirth. “Rice was 
on fire during the first 15 minutes 
and caused us a lot of problems. But 
overall, we played a great game the 
last 75 minutes and got a huge win 
against a really good Rice team.”

The Pirates will look to secure 
that last C-USA tournament spot 
this Thursday, Oct. 27 as they take 
on the Marshall Thundering Herd 
inside the ECU soccer stadium at 
7 p.m.

The ECU women’s volley-
ball team lost its 15th straight 
match on Sunday, falling to 
the Tulsa Golden Hurricanes 
in three straight sets.  The 
Pirates’ record sank to (2-18, 
0-11).

The loss marked the fifth 
straight game where ECU has 
failed to win a set. 

 “Our biggest challenge 
is just staying tough when 
things are tough,” said Coach 
Pati Rolf. “We struggled with 
that today.”

Against Tulsa, Kelly Derby 
had a team-high nine kills, 
followed by six from Britney 
Roper. Leading the way for 
Tulsa was 2010 second team 
all-American Tyler Hender-
son, who finished the match 
with 13 kills.

The third set started per-
fectly for the Golden Hurri-
cane, who opened with a four-
point run. The Pirates were 
forced to take a timeout after 
Tulsa extended to a 7-2 lead. 
While attempting a set Zara 
Cecich committed an error, 
making the score 16-6. The 
Golden Hurricanes grabbed a 
10-point lead that they main-
tained for the majority of the 
match. 

The second set jumped 
out to a 4-3 Tulsa lead in a 
unique fashion. All of ECU’s 
first three points came off 
of errors made by the Hur-
ricanes. The first Pirate-gen-
erated point came on a Roper 
kill to make the score 4-6. 
Then, Tulsa went on an 8-3 
run to force an ECU timeout. 

Following the timeout, 
the Pirates would score just 
three of the next nine points 
for a score of 20-10. Kills by 
Roper and Whitney Campbell 
respectively would begin to 
close the gap to 20-12, but 
ECU would score just one 
more point as Tulsa won the 
second set 25-13.

“We’re just having a hard 
time being consistent as a 
unit,” Rolf said. 

The Pirates forced an early 
timeout by Tulsa on a Camp-
bell ace, holding a 9-6 lead. 
Campbell would ace again 
after the timeout, but the 
Golden Hurricane came back

fighting. ECU took a timeout 
of its own, trailing 11-14 and 
again at 15-19. 

A block by both Derby 
and Campbell, one of two 
blocks by Derby in the same 
play, started a four-point 
run that brought the Pirates 
to within two points. The 
Golden Hurricane then used 
its final timeout with the score 
22-20, but ECU could never 
get closer than two in the set’s 
final points. Tulsa won the 
set 25-22.

The end of the match 
left the two teams heading 
in opposite directions. The 
Pirates are still searching for 
their first Conference USA 
victory, whereas Tulsa cur-
rently sits atop the conference 
standings. Despite the string 
of defeats, the members of 
ECU’s team aren’t focusing 

on the negatives. 
“We have a lot of positive 

energy on our team,” said 
Derby. “Our record definitely 
isn’t reflecting on how hard 
we are working.”

Friday’s matchup put the 
Pirates up against the SMU 
Mustangs, another 3-0 defeat 
by a score of (23-25, 12-25, 
20-25).     

“We’ve got a great middle 
offense going on right now. 
Our blocking is getting stron-
ger,” added Rolf. “We are 
having a hard time generating 
enough momentum.”  

ECU’s next match is at 
home against Tulane on 
Friday. The match is set to 
start at 7 p.m.
