Campus Kitchen is partnering 
with Operation Sunshine, a local 
afterschool program for underprivi-
leged girls, this year for Thanksgiv-
ing. The girls are provided a meal 
they take home to their families to 
share.

“They collect items for a 
Thanksgiving meal and then they 
fundraise to provide the turkey,” 
said Campus Kitchen coordinator 
Elizabeth Corney.

 

From November to the beginning 
of December, the university’s radio 
station WZMB is donating teddy 
bears over the past to abused chil-
dren involved with the TEDI BEAR 
Children’s Advocacy Center. As a 
result of an overstock on the teddy 
bear collection over the years, this 
year WZMB is switching it up. The 
station will provide children with 
crayons, coloring books, colored 
pencils and board games.

“We just want to help a group 
that doesn’t get as much recognition 
as the cancer society or the food 
bank,” said YaLonda Davis, student 
media office manager.

Effective yesterday, ron 
butler, pitt County athletic 
director, returned to his posi-
tion and J.h. rose football 
coach, Todd lipe, returned 
to his teaching position, but 
is still suspended from his 
coaching duties pending 
further investigation. 

Emory stated while the 
case has been unfortunate, 
it has exposed some policy 
changes that needed to be 
made. 

“We had lots of reports 
and we take these seriously, 
and yes we are aggressively 
looking at them and if we 
have findings, we report them 
to the athletic association,” 
said Emory.

The university recently won the 
prestigious C. Peter McGrath Uni-
versity/Community Engagement 
Award for its work with an intergen-
erational center in the underserved 
west Greenville community. 

Along with the award, the uni-
versity received a $20,000 stipend 
for its support of the Lucille W. 
Gorham Intergenerational Com-
munity Center, a partnership with 
west Greenville residents, the Little 
Willie Center, the city of Greenville 
and Pitt Community College, that 
offers comprehensive community-
based system of service and care to 
residents. 

“Service and engagement are in 
our DNA at East Carolina Univer-
sity,” said Chancellor Steve Ballard, 
who is in Denver to accept the award. 
“The McGrath award is significant 
because it is national recognition 
for our mission and commitment 
to service.”

The intergenerational Center is 
home to educational programs, com-
munity meetings, strategic planning 
and community-based research and 
is mainly funded through the Col-
lege of Human Ecology. 

Since 2009, the community 
center has served more than 16,000 
clients and has planned and imple-
mented 14 continuing programs.

University students and faculty 
from social work, nutrition, public 
health, criminal justice, business and 
medicine programs regularly lend a 
hand at the center.

This year’s Pirate Read was Rebecaa 
Skloot’s “The Immortal Life of Henri-
etta Lacks.” In a follow-up to this book, 
Henrietta’s son, Sonny “Sonny” Lacks, 
and Henrietta’s great-granddaughter, 
Veronica Lacks, came to ECU to speak 
about how taking Henrietta’s cells 
affected their family. 

 The book chronicles the story 
of the woman behind some of the 
world’s most important cells, which were 
removed without her knowledge, and 
then used to usher important medical 
advances such as the polio vaccine, gene 
mapping and in-vitro fertilization.

In 1951, Henrietta Lacks’ cells were 
taken from her without her consent. 
Today, the world mainly knows her as 
Hela, the name given to her cells after 
they were taken from her. Few people 
really know the story behind the Hela 
cells. They do not know Henrietta; they 
only know Hela. 

Between research done on Skloot’s 
behalf and Henrietta’s daughter, Deborah 
Lacks, they have given an account of 
Henrietta’s story and her cells. 

Sonny spoke about how, although 
he never knew his mother, he was told 
many stories of her. He heard of how his 
mother often went dancing and painted 
her nails a deep, red color. She was a very 
giving person, always helping out her 
family whenever she could. Sometimes 
she would fix meals for family members 
back at a house in Virginia. 

Sonny was asked how Henrietta 
would react to her cells being taken and 
what they have done to help the world. 
Because she was such a giving person, 
he said she would be glad to help people 
in the world. “She would be proud to be 
helping someone,” he said. 

From Veronica’s perspective, she thought her 
great-grandmother’s reaction would be differ-
ent. Veronica believes that Henrietta would be 
excited to help, but angry that they took her cells 
without asking.

“It’s like if you set some change on the table, 
you expect to come back to your change and if 

you pick up my change without asking me, it’s 
not the fact that you have it, it’s the fact that you 
took it. I don’t think she would have liked that 
they took it,” she said.

Sonny believes that the family has been 
compensated monetarily. However, through the 
help Henrietta’s cells have brought to the medical 
world, they have been compensated more than 

enough. Personally, he thinks being able to talk 
to audiences on how the sell of Henrietta’s cells 
has affected them has compensated the family. 

Though Veronica is thankful for those 
compensations, she believes that their family 
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munity,” said Kerry Under-
wood, executive director of 
the center and assistant pro-
fessor of social work at ECU.

The award specifically 
recognized the impacts the 
center has had on the com-
munity including: the Youth 
Apprentice Program, which 
prepares juvenile offenders 
to continue their secondary 

education, has seen all 33 
participants either return to 
high school or earn a GED 
and 97 percent of participants 
in the YES! Twenty First 
Century project, a summer 
program designed to improve 
math and reading skills of 
third through fifth graders, 
improved their math skills 
in 2011, while 20 percent 

improved their reading skills. 
There were several other 

finalists including: Colorado 
State University, Miami Uni-
versity and North Carolina 
State University/North Caro-
lina A&T University.

For 
freshman Emily Bosak, a 
stage management major, 
meeting Sonny and Veronica 
was special. 

 

     “It was really amazing 
because I just got diagnosed 
with an auto-immune dis-
order. The medicine was 
developed by Hela cells. It was 
really great to meet them and 
thank them for everything,” 
she said.

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he media has become 
a powerful entity in 
America. Some even 
consider it the fourth 
branch of government. 
Radio stations and 

television news networks have the 
power of reaching millions of people, 
and more importantly affecting the 
topics and ideas that these people 
discuss. What happens when these 
powerful players makes a mistake? 
When they portray people, or groups 
of people, in the wrong light?

Tonight at 6 in Bate 1009, the 
ECU Muslim Student Association 
will be holding an event geared 
toward this topic. The “Women in 
Islam” event will present a talk by 
university graduate Noria Namaz, 
who is a member of the Muslim 
community here in Greenville. She 
converted from Catholicism to Islam 
in 1973, and ever since has been 
active in her faith and in furthering 
her knowledge of Islam. This event 
seeks to educate the public against 
some of the misconceptions about 
Islam that have been presented in 
the media. 

One of the main misconceptions 
that many people hold is that Muslim 
women are oppressed and that it is 
sanctioned in the Qur’an. Afnan 
Innab, who is the social coordinator 
for the Muslim Student Association 
and an Islamic woman herself, feels 
the media has played a huge role 
in establishing this misconceived 
notion.

“The media portrays Muslim 
women as oppressed. I think the 
media is the main problem,” said 
Innab. “In Afghanistan, if there 
have been gender issues, like maybe 
certain groups of people oppress 
women, it is not because Islam says 
that; it is because the people. It is the 
culture, not the religion.” 

This idea of differentiating 
between culture and religion is a 
huge step in justifying the mistakes 
that some media has made when it 
comes to presenting the Islamic faith 
to the world.

“If we follow Islam properly, 
Muslim women are not oppressed. 

'Women in Islam' event

Muslims that do oppress women 
are not practicing Islam right,” said 
Innab. “For example, the hijab [the 
head scarf], a lot of people think that 
someone has forced me to wear it or 
that we do it because men say that 
we have to. The only reason we do 
it is because God tell us to. We listen 
to God, not men.” 

The idea of Islam being back-
wards in their treatment of women 
is a belief that is inaccurate. In fact, 
Muslim women were given certain 
civil rights many decades before 
Western women. Women were 
given the right to the same educa-
tion as men about 1,400 years ago.

“The education was not the only 
thing that women were given. As 
you know here in the Western world, 
women were given rights maybe 50 
years ago,” said Mohammed Ahmed, 
president of the Muslim Student 
Association. “But, 1,400 years ago 
women were actually given the right 
to inherit. So, whatever money they 
make they were allowed to keep, and 

the husband could not ask them for 
the money.” 

Along with the rights of educa-
tion and inheritance, women were 
also given the right to ask for a 
divorce around this time. This idea 
of equality and respect ties in with 
the wearing of the hijab.

“A lot of people think [the hijab] 
is a form of enslaving the woman. 
But the Islamic belief, or the Islamic 
perspective, is that it protects the 
woman from eyes that she wouldn’t 
want seeing her,” said Ahmed. 
“Because her beauty is hers, you 
know, and she owns it and nobody 
else has the right to see it. It is a way 
of empowerment.”

The idea that Islam condones 
abuse or brutality of women is, in 
fact, in direct opposition to the 
Qur’an and the exact message of 
the Islamic faith. Mary Nyangweso, 
who teaches in the Religious Studies 
Department here on campus, has 
done extensive research and pub-
lishing on the subject of women and 

how religion effects them. 
“Islam, just like Christianity and 

Judaism, I think has an egalitarian 
message about respecting everyone,” 
said Nyangweso. “When you look at 
Prophet Muhammad himself, his 
message was based on condemn-
ing oppression in society. When 
you look at how his message was 
presented to promote social justice, 
then essentially Islam is embedded 
in a message of social justice.”

This idea of presenting Islam 
as a religion about social justice, 
instead of oppression, is one that the 
Muslim Student Association hopes 
to further with their event. 

“We are trying to increase the 
knowledge of people on campus and 
the community, to eliminate mis-
conceptions, and get people more in 
tune with Islam,” said Ahmed. “The 
media can throw out whatever they 
want, but it is our job to make sure 
the truth gets out.”

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lijah and Noah Ricafr-
ente  never  saw it  
coming when they 
came to ECU for the 
home game against 
Houston. After being 
invited to attend the 

game with their Pop Warner youth 
football team, the boys were excited 
to be chosen to participate in the 
Power-Aid toss during halftime. 

Noah and his brother stood in 
awe at the proud Pirate fans, wish-
ing their father could share that 
moment. Little did they know that 
the biggest surprise of all was soon 
to arrive. 

“The oldest boy looked at one 
of my assistants and said, ‘My dad 
would love this crowd. I wish he was 
here,’” said Scott Wetherbee, assis-
tant athletics director for marketing 
and ticket operations.

Noah and Elijah’s father,  
Sgt. Joshua Ricafrente, had been 
deployed in Afghanistan for the past 
five months. When Ricafrente found 
out he was coming home early, the 
plan to surprise his sons was set in 
motion. 

“I was set to come home about 
a week or so earlier. I spoke to their 
Pop Warner football coach,” said 
Ricafrente. “I thought that it would 
be cool if we could set something 
up and surprise them at the game.”

When he arrived home, Joshua 
Ricafrente’s family and friends were 
all in on how they were going to 
surprise his sons. 

“I got home Friday afternoon 
and they didn’t know I was here,” 
said Ricafrente. “The boys had went 

to a sleep over and were just going 
to play football with their friends 
and meet their mother at the game.”

When game day arrived, Ricafr-
ente came to campus to prepare for 
the set-up. 

“I met with Scott, and that’s 
when we started planning every-
thing and made the video. I got to 
hang out with him and he intro-
duced me to a lot of people at ECU,” 
said Ricafrente. “Just to stop the 
anticipation because I was excited. 
I hadn’t seen them for a while and I 
just wanted to see them.”

“We shot the video right here 
in my office and we used this older 
camera,” said Wetherbee. 

While waiting for halftime, 
Wetherbee showed Ricafrente the 
ins and outs of what happens behind 
the scenes of a Pirate football game.

“I didn’t realize that much coor-
dination went into a football game,” 
said Ricafrente. “During the first 
quarter, Scott handed me the bin-
oculars, and said, ‘Why don’t you 
see if you can find them?’” said 
Ricafrente. “I think he could tell I 
just wanted to see them and hug 
them already.”

With eight minutes left in the 
quarter, Ricefrente and Wetherbee’s 
crew went down to the tunnel where 
they waited for halftime.

“I was in the tunnel and then 
they called Noah, Elijah, Genie 
and my daughter down to the field 
so they could do the Power-Aid 
toss,” said Ricafrente. “I was this 
much closer to seeing the rest of 
my family.”

Ricafrente had seen his daughter 
and wife the day before while Noah 
and Elijah were at a sleepover. 

“[During the video] I peaked 

out of the tunnel and I could already 
see my two boys crying so that 
melted my heart even more. I was 
thinking, ‘Oh man, they think I’m 
gone.’”

After great anticipation, Ricafr-
ente stepped out on the field and 
embraced his sons. “I finally get to 
make my family complete again,” 
said Ricafrente.

“Words can’t even explain how 
I felt when I could finally see them. 
And especially the reaction on their 
face was priceless,” said Ricafrente. 
“I was just glad that I got to be there. 
Especially because I got to surprise 
Noah for his birthday...that was a 
big plus.” 

Overwhelmed with excite-
ment and emotion, Ricafrente was 
unaware of their Pirate audience. 
“I heard the screaming, but at that 
point I was more focused on my 
family,” he said.

Ricafrente’s wife, Genie, said the 
set-up wasn’t easy, but worth it. 

“Trying to keep that a secret 
was the hardest thing I had to do,” 
said Genie. “The anticipation when 
we were walking up [to the field], I 
started tearing and my youngest one 
was like, ‘Why are you crying?’ And 
I just said, ‘Oh, I miss your dad.’”

When we went back up, people 
were shaking his hand, taking pic-
tures with him. My boys were saying 
‘My dad’s a superstar,’” said Genie.

Students who attended the foot-
ball games say they were moved that 
they were able to share that moment. 

“It was so precious. I cried,” said 
junior Kaylee Bythell.

f someone was wondering 
who the man in the bow tie 
and circle-framed glasses 
at every art event around 
town is, he’s the same man 
who owns Frame Makers 

downtown on Dickinson. 
Still don’t know? Well he’s the 

same man who wrote “The Art 
Owner’s Handbook” and “The Art 
Emergency Guide.” 

His name is Barbour Strickland, 
and he’s also the president of the 
Friends of the School of Art and 
Design at ECU, which is a support 
system that provides financial sup-
port for the school for scholarships. 

Strickland has been on the board 
for five years. As president, he 
recently approved another funding 
source. “We will fund travel for stu-
dents and faculty if they need to go 
to a conference,” he said. “So, that’s 
a good thing.” 

Currently, the board has an 
endowment of $90,000, but Strick-
land hopes to have at least $100,000 
by the end of the year. “It all goes to 
benefit the school and the hardwork-
ing students,” he said. 

Strickland initially became 
involved with the art program after 
moving from his hometown of 
Winston-Salem in 1984. He was the 
director of the Greenville Museum 
of Art for 14 years until his retire-
ment in 2006. 

Every few years as director, he 
would have an exhibit of one of 
the faculty from the School of Art. 
Strickland said he tried to build a 
bridge between the museum and 
the school. “I know I improved the 
relationship between the museum 
and the School of Art while I was 
director,” Strickland said. “I am con-
tinuing to do that not at the museum, 
but with what I’m doing now.”

Since leaving the museum, 
Strickland, with the help of assis-
tant Anna Cole, started the website, 
www.theArtsConnectionNC. com 
which is dedicated to keeping the 
people of Greenville and Pitt County 
connected with the art community. 

The website features news and 
events such as workshops and 
classes, gallery receptions, a listing 
of popular venues around town that 
host exhibitions and student senior 
shows, videos of lectures that occur 
around town and artist interviews,

such as Michael Drought, director of the 
School of Art.

Strickland said this is the first time 
students’ senior shows have ever been 
assembled in one place. 

“Students want to go see their friends 
and want to go admire other students’ 
artwork,” Cole said. “And there’s really 
no way to know except the postcards 
around the art building.”

As a part of the website, Strickland is 
offering senior art students a chance to 
film their show as a short, one-minute 
presentation in front of a green screen.

“In case somebody can’t come to a 
reception, they can still hear from the 
artist about their artwork rather than 
just reading a little description,” Cole 
said. 

Strickland said he’s always been a big 
advocate for the arts. 

In 2010, he was reappointed by N.C. 
Governor Beverly Perdue  to a second 
term on the North Carolina State Art 
Society Board of the North Carolina 
Museum of Art in Raleigh. He currently 
serves as president of the board.

He is also the incoming president of 
the Pitt County Arts Council.

“I think it’s important for the com-
munity to see what a great impact the 
arts are already having on this com-
munity, and it’s just going to get even 

greater,” Strickland said. “It’s about 
increasing awareness of the arts and all 
that’s going on in the arts in Greenville 
and Pitt County.”

Strickland said when he moved here 
there was only one art gallery, which 
he referred to as a “gift shop.” And now 
there are eight or nine art galleries and 
27 exhibition spaces, including Strick-
land Art Resources, Barbour’s own art 
gallery aimed at showing private col-
lections. 

Today, Strickland is working with 
Michael Ehlbeck, faculty chair of the 
School of Art and Design, trying to 
identify other places in Greenville where 
specific artwork by ECU students can 
be displayed.

“That is probably something that is 
on the front burner now, getting some 
more of the students’ artwork out there,” 
Strickland said. “I want to show the com-
munity what the kids are producing over 
there. It’s phenomenal.”

Strickland said he doesn’t just hope 
to promote the arts in Greenville, but 
also to promote the school.

“It’s the best art school in the state,” 
Strickland said.

The Pirates’ men’s basketball 
team dominated the Methodist 
Monarchs 60-24 in the paint Tues-
day night, en route to an overall 
87-51 win that keeps ECU’s record 
unblemished at 2-0. Maurice Kemp 
led all scorers with 21 points.

Kemp was the focal point of the 
offense, leading the pack in last Sat-
urday’s season opening win against 
Washington and Lee as well.

  In his post-game interview 
Tuesday, the senior forward empha-
sized that he is always satisfied to 
play a role in the team’s success.

“It’s always my goal to help 
the team out any way I can,” said 
Kemp. “If it’s scoring on one night 
or rebounding another night, that’s 
what I’ll do.”

Junior forward, Robert Samp-
son, notched his third career dou-
ble-double, scoring 14 points and 
grabbing 10 rebounds. In addition, 
Sampson had four blocks in the 
game, which highlighted the team’s 

stout defensive performance.
The Pirates’ defense held the 

Monarchs to about 31 percent 
shooting from the field and about 
29 percent from beyond the arc.

Shamarr Bowden had a game-
high nine assists, which is a career 
high for him and allowed every-
one to get involved. 

Eleven of the 13 players on 
the team’s roster scored Tuesday 
night, including superb efforts 
off the bench from both Marshall 
Guilmette and Petar Torlak. They 
both checked in for nine points. 

Down the stretch, the Pirates 
scored 11 consecutive points that 
extended their lead to 81-47 and 
closed the game on a 17-4 run. 

The score alone does not tell 
the story of this game, though. As 
a team, the Pirates shot about 15 
percent on three-pointers (4-26) 
and struggled to really generate 
anything from the perimeter. 

“It was an ugly offensive per-
formance shooting the basketball,” 
said Head Coach Jeff Lebo. “It’s hard 
to look good offensively when you 
shoot it as poorly as we did.” 

The Pirates entered Tuesday’s 
game undermanned and without 
their Conference USA preseason 
first-team point guard Miguel Paul, 
who served the latter half of his two-
game suspension due to violation of 
team rules. With Paul missing, Lebo 
thought the team looked out of sync. 

“Not having the guy who runs 
the show for us out there makes 
us look a little discombobulated 
at times,” said Lebo. “When we get 
[Paul] back we’ll run it a little more 
smoothly.” 

Paul will return, and make his 
season debut, when the Pirates play 
host to UNC-Greensboro Friday 
night at 7 p.m.  

The status of senior forward 
Erin Straughn, who missed the 
first two games with a lower right 
leg concern, and freshman forward 
Michael Zangari, who left last Satur-
day’s game with an ankle sprain, are 

still unknown. 
In the first half, ECU jumped all 

over Methodist, opening the game 
on a 12-2 run that was highlighted 
with dunks by both Kemp and 
Guilmette. 

Methodist kept it competi-
tive though, trailing only 36-24 at 
halftime. Coming out of the break, 
junior Monarch Bryan Hockaday 
hit a three-pointer that cut the ECU 
lead to single digits at 36-27.

Hockaday would finish the 
game with a team-high 15 points 
and 10 rebounds, serving as the 
Monarch’s silver lining in the loss.

In the next minute of game-
time, Corvonn Gaines responded 
in a huge way, driving to the ball for 
two gritty baskets. He finished with 
eight points and from that point on, 
the Pirates never looked back. 

The Pirates have now begun 
their season 2-0 in two out of the 
three years of Lebo’s tenure at ECU. 
The last time it happened was the 
2010-11 season. The teams having 
its first winning season in 14 years. 

Though Lebo said he was 
pleased with the result, and the 
team’s 2-0 start, he knows that they 
must shoot the ball better if they 
want to be successful against more 
difficult competition.

“If we go 4-26 [shooting on 
three-pointers] in any other game, 
we lose by double-figures, maybe 
more,” said Lebo.

The announced attendance at 
Williams Arena, Minges Coliseum 
for the game against Methodist was 
3,830.

Both of the Pirates’ wins were 
against Division III schools, which 
means Friday’s tilt against UNC-
Greensboro will be the Pirates’ first 
game against a Division I opponent. 
ECU will close its four-game home 
stand to open the season Tuesday 
against Appalachian State.

With a much-needed week off, the Pirates 
now set their sights on the Tulane Green Wave. 
Resting up and getting healthy was important for 
Head Coach Ruffin McNeill and the ECU football 
team. So far the Pirates have no injuries that are 
any cause for concern. 

Justin Hardy is coming off a week where 
he received a mild concussion. While running 
across the middle, Hardy was hit in the head by 
a Houston defender and he left the game and 
did not return. 

Michael Dobson sat out of the Houston game 
after receiving a concussion in the Navy game the 
previous week. With Hardy and Dobson healthy, 
the Pirates are poised to defeat the Green Wave.

While ECU was on the bye, Tulane was play-
ing their game against Memphis. Tulane lost to 
Memphis 37-23 to drop to a 2-8 record, mean-
while Memphis improved to 2-8. 

Defense is not a strong point for the Green 
Wave as they are giving up 39 points per game. 
Opponents are averaging five yards per rush 
against the defense and Vintavious Cooper and 
the other running backs should exploit the weak-
ness upfront on defense for Tulane. 

Opponents gain an average of 2,28 yards per 
game and, with the recent balance that ECU has 
shown, the offensive attack should keep the Green 
Wave off balance. Freshman Darion Monroe and 
Junior Zach Davis lead the Green Wave defense 
in tackles with 76 and 64 respectively. Defensive 
end Austen Jacks leads the team in sacks as he 
has 4.5 on the season. Also, Jacks has over eight 
tackles for a loss so far this season. 

Offensively, Tulane is an explosive team. They 
don’t have much of a rushing game with only 423 
yards this season, but they can pass the ball with 
great gain. In his seven games this season, Ryan 
Griffin is averaging just over 300 yards per game 
and he has been efficient with 16 touchdowns 
and only seven interceptions. 

Ryan Grant is their best receiver with 947 
yards this season and six touchdowns. Running 
back Rob Kelley has been productive in the pass-
ing game as well. Kelley has more receiving yards 
than rushing yards this season so it is apparent 
that Tulane likes to incorporate their running 
backs in the passing game. 

Head Coach Curtis Johnson knows how to 
win as he has championships in college and in 
the NFL. Johnson was a part of the Miami staff 
that won the national championship in 2001 
and he was also a part of the Saints organization 
when they won the Super bowl over the Colts a 
few years back. 

The last game ECU played was a big game 
for the Pirate program. Beating Houston at 
home propelled the Pirates to bowl eligibility 
with a 6-4 record so far. McNeill and his team 
still have a chance to compete for a conference 
championship. 

In the west division, Tulsa is in full control, as 
they haven’t lost a conference game yet. The UCF 
Knights are still ahead of the Pirates in the east 
but with a matchup against Tulsa this weekend, 
the Knights may get their first loss in conference 
play. If everything goes according to plan, UCF 
will lose their next two games, while ECU wins 
against Tulane and Marshall. 

The Knights avoided disaster twice this 
season when they beat Southern Miss in overtime 

and when they won by just a touchdown against 
UTEP this last weekend. 

The Pirates have been strong on offense in the 
last half of this season. The Pirates have scored 
an average of just under 40 points in the last four 
games. In that span of games the Pirates are 3-1. 

Shane Carden has been a great leader of the 
team lately and is improving with each game. Vin-
tavious Cooper is a big reason why the offense has 
a consistent balance. Cooper has four 100-yard 
games this season and three of those have been 
in the second half of the season. 

In the last four games, Cooper is averaging 
132 yards per game and has four touchdowns. 
With Dobson returning from his injury and 
Reggie Bullock getting healthier each week, the 
Pirates now have three quality running backs that 
can share the load and provide versatility. 

Receiver Danny Webster exploded for three 
touchdowns against Houston and he may be 
an important receiver for Carden in the future. 
Webster had three catches in five straight games. 
Seniors Derrick Harris and Andrew Boden-
heimer will need to continue producing to take 
some pressure off of the legitimate star in Justin 
Hardy.

The defense shut down the explosive offense 
of Houston and the Pirates will need to attack 
Tulane the same way if they expect to shut down 
the air raid offense of the Green Wave. 

I believe ECU will go into New Orleans and 
win an important game against Tulane in the 
Super Dome. This game should have plenty of 
points scored, but I think the Pirates win, 42-31.

taught me well, so I could get 
an education… everything 
has been good being a Pirate,” 
Paulk said. 

Jenkins, known as “Cobi” 
by his teammates, said that he 
too has loved being a Pirate 
over the last few years and 
that it wouldn’t be the same 
without the support of the 
Pirate Nation. 

“There’s nothing like our 
crowd. Our crowd comes 
out here pumped up [and] 
energetic to every game. And 
I have a good team to play 
around so, you know, it feels 
pretty good to be a Pirate,” 
Jenkins said. 

Despite coming up to 
their last few games as Pirates, 
Jenkins and Paulk are not 
thinking about themselves. 
For them, it is all about the 
team and doing what they 
need to do to help their team 
succeed. 

Paulk laughed at the 
thought of focusing on him-
self during these ending 
stages of his football career. 

“I think I have performed 
very well, but it isn’t about me. 
I’m trying to help my team 

win a conference champion-
ship. We have a good chance 
to have the best record I’ve 
had since being at ECU, [to] 
go 8-4. That’s what I am going 
to try to do,” Paulk said. 

Coach Ruffin McNeill has 
also noted Jenkins as having 
a mature team-first mentality. 
McNeill said that it is Jenkins’ 
mentality that allowed for 
him to make such a smooth 
transition from offense to 
defense during his second 
year on the active roster.

Despite  their  many 
similarities, defensive backs 
Paulk and Jenkins disagree on 
their best memory of being 
a Pirate. For Paulk, nothing 
beats participating in the 
second conference champi-
onship that the Pirates won 
back in 2009. But for Jenkins 
it is all about one simple, or 
maybe not so simple, play. 

“I would probably have 
to say that my best memory 
would be two years ago when 
Justin Jones caught the long 
ball at the end of the game 
in the end zone. Nothing like 
it,” Jenkins said with a smile 
on his face.  

For Jenkins and Paulk, 
these last few years have 
flown by and the reality of 
the last game fast approach-
ing has really taken Jenkins 
by surprise. 

He said that it feels like 
he started here as a freshman, 
blinked once and then here 
he is preparing to play his 
last couple of games of college 
football. However, this isn’t 
the end of his football career. 
Jenkins said that he isn’t ready 
to give up football altogether. 

“Ever yone has their 
dream to come to college, 
play well and someday play 
in the NFL. I’m still pushing 
for that dream,” Jenkins said. 

Even though they have 
both worked hard and done 
all they could to help the 
Pirates succeed, Jenkins said 
that there is only one thing he 
wants to be remembered by.
