The controversy surrounding the future
of the East Carolina University Board of
Trustees (BOT) has continued to evolve
in the wake of Chancellor Cecil Staton’s
resignation Monday.

As the week started with Staton’s
resignation, it will end with the University of
North Carolina System Board of Governors
meeting in Boone, North Carolina to
consider four individuals as replacements
to the ECU BOT.

In an email written by BOG Chairman
Harry Smith yesterday morning, obtained
by The East Carolinian, a portion of the
BOG wanted to address BOG member
Steve Long’s outspoken comments alleging
Smith played a part in the departure of
Staton during their meeting in Boone.

Smith hopes to move UNC System,
ECU forward

In the email from Smith, he said the BOG
shouldn’t move to censure Long, instead they
should focus on, “The business of enhancing
and moving the UNC System forward.

In a letter from Long sent out on
Monday, he claims the BOG did not have
an opportunity to give its opinion on the
termination of Staton. He said this directly
violated the UNC System Policy Manual
which states only the BOG as a whole has
the ability to terminate a chancellor.

Long’s letter upset a fraction of
the BOG, who then planned to craft a
resolution expressing their disapproval of
his comments, according to the email.

Governance Committee
announces female nominee

Originally on the BOG’s
agenda for its meeting was to
confirm new trustees to the 17
UNC System schools.

According to the UNC System’s
board meeting and materials,
Angela Moss was added to the list
of ECU BOT appointments from
the Board of Governors. With
the addition of Moss, the three
other nominees are Troy Dreyfus,
Thomas Furr and Phil Lewis.

All four of the nominees will
be new additions to the BOT.
Mark Copeland, a current BOT
members of Dallas, Texas, was

removed from the nominee list
in favor of Moss, according to the
board meeting and materials.
The four nominees, along with
all the other nominees from the
other 17 UNC System schools will
be voted on by the Governance
Committee at Appalachian State
University on Thursday, ahead
of the entire UNC Board of
Governors confirmation on Friday.
Once the current BOT terms
end on June 30, Moss could
become the only female trustee
with Deborah Davis not being
eligible for reappointment and
Leigh Fanning not receiving a
nomination for reappointment.
With the exceptions of Moss
and Vince
Smith, an
African-
American
male, the
BOT will be
comprised
entirely of
white males.

ECU students, community
protest BOT nominations

The addition of Moss comes
after an online petition was started
and current BOT Chairman
Kieran Shanahan’s request that
the BOG delay and reconsider the
BOT'’s appointments.

The petition, started by an

anonymous Change.org user
titled “YourFriendlyPirates,” as
of publication has gotten 236
signatures. The petition, which says
it speaks for the “students of East
Carolina University and members
of the University of North Carolina
community,” was started due to
concerns over the direction of the
university’s leadership.

The petition called upon the
BOG to delay the confirmations
and reconsider the nominees to
add a more diverse nominee list.

“We reject the nominees to
our Board of Trustees who do
not represent the values and
mission of ECU,” the petition
states. “We reject the Board of
Governors' consistent meddling
in the internal affairs of ECU and
its sister institutions.”

On the petition, it states it’s
welcoming to all members of the
ECU community and stand with
the other UNC System universities
in condemnation of the BOG’s
“political attacks”

The Reform UNC System
Governance is a movement
started under the belief the UNC
System is at a crossroads and the
future is at risk, according to the
movement’s website.

According to the group’s
statement, it feels the governance
of North Carolina university
system needs “serious reform” and
“less political influence and more

civic responsibility””

According to its website,
there are 1,613 supporters of the
movement who agree with the
statement that the BOG should
return to the “standards of good
governance that created the
foundation for excellence”

“We need a balanced and
independent Board of Governors
designed to outlast political
transitions and comprised of
members who have only one
interest at heart: the success of our
entire university system,” according
to the movement’s website.

At the ECU Student
Government Association
meeting last night, a resolution
was unanimously adopted
condemning the lack of diverse
representation found among the
announced appointees to the BOT.

“These nominees would also
limit the number of ethnically and
racially diverse Trustees despite the
fact that East Carolina University
has a large population of ethnically
and racially diverse students;” the
resolution states. “The UNC Board
of Governors has relied on political
self-interest to reach a misguided
slate of nominees”

On the one hand, many students
graduate tens of thousands of dollars in
loan debt, many others work long hours
making ends meet while in school, and
graduates scramble for jobs, sometimes
taking positions with low pay. On the
other hand, we spend tens of thousands
for a headhunting firm to find a new
chancellor and then pay that person
salary and perks worth well over a half
million dollars annually. And whoever
might become chancellor, right now
may never have heard of ECU, much less
know our mascot is the Pirate.

There’s a better way, a win-win-

win-win for students, alumni, taxpayers
and the community.
