
Despite the negative light brought 
to Greenville by Trump’s visit to East 
Carolina University, The Scullery 
brought some positive light to the 
town by donating an entire days 
income to the American Immigra-
tion Council. 

Jacob Adkins Scully, front of 
house manager, said that The Scul-
lery is a hangout spot for people to 
grab a cup of coffee. He said that The 
Scullery is a positive environment 
and “that’s like our mission to make 
people happy.”

Adkins said popular menu items 
are coffee, the breakfast bowl, hungry 
pirate, and burrito for breakfast 
items. BLAT (bacon, lettuce, avocado 
and tomato) and sandwiches such 
as the Bird is the Word are popular 

lunch items. The restaurant’s busiest 
times are 8 to 10:30 a.m. and 11:30 a.m. 
to 1:30 p.m., according to Adkins.

Adkins said The Scullery had talked 
a lot about the situation at the south-
ern border and the owner, Matt Scully 
decided to donate to the American 
Immigration Council on July 17, the day 
of the Trump rally because people would 
be more compelled to donate. 

“I don’t think particularly we took a 
stance against Trump’s actions, we just 
took a stand on what we felt was like a 
human rights issue and it just happened 
to be on that day, but it’s not really so 
much about denouncing Trump or about 
him as a president. It’s just about some-
thing that we felt is wrong and people 
are being treated incorrectly, that’s more 
what we were focused on,” Adkins said.  

Adkins said the restaurant is usually 
“pretty busy” and there is a big breakfast 
and lunch rush. He said a lot of business 
people come to the restaurant from local 
businesses from the courthouse on their 
break and there are a lot of regulars that 
come to the restaurant. Adkins said The 
Scullery is “casual food but quality food.”

The Scullery has received fan mail 
from all over the country in support of 
their donation to the American Immi-
gration Council.

“We have got people that have called 
us literally crying from literally the other 
side of the country like California, we’ve 
got calls from Pennsylvania. Just like 
these far away states that caught on and

ECU administration gear toward future

Next phase 
of culvert 
moves ahead

East Carolina University officials 
are looking to the future into the fall 
2019 and spring 2020 semesters with 
optimism for leadership, athletics and 
Pirate nation. 

In an interview with The East Caro-
linian, Interim Chancellor Dan Gerlach 
said his expectations are high for the 
upcoming year, and he is excited to see 
the enrollment numbers for the incom-
ing freshman class. 

“We’re going to 
have one of our larg-
est freshman classes 
in history,” Gerlach 
said. “(With) the 
orientation sessions, 
that whole first-year 
experience team has 

done a great job, so 
I’m excited about the new Pirates coming 
in.” 

Gerlach said the university is look-
ing into ways to help grow the enroll-
ment numbers across the board, which 
includes incoming first-year students 

and transfer students. He said looking 
at ways to increase enrollment, and 
succeeding in it, will allow more Pirates 
to become a part of the ECU experience. 

In June, Gerlach announced his plan 
to reduce ECU’s budget by $16 million 
for the 2020-21 fiscal year. This plan to 
stabilize the university’s finances was due 
largely in part to the decline in enroll-
ment from the previous year. 

“We’re looking at ways to help grow 
our enrollment to give more Pirates the 
opportunity to be a part of our university 
experience, that’s a goal. I try to stabilize 
our (ECU’s) finances, that’s another 
goal,” Gerlach said. “Trying to grow the 
number of people and the amount of 
giving to the university for various things 
that we do, that’s a goal.” 

According to Gerlach, he has five 
main goals he would like to achieve 
for the 2019-2020 year, all of which are 
“priorities.” His goals include: improved 
financial condition, increased enroll-
ment, improved graduation rates and 
postsecondary outcomes, increased 
external funding and support and an 
improved image of ECU. 

Additionally, in reference to ECU 
accomplishments, he said he hopes 
to see all performances, whether it be 
in fine arts or athletics, go well in the 
upcoming year. 

“We have to remember students 
are the core of what we do. It’s the most 
rewarding part of the job, finding out 
where people are from, what they’re 
interested in, why they’re passionate, 

what are they find-
ing out about them-
selves and (what’s) 
helping them grow,” 
Gerlach said. “But 
most importantly, 
if we forget about 
students we lose 
our way and I don’t 

plan on doing that.” 
Vice Chancellor of Student Affairs 

Virginia Hardy described Gerlach as a 
personable individual. She said Gerlach 
is learning about what the ECU commu-
nity represents from on campus experi-
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The Scullery, an eatery in Uptown Greenville, is open weekdays from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m.
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A strip of Cotanche Street located between East Fifth 
Street and Reade Circle in Uptown Greenville is now two-
way for traffic as construction continues for the Town 
Creek Culvert project. 

According to the city of Greenville’s website, Cotanche 
Street became two-way on July 12.

Kevin Mulligan, director of Public Works in Greenville, 
said Cotanche Street was converted to a two-way street 
to ensure there is a main North/South entry point into 
Uptown Greenville after the closure of the intersection of 
Evans Street and Reade Circle in the next phase of the Town 
Creek Culvert construction. 

Mulligan said the opening of East Fifth Street will 
ensure a main East/West access to Uptown, while Cotanche 
Street will act as a main North/South access to replace Evans 
Street after its closure. 

“That’s (the closure of Evans Street) what really drove 
opening up Cotanche into a two-way street and we hav-
en’t had any issues with that. It’s been received very well,” 
Mulligan said. 

East Fifth Street is projected to be opened at the end of 
this week, after the street is paved, according to Mulligan. 
As previously reported by The East Carolinian, East Fifth 
Street was initially expected to reopen on July 15.

Mulligan said drivers can take a left or a right when 
reaching East Fifth Street after using the two-way strip. He 
said it is undetermined how long Cotanche will be two-way. 

There have been no reports of problems with Cotanche 
becoming two-way, according to Mulligan. He said the 
city provided signage to ensure drivers do not become 
confused and striping on the road has been adjusted to 
two solid yellow lines. 

Mulligan said construction at the intersection of Evans 
Street and Reade Circle will begin around July 29. He said 
a water main will be installed along the North side of the 
Evans Street and Reade Circle intersection. Gas main work 
will happen as well. 

Mulligan said Evans Street will be closed for “roughly 
three to four weeks” and will reopen in late August or early 
September. Mulligan said there will be a “full closure of

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An open letter detailing 
thoughts of a portion of East 
Carolina University alumni was 
formulated on Friday in response 
to the university’s official state-
ment in the aftermath of President 
Donald Trump’s campaign rally 
held in Minges Coliseum. 

As of Monday morning, the 
letter titled “Open Letter to the 
Pirate Nation” was formally signed 
by nearly 200 ECU Alumni. The 
letter is not endorsed or sponsored 
by the ECU Alumni Association. 

The open letter from ECU 
Alumni was created following 
a press release from ECU News 
Services containing the university’s 
official response to Trump’s cam-
paign rally. A reminder the event 
fell under federal, state and Uni-
versity of North Carolina (UNC) 
System free speech guidelines and 
the ECU creed was additionally 
included. 

The open letter was authored 
by Tremayne B. Smith, Student 
Body President and Board of 
Trustees from 2010 to 2011. Orga-
nizers of the letter 
include Melissa Hege 
Lopez, Creed Award 
for Responsibility 
2009 recipient, 2009-2010 Class 
President Walter Burks and 2009 
EC Scholar and Business Senator 
Heather Burks.

“As former student body lead-
ers and proud alumni allow us to 

unequivocally express what the 
university’s official statement did 
not: we categorically denounce 
the expression of racism on our 
campus,” the open letter said in its 
first paragraph. 

The ECU alumni who came 
forward with the open letter said 
they are appalled by the racist chant 
which took place during the rally 
on the campus of their “beloved 
alma mater.” The racist chant being 
“send her back” directed toward 
Representative Ilhan Omar. The 
letter acknowledged the fact that 
ECU did not endorse Trump’s rally.

According to the open letter, 
ECU has welcomed candidates 
of various affiliations to speak on 
campus and share their plans in 
the past. The letter stated what was 
heard last week was not consistent 
with the university’s “values of 
inclusion, diversity nor the essence 
of its creed.”

“‘send her (Omar) back’ is not 
inclusive. ‘Send her back’ is not 
American. ‘Send her back’ is not 
East Carolina University,’” the open 
letter stated.

ECU alumni are devoted to 
the university and committed to 
it being seen positively, and the 

open letter addressed to 
those who were offended 
by “that horrid display of 
vitriol,” being the “send 

her back chant,” that it is not who 
the ECU community is. 

“Silence by anyone in the face 
of blatant bigotry and racism is 
complicity. So, fellow Pirates, 
University administration, and all 

citizens for that matter, continue 
standing up and speaking out 
against hate in all forms,” the open 
letter said. 

Heather Burks, one of the 
organizers of the letter, said nearly 
200 alumni and past leaders have 
signed the letter as of July 22. Burks 
said “we’re really proud that 200 
people have already signed on 
to stand up because we really do 
believe ECU is a place of inclusion 
and diversity.”

Burks said she wanted to 
make sure all 
current stu-
dents, poten-
tial students 
and everyone 
w a s  a w a r e 
that ECU is 
inclusive and 

diverse  and 
“ w h at  h ap -

pened was not reflective of our 
university.”

“We didn’t really think that 
their statement really condemned 
the racist chants that took place. 
We totally understand that there’s 
free speech and we welcome 
anyone on campus to be able 
to talk but what took place was 
something that didn’t reflect the 
university,” Burks said.

Tremayne Smith, author and 
organizer of the open letter, said as 
former student body president and 
member of the Board of Trustees it 
is the alumni’s job to stay involved 
with ECU. Smith said when some-
thing bad happens it is the alumni’s 
job to stand up and speak out. 

Smith said hundreds of alumni 
reached out to him because they 
felt the statement released by ECU 
regarding Trump’s visit did not 
speak out strongly enough against 
racism and bigotry.

Smith said he appreciates the 
university releasing a statement but 
it wasn’t as forceful as it could’ve 
been in rebuking racism and 
bigotry. 

Smith said he didn’t contact the 
ECU Alumni Association before 
writing the letter. 

“What I was disappointed in 
and honestly sickened by was not 
only the fact people were chant-
ing that racists chant but the fact 
that he, in the highest office in 
the world, sat there for fourteen 
seconds and let it go on, on my 
campus where we are inclusive 
and we are diverse and accepting 
and welcoming. It was the absolute 
opposite of who and what we are,”

Evans (Street)” later this year or early next 
year as the last phase of the Town Creek 
Culvert project. 

Drivers will still be able to access Evans 
Street from 10th Street as the construction 
continues after East Fifth Street is reopened, 
according to Mulligan. The southern lanes of 
the road will be open but the northern lanes 
will be closed.

Mulligan said traffic 
will be impacted with 
the closure of Evans, 
but there will still be 
various access points to 
Uptown to ensure traffic 
flows well. 

“Anytime you’re 
closing a major access 
point, traffic is going to be impacted but 
for these three weeks that the north side of 
Evans is closed, traffic will be detoured to the 
Cotanche intersection and you’ll be able to 
get into the Uptown area from Cotanche and 
from Dickinson, and East Fifth Street will be 
reopened,” Mulligan said. 

Mulligan said students returning for the 
fall semester will face traffic impacts from the 
closure of Evans, but those alternate routes 
will be available. 

Brock Letchworth, public information 
officer for the city of Greenville, said con-
verting Cotanche to a two-way was the best 
option for keeping a path into the city open 
and ensuring people have access to businesses 

in the Uptown area. 
Letchworth said there should not be a 

significant impact on traffic with students 
returning to ECU for the fall semester and 
alternate routes will be available. 

“A lot of the student population is within 
walking (and) biking distance. They find alter-
nate means of transportation in many cases,” 
Letchworth said. “With Fifth Street opening 
back up that’s one of those alternate routes, 
that benefits students a lot more to have that 
open back up because a lot of that student 
traffic does come from the East.”

Letchworth said it’s important for people 
to be patient and understand the necessary 
inconveniences of the project.

“It’s a very large project, it’s going right 
through the middle of our urban core,” Letch-
worth said. “Which is not convenient for a lot 
of people, but I think with some of the issues 
we’ve had with flash flooding, I think people 
can certainly, if they keep that in mind, rec-
ognize the importance of the Culvert project 
and why in the end it’ll be beneficial for the 
Uptown area.”

 Sloan Bycura, waiter at Chico’s Mexican 
Restaurant, located next to the Town Creek 
Culvert construction on Reade Circle next to 
Cotanche Street, said business has continued 
to be steady but there are a few implications 
the project has caused. 

“The only problem is sometimes the noise 
from the construction and fewer parking 
spaces for people to park in next to the restau-
rant,” Bycura said.

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East Carolina University’s College of Fine 
Arts and Communication will be showcasing “Yo, 
Vikings” at the Blackbox Theater at the Student 
Center starting tomorrow morning at 10 and run-
ning until Saturday with their final show at 2 p.m.

There will be eight showings total, with three 
performances tomorrow at 10 a.m., 2 p.m., and 7 
p.m., three performances on Friday at the same 
time, and two performances on Saturday at 10 
a.m. and 2 p.m., according to the event’s webpage.

General admission is $12 per show. Tickets can 
be purchased online through the ECU Performing 
Arts online ticket office website. The promo code 
“Redfox” can be applied to receive $10 admission, 
and groups of 20 or more can receive an additional 
discounted price of $6, according to Michael Crane, 

producing artistic director at 
the College of Fine Arts and 
Communication. 

According to Crane, 
the musical is based off a 
story written by author Judy 
Schachner, who is well known 
for her children’s series, Skip-
pyjon Jones. Schachner wrote 

the story about her own daughter, Emma, who 
serves as the main character in the story. 

Crane said the College of Fine Arts and Com-
munication came to the decision to have the show 
in January of this year and began the audition 
process in February. 

“Patricia Clark, director of the show and profes-
sor of theater for youth and theater education here, 
came to me with this idea in January, and we did 
the casting in the beginning of April. We had a big 
call upstairs and she had the cast within a week or 
two before school let out,” Crane said.

According to Crane, there are a total of 23 cast 

and crew members. Along with Emma’s character, 
there are the roles of four of her classmates, who 
also are pretending to be Vikings, her mother, her 
teacher and her librarian. There are also 14 main 
songs in the musical as well as a few smaller pieces, 
and runs about 80 minutes long. 

“This show will play well for the ages of four 
to 12, but it’s also a show for adults as well. There’s 
a song near the end where the mother is singing 
to her daughter (Emma), and it moves me every 
night. Come if you have kids, or if you don’t have 
kids, it doesn’t matter, it’s a nice story,” Crane said. 

Crane said that performing at Blackbox The-
ater will be a first for the College of Fine Arts and 
Communication, as theater performances are often 
held in Wright Auditorium. He is looking forward 
to seeing how the performance goes at the theater.

The cast and crew mainly consist of ECU stu-
dents and alumni, except for the costume designer, 
who is coming from the University of North Car-
olina’s School of the Arts, Crane said. There is a 
birthday party scene at the end of the production 
where children from ECU’s K-12 drama camp who 
are attending can participate in.

“There’s nothing juvenile about it. With Emma’s 
character, you feel for her, and you want her to 
succeed, and then she does, but it’s not a clear-cut 
journey, and that’s how she succeeds, and it’s almost 
by accident, but it still works. I know anyone who 
comes is going to have a great time. They’ll enjoy 
the script and love the music,” Crane said. 

According to Savannah Medlin, the stage 
manager of the production, “Yo, Vikings” is about 
Emma’s journey to figure out who she is and finding 
her purpose. Emma’s character is always concerned 
with pleasing others and is seeking a big adventure. 

The story is about Emma’s adventure, which 
leads to her and her classmates coming together 
to help save the library, which is losing its funding, 
Medlin said.

“It’s based off a true story. The author’s daugh-
ter, Emma, was obsessed with Vikings and wrote 
to a man who was offering a Viking ship for $7,000 
(which she saw in a newspaper ad her librarian, 
Mr. Sigurd, showed her) asking for it for $128 in 
change, and he ends up sending it. That’s part of 
how they (Emma and her classmates) saved the 
library,” Medlin said.

Although the musical is 
considered children’s theater, 
the script is written in a way 
which appeals to audiences of 
all ages, Medlin said. 

“Even if you’re not into 
theater, a lot of people, when 
they do finally come out and 
see a show, realize that they 
don’t have to be a part of it to 

enjoy it. Everyone enjoys watching TV, but this is a 
completely different, in-your-face experience that 
you can connect to more. So, I just think that it’s 
great for everyone,” Medlin said.

Joyce Cooper, who plays the characters of 
Sebby Ferdinand and Munoz/Olaf the Boorish, 
said the writing of the script is advanced and the 
children’s lines in the musical are written in a way 
which isn’t childish.

Cooper believes this is the perfect time to bring 
back the summer theater which was “alive and 
popping” a few years ago, and that “Yo, Vikings” is 
a great show to kick it off with.

“I think it (summer theater) offers a really 
great opportunity for kids who may not have the 
opportunity during the school year to come and 
enjoy it. I think it can become a family event and 
also be a great time for ECU students who are in 
Greenville for the summer to come out. It’s going 
to be good,” Cooper said.

Brumsey said that this event offers many

By the end of the tour, each person has 
accomplished something not as an individual, 
but as a team member.

We’ve had people like crying on the phone like 
thank you so much for doing this,” Adkins said. 

Alessandra Lazarek, The Scullery employee, 
said the restaurant was busy from 11 a.m. until 
three minutes after the restaurant closed at 5 
p.m. after a newscast had interviewed the owner 
Matt Scully about the sign he had posted about 
the proceeds being donated to the American 
Immigration Council.

Lazarek said the Scullery brings in people of 
all ages, races, ethnicity and religions and from 
all around the country.

“ECU brings lots of people and The Scullery 
is a really popular place for ECU students. I think 
that vibe of community you find here is really 
exciting,” Lazarek said.

Lazarek said The Scullery donates to multi-
ple local charities but to her knowledge has never 

made a donation of this magnitude. Lazarek said 
people came from all over and some people came 
from two hours away. 

“We had people who were just so thrilled. 
We had people making donations on top of their 
bill, so it was just really exciting,” Lazarek said.

Sarah Winnick, a social work graduate 
student at ECU, said she has ate at The Scullery 
a few times usually around 
breakfast time. She said 
she likes their biscuits and 
gravy, homefries, and eggs 
for breakfast. 

Wi n n i c k  s a i d  s h e 
thought the donation 
was great because it went 
towards an organization 
that helps immigrants go 
through the process of becoming legalized, 
which is a difficult process.

Winnick said a lot of people have made 
assumptions that The Scullery was aiding in 

illegal activity by donating money to this organi-
zation but they were helping an organization that 
needs attention and extra resources. She praised 
The Scullery for raising awareness for this cause. 

“I personally have been trying to educate 
people and remind people that they are donating 
to a perfectly legal organization in the United 
States,” Winnick said.

Winnick said she has heard a lot of negative 
feedback about The Scullery’s donation but she 
thinks it’s due to a misunderstanding that The 
Scullery was protesting.  

Winnick said The Scullery took a stance 
that many other businesses and organizations 
in Greenville may have been afraid to take 
because they do not want to be involved in 
political statements. She said she didn’t believe 
this was The Scullery protesting but making an 
important statement.

Dear Chancellor 
Gerlach and ECU 
Head Staff, 

As a current grad-
uate student in ECU’s 
English program with 
a focus on multicul-
tural and transnational 
literatures, I have spent 

the past year and a half studying the mul-
ticultural history of our nation through its 
literature, including Japanese internment, 
women’s oppression in the Caribbean, and 
slavery and its immense repercussions for 
both the black and white communities. In 
fact, just this year I presented at NC State’s 
English Graduate Conference on African 
American subcultures in literature. Due to 
my immersive studies, I am now well-read 
on, and have a heightened understanding 
of, the situation of the multicultural com-
munity in the United States.

I have received your July 19 message 
to the ECU community and would like to 
respond as a student honored and proud 
to be a part of my graduate school, and 
simultaneously deeply concerned about 
our positioning regarding the July 17 
political rally. 

There comes a point when, under 
claims of “free speech,” an individual, 
a group, or an entire institution fails to 
acknowledge and reject hate and its rhet-
oric.

There comes a time when, under 
claims of “purposeful citizenship,” those 
same fail to reject the moral shortcomings 
and ethical deficiencies of one in a leader-
ship position requiring higher morality and 
admirable ethics. 

And there comes a time when, under 
the claim of respect and appreciation for 
“the diversity of our people, ideas, and 
opinions,” we provide space for, and aid 
and add momentum to, ideas and speech 
akin to those of the white supremacists 
of the civil rights movement, when free 
and equal African Americans were lashed 
out at, told to “go back” to their neighbor-
hoods, their schools, and their separate-
ness.

We provide the space and the oppor-
tunity, and therefore, the momentum of a 
movement uncomfortably related to those 
first European Americans who believed in, 

and promoted the idea in word and deed, 
that this America was theirs, and that black 
Americans were only occupying space 
to serve the needs of the white man and 
woman. When that fulfilling of their needs 
ceased and the black men and women 
began to have their own words and deeds, 
they were demanded to “go back,” or be 
squashed. Once upon a time in the south 
we wanted to silence nonwhites, and we 
did. In contemporary America, some want 
to do just the same, demonstrating gross 
antiquated belief systems and an unjust 
social system.

I must ask, in the case that it hasn’t 
been considered, are our multicultural 
students of color being respected and 
appreciated for their diversity at this very 
critical moment in history? Have we 
concerned ourselves with their diversity in 
an effort to accommodate that of others, 
others whose “diversity” includes white 
supremacy, clear and undeniable attacks 
against a racial “other,” and a step backward 
in our nation’s quest for equal treatment of 
all its citizens? Perhaps it is time, then, for 
the UNC System to review and revise its 
guidelines.

When it affects an entire country’s 
morality, and has the potential to threaten 
a people’s safety, security, and wellbeing, 
it’s time. Guidelines and rule books can 
be altered, and have been throughout the 
history of our world, our nation, and our 
state. 

If there is anyone who believes in and 
promotes the inclusion of a country’s 
citizens, it should be that country’s leader. 
If that leader falls short in that political, 
ethical, and social duty, it is time for that 
country to say so. As an institution of 
academia, higher learning, and elevated 
thinking, our university is exactly the sort 

of institution that need expect more, from 
our people and from ourselves.

We are either host to one who embod-
ies and spreads a spirit of racism and hos-
tility, or we are not, and we will go down in 
history as such. The discourse surrounding 
our university should be in support of the 
ideals that treat every person as valuable 
and worthy of their place here and in the 
world, the ideals of inclusion, equality, 
kindness, generosity, and respect. Given 
the magnitude of the state of our nation, 
its negative racial rhetoric and support for 
it, we are either aligned to these ideals, or 
we are not. I think it’s time to decide what 
spirit it is that we want to embody, and free 
ourselves up, for that embodiment. I think 
it’s time we decide what message it is that 
we want to send to our students of every 
skin color and background,  and what mes-
sage we want to send to our community 
and our world, about who we are and what 
our values are. Given the magnitude of 
the racial state of our nation, at this point 
in time, we are either host to racial slur 
and oppression, or we are standing up for 
something of higher quality and maintain-
ing our moral integrity. 

I’m afraid we have bold and courageous 
work to do, but first we must decide who it 
is we want to be, and to what brave lengths 
we will go to be just that.

Exactly one week ago, Presi-
dent Donald Trump visited East 
Carolina’s University campus for 
a reelection campaign rally where 
he primarily spoke about domestic 
issues such as tax cuts and unem-
ployment rates along with several 
comments made to Democratic 
political affiliates. 

Trump’s visit to ECU’s Williams 
Arena in Minges Coliseum was 
not sponsored or endorsed by 
the university as the facility was 
fully rented out for the event.

He is a dual-threat quarterback, and 
with the addition of quarterback Mason 
Garcia from South Carolina, coach Hous-
ton should have plenty of options going 
forward at the quarterback position.

“For me person-
ally, as long as I get a 
good education and 
do what I’m supposed 
to be doing, it doesn’t 
real ly matter (what 
position I play). But I 
am a quarterback and 

that’s my first option.” 
Hudson said.

Especially since he stated that he is 
willing to play wide receiver, Hudson’s 
ability to run with the ball may benefit 
the team regardless if he is running the 
offence or being thrown to as a receiver.

After considering offers from ECU 
as well as other universities like Virginia 
Technical University and Coastal Car-
olina University, Hudson committed to 

ECU because of the team’s early pursuit 
of him.

“(ECU) probably has been the first 
school on me, even before they offered 
me,” Hudson said before he made his 
commitment.” 

According to 247sports.com, Hudson 
talked about his relationship with ECU 
assistant coach De’Rail Sims before his 
commitment.

“I’ve got a really good relationship 
with Coach Sims and he’s done a really 
good job staying on me.”

Hudson will graduate from Cedar-
town High School in 2020 and may sign 
with the Pirates once national signing day 
comes around.

According to a question the NCAA placed on its 
Twitter, fans voted Clark-LeClair Stadium one of the 
best in college baseball. Out of every athletic division in 
college sports, East Carolina University’s home stadium 
was the most mentioned ballpark outside of universities 
within the Southeastern Athletic Conference.

Mississippi State University’s Dudy Noble Field 
received the most votes, as well as the University of 
Arkansas’ Baum-Walker Stadium and Alex Box Stadium 
at Louisiana Southern University.

The NCAA posted a question on its Twitter account, 
encouraging fans to reply and comment with which 
college had the best baseball stadium.

For the second season in a row, ECU was again the 

host of an NCAA Regional Tournament. The Pirates 
hosted the 2018 Greenville Regional, but fell to advance 
with a 1-2 record. 

In a post on ECU baseball’s Twit-
ter account, sophomore infielder 
Thomas Francisco talked about ECU 
fans and how they compare to other 
colleges across the country.

“One thing I’ll say about ECU 
is that the fans are the best in the 
country, hands down.” said Francisco.

During the 2019 postseason, ECU 
had a different performance, as they had a 4-1 record 
and advanced all the way to the Louisville Super 
Regional Tournament.

  “The atmosphere in Clark-LeClair is indescribable.

You can feel the love and support for East Carolina 
baseball as soon as you enter the stadium.” sophomore 
business marketing major Katie Stewart said. 

The Pirates’ 2019 season ended when they fell to the 
University of Louisville in its Super Regional Tourna-
ment on June 8. 

“But the best part about the entire stadium is the 
jungle. In the jungle you are standing against the fence 
and you can talk to the boys in the outfield, and I feel 
like everyone needs to experience it.” Stewart said.

Assistant coach and recruiting coor-
dinator Jeff Palumbo has been officially 
promoted to associate head coach of the 
East Carolina University baseball team.

Head coach Cliff Godwin made a 
formal announcement on Monday that 
promoted Palumbo to his new position 
and praised his work as a recruiter and 
coach.

“There’s nobody 
more deser ving of 
this award than Jeff,” 
Godwin said during 
the announcement.

Palumbo has been 
on staff with the Pirates 
since 2014, after ECU 
left Conference USA 

Athletic Conference to join the American 
Athletic Conference.

“He has been my right hand man 
since the first day I accepted the head 
coaching position at ECU. He is a tre-
mendous recruiter and a coach who is 
loyal to our program. He cares about our 
players and knows how to develop them 
to their fullest potential,” Godwin said.

According to a press release sent 
out by ECU’s athletic department, 
Palumbo has recruited and mentored 
four All-Americans, three freshman 

All-Americans, six Major League Draft 
selections and 11 All-American Athletic 
Conference performers.

He has also had two consecutive 
top 25 ranked recruiting classes, with 
the 2015-2016 and 2016-2017 classes. 
In 2016, Palumbo was also voted the 
No. 28 college baseball recruiter in the 
country, by Division I baseball coaches 
across the country and was posted on 
d1baseball.com.

Palumbo’s teams were ranked No. 
22 in fielding percentage for the 2018 
season, No. 32 during the 2019 season, 
and now hold the ECU and AAC record 
for single-season sacrifice bunts, with 72 
in the 2019 season.

All of these accolades have been 
achieved within his five years of being 
on staff for the Pirates. 

Palumbo has previously coached at 
George Mason University, the University 
of Central Florida and Virginia Com-
monwealth University.
