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PREFACE 

Fourteen years ago, beginning in the fall of 1968, I began research on 

the McGlohon-McLawhorn families in Pitt County. Because I have a fulltime 

jobs “my time Las been “limited so that -b-have not had. -cime -for personal anter= 

views with many people, which I would have liked to do. In 1969 and 1970 1 

sent letters requesting information from families of my line. However, most 

of the information in this record came from public records. It is therefore 

a genealogy, not a family history, and traces lineage from-two- of the, three 

heads of families listed in the 1790 Federal Census for Pitt County. 

Since I decided not to publish the book because there did not seem to be 

enough interest, I have made this compromise by giving the genealogy up to 

the earl, Mwentreen Century.” In addition, 1 tive added some Worthington in- 

formation which would not have been in the book. 

Some printed genealogies I have seen use one spelling of a surname through- 

out. Because of the variations in spelling, I have tried to spell surnames-- 

at least in twentieth century generations--the way that individuals spell 

them. If your surname is incorrectly spelled, lL epologize: . Otherwise, «1 

have used the spelling from the records in which I found them. Especially 

in abstracting deeds, I have tried to use the spellings as found in the deeds. 

However, 1 am not sure that I followed this practice in my earliest research. 

Some of the given names seem to me to be misspelled; but since there is 

no "correct" way to spell a proper name. I have included them the way I found 

them or the way they were given to me. 

It is probably not possible to prepare a work of this nature without 

errors. I have found errors in all kinds of records. Sometimes I have found 

three different dates for the same person. Therefore, I offer this record 

as a starting point for anyone interested in doing further research or bis 

own family, and trust that the errors are not too mumerous. 

I would like to thank everyone who helped in any way with the gathering 

of information for this booklet. The staff in the search room of the State 

Archives and History and the librarians in the genealogy room of the State 

Library in Raleigh were most helpful. Likewise, I found the personnel in one 

Register of Deeds offices in the following county courthouses to be very 

pleasant end reddy to help: Beaufort, Bertie, Chowan, Craven, Greene, Lenoir, 

Pitt, and Wayne. Especially am I thankful to Mrs. Elvira Allred and the other 

personnel in the Pitt County Register of Deeds Office, where I spent most of 

my time. I am also grateful to the personnel of the Clerk of Court © Gitace 

i Pics Comicy.

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Chapter 1 

THE NAME 

When the author began her research on the family genealogy, she thought 

that she was going to find the correct spelling of the name, since there were 

variations of spelling in the family with which she claimed kinship. The 

story in her immediate family (Frederick McGlohon) was that Charles McLawhorn's 

family changed the spelling when one of the daughters went away to college. 

The story in Charles's family was that Fred changed it when he served in the 

North Carolina State Legislature as a representative from Pitt County. 

It was not until after the Civil War period that many people could read 

and write; about seventy percent of the people in North Carolina were illit- 

erate... wierles and Pred*s parenus Codid not read ana wrice. TMheretore— in 

those days it depended a great deal upon who was doing the writing as to how 

it was spelled. The same is still true today unless you spell it for whoever 
a a ig Pt eh 

However, LaRue McLawhorn Castelloe, daughter of Charles, said that Te. « 

school diplomas from Winterville High School of the older children in her 

family have the named spelled "McGlohon." She also spelled the name that way 
when she went to Hast Carolina Teachers Training School and when she went to 

school at Greensboro. When she came home the first time for the holidays 

while she was at Greensboro, her father told her to change the way she was 

spelling the name on the records so that all the family would be spelling it 

alike. “ove Cilune Guat Troreesur i. Cc. Nye, prancipe., Wee Tesponsiple Tor 

their names being spelled "McGlohon" at Winterville High School. 

In 1880 Fred witnessed the will of his brother Joseph and signed his name 
"MeGlohon." Joe's name in the will was spelled "McGlohorn." This record proves 
that Fred had spelled the name "McGlohon" before he served in the Legislature 
in 1893. Perhaps he had not always been consistent in the spelling until then, 

buco he ned spelled 10 that way before.” His family Bible shows variations in 

spelling. For example, for his birth and marriage the name is spelled “Mcglow- 
horn" and "Meglowhon" (perhaps "Mcglawhorn"). At Frederick T.'s birth in 1876, 
his name is spelled "McLohon"; but with Rosa E.'s birth in 1881, the name is 
consistently spelled ‘'McGlohon." 

Sts apotner ssory: Or the spellings chance (7) has heen told to the writ— 
er. Rena McLawhorn Whitehurst related that Mary Ida McLawhorn, daughter of 

Lorenzo, went to Alabama to teach school. There she met another teacher who 

spelled her name McGlohon, and she brought the spelling back. Since Ida could 

not have been teaching before the late 1880's (born in 1872), she could not 
have been the first of the immediate family to spell it that way (see above). 

Lucy Bett Abbott Hunsucker, granddaughter of Lorenzo, thinks that her 

family began spelling the Name McLawhorn when Lorenzo went into business with 

his brother Charles. Her grandmother Bett kept the books for Lorenzo and she 

began spelling it that, way so that the names would be alike. Her mother,

The author has found nothing thus far that satisfies her as to the ori- 
gin of the name--whether Irish, Scotch, or Seotch Irish. Since the earliest 
records in Pitt County do not mention any previous locations for the first 
MecGlohons or McLawhorns located in the “ecords, one Cam Only. suess Lrom-wherce 
they came...

Another coat of arms was selected by Miss Louise Roberts, a heraldry art- 
ist from Lexington, South Carolina.

in Bedford County, Virginia. These could be English place names acquired 
from once having lived at Laughern, Temple Laughern or on the bank 

of the River Laughern in Worcestershire. Laughern is from an Old 

cornish word lauuern (fox). The Scottish prefix Mac (son of) could 
have been added by some of the above. 

The same census lists the spellings McGlahon, McGlauhn, Mc- 

Glawhorn and McGlohon in North Carolina. These names are variant 
spellings of the Scottish name MacLabhruinn (son of Lauren--Lawrence 
im Bietich). Thies name is pronounced MacLabhrain in Scotland and 
MacLaurin in England. 

The spellins McGlawhorn and McLawhorn are found in North Caro- 

lina records at the present time. 

A retired colonel from the United States Air Force, Jerry Dalton House 

(a descendant of Arthur MeGlohon), has also been doing some research on the 

name. In 1945, while passing through a village near Siegon, Germany, he saw 

the name "Lawhorne" painted on a general store. He also noted several names 
of persons in northern Germany with the "horn" ending. From The Surnames 
of Scotland, page 534, he selected the name "Mac Laren-MacLaran"--which in- 
cludes McLawran, 1715, "Son of Lawrence"; MacLawrin, McLarine, 1746--and noted 
that "aran" is generally pronounced as "horn"; for example, Strawhorn equals 
otrowarane or Strawarran. 

  

  

He also learned that in 1690, there were 13 regiments of German and 

Danish troops stationed in Ireland. Some of the soldiers remained in Ireland 

after the fighting ended and married Irish girls. Many of them added the 

prefix "Mc" to their names. 

It is doubtful that records are still available that would enable one 

to trace the name back to any of these surnames; however, the writer keeps 

hoping that some records will show up. In the meantime, descendants may 

choose whichever they like best. The author believes that the Pitt County 

McGlohons or McLawhorns are related to the first one found in North Carolina 

records--James McGlohon (Meglohon) iit.Chowarierrecinetcor Colonial Ai bemarre 

County.

Most likely he was the same as the orphan son of James noted above. He 

died before February 10, 1801, because on that date William Turner was appoint-— 

ed guardian of Turner McGlauhon, orphan of John McGlauhon. He had two other  
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minor children: James and Sarah. From the 1790 and 1800 Census eeCerie... Lt 
appears that he had four sons and three daughters. John's wife was named sarah, 
and she might have been a Turner. 

John was a captain in the Revolutionary War. He enlisted on November 28, 
1776, and was appointed captain of the {th Regiment in the North Carolina Brig- 
ade. He resigned October, ie.. Uh, (Seabe. Records: Vols ho,.m.7 lai). amd avo. 
10, p. 944). John lived in Windsor in the 1800 Census. 

  

Hertford County was formed in 1759 from Chowan, Bertie, and Northampton 
Counties. The McGlohons (and other variations of the name in Hertford) were 
related. to.those, of.

JOHN MCGLOHON 

The name of John MeGlohon with various spellings is found in a number 
of eighteenth century records in North Carolina; but it is impossible to de- 
termine how many are the same person since a person living in one county 
might have owned land or have made transactions in another county. Algo, 
deeds of land in one county are sometimes recorded in enothe®, county. in 
addition, during the period when new counties were being formed, the land in 
One county might later be in another county. 

It is interesting to note that although there were Johns in Pitt and 
Johnston County records at the time, only two John's are listed in the 1790 
Census: Jno. McGlawhorn in Bertie County and John Lawhorn in Fayette GisBeraget , 
Cumberland County. 

The earliest record of a John was found in the Beaufort and Hyde Precinct. 
A John Lawhon witnessed the will of Edward Cannon on June T0,-L feo. . ~ Wawerd’ 4 
sons were Edward; Dennis; William; Henry; David; and John, who received his 
father's plantation (Grimes, Abstract Of North Carolina Wills, p..62). Some 
of these same Cannon names appear later in Pitt County. 
    

At a Council held at Newbern on April 4, 1745, John Lawhorn was on a 
list of petitions read for land warrants. John's petition was for 400 acres, 
and the last county named before the "do" (ditto) was Edgecombe County (Coloni- 
al Retordes Vols 44 ©: 76902 Although there is no record in the Land Grant 
Office of a land grant for John in Edgecombe County, there. was a land grant 

_to John Lawhon of Johnston County for 400 acres on April eG, 2105. Evidently 
this is the same John, who lived in Edgecombe for awhile and moved to John- 
ston County. 

There are several deeds registered in the Edgecombe County records for 
John. Edgecombe County was formed from Bertie Pow. mn LTer,” *0n February 
14, 1745, John’ Lamon Wee 4< witness to land sold by John Taylor of Edgecombe 
County to Thomas Horn of Edgecombe. The land, sold for 15 pounds current 
money of Virginia, was located on the south side of "Tosneott swamp" (DB 5,

Probably there was no court held in Johnston County before 1752, hence the 
registration in Edgecombe.

John Hodge Sr., Jno. McGlahon, Henry Hodges and two negroes were listed to- 
gether as 3 whites and 2 blacks for a total of 5. This may have been the 
John of Craven and Pitt whose record follows. John Laughan was listed on the 
Craven County tax list for 1769 for one white tax. Three deeds for land 
have been located for John. 

On July 3, 1762, John Meglaughon bought 100 acres of land on the north 
side of Little Contentnea Creek for 20 pounds from Abel. Deal of Craven Coun- 
ty. This land joined that of Peter Manners, Levin Alderson, and a tract tak- 
en up and patented by Joseph Jackson on Wid Tsai: Danceniy aes. in’ Kige 
George’ III's reign, he had to peprethecyearly  qudt+ rent of Tour shidlaines 
proclamation money (Craven Co. DB 11, p. 97). 

On November 14, 1771, John Glawhon got a land grant in Craven County 
for 100 acres on the east side of Little Contentnea Creek joining Alderson's 
and Jackson's lands and "including his own improvement" (Land Grant Book Be 4 
p- 348, in Land Grant Office, Raleigh). 

On December 30, 1777, John Maglohorn of Craven County bought one planta- 
tion or tract of land containing 100 acres from Samuel Pope of Dobbs County 
for 60 pounds proclamation money. This land, which was a part of a patent 
formerly granted to Joseph Jackson, was on the north side of Little Content-— 
nea Creek joining Thomas Philips's corner, John Rountree and Jeremiah Maglo- 
horn were witnesses (Craven Co. DB 23, p. 55). 

John Megahorn was on the tax list for Pitt County in 1786 for 300 acres 
of land, 3 white polls, and 1 horse. The three deeds noted above could ac- 
count for the 300 acres of land on the tax list. 

On March 24, 1787, John McGlohon bought a negro girl named Fan, 17 years 
old, for 42 pounds from Mary Cannon and Caleb Cannon. The negro was given to 
Mary by Jacob Blount, her uncle (Pitt Co., DB N, p. 95). 

On June 9, 1789, John McGlohon bought goods for 20 pounds from George 
Trulock. « The geods consisted of 1 feather bed and furniture, 1 ‘linien wheel, 
1 woolen wheel, 2 chests, and 6 pewter plates. Jeremiah McGlohon and Luke 
McGlohon were witnesses (Pitt Co. DB.N, p. 95). 

Who was the Luke who witnessed this deed? He could not have been George's 
son Luke. Was he John's son or John's brother? This is the only record of 
iis Heine sn ene Prey -Voutty records sé. °1t otlid Mot Have bednittisesiues of Sert- 
ford County because his age in the 1850 Census was given as 58. Evidently, 
the Luke who witnessed the deed moved on or died. There is a Luke McGlauhorn 
listed in the Jefferson County, Georgia, Census for 1830, but his name was 
not found in the earlier census records for Georgia. 

THe L766°bax list would indicate that John had two sons at least 16 years 
old, or at least two males other than himself in his household. However, a 
land grant for 98 acres, which George McGlohon bougeat .on (Sanur 20. Eze ., 
states that the land adjoined the lands of George MecGlohon, Jeremiah McGlohon, 
and John McGlohon. The land was not surveyed until 1801 (Grant Book hie ps 
POST PLGG GO+) Go SSines John, George, and Jeremiah had land at this time, one 
wonders why John was the only one on the tax list. Also, no record was found 
as to how George and Jeremiah obtained the land. Perhaps the fact that the 
land was not surveyed until 1801 could account for the deserVotion that-is 
given. At that time George had the land he bought from John in 1798.  
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According to one story heard, three brothers came over and Seti edaan Craven County. Why do the legends always have three brothers? If Line. a5 included, and they were brothers, there would have been four. The writer be- lieves that the family had an earlier colonial beginning in North Carolina than this generation. If they were brothers, they might have been sons of the John who died about 1767.

JOhn died about 1800 or 1801. William Broom, executor for John MeGlohon, deceased, sald David. Clark swe hegroes. for.200 pounds: on Mey 5521061..." Robert Cannon was the witness (DB 0, p. 526). No other deeds for his estate were 
found, probably because he had sold all of it to George and Jeremiah. The executor's record was probably lost in the courthouse.fire of-1858.
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Chapter 4 

GEORGE MCGLOHON FAMILY (/Ss2) 

GEORGE MCGLOHON is the first ancestor of the writer who can be identified 
with’ cértainty, ~ Because! Idohn’ McGlohon®” sold tha- same amount of land to George 
and Jeremiah McGlohon for the same price on the same day (DB 0, p. 207° and *, 
215), George and Jeremiah may have been the sons of John. It is also possible 
that the three were brothers. 

George's name first appears in Pitt County records for a land grant in 
1785. In the 1790 Census his household consisted of three females; so he prob- 
ably had two daughters at this time. From the census records it would appear 
that he was probably married twice and had 3 daughters and 6 sons--3 sons by 
the second wife. The oldest female in the 1810 Census was over 45 years old; 
the oldest in the 1820 Census was between 26 and 45. If he was married twice, 
his second wife was named MARY--identified in a deed to Thomas and a marriage 
record of Aaron. In the 1840 Census Mary Lawhorn was between 50 and 60 with 
one male 15-20 years old. 

According to Mary McGlohon Smith's records of the family, Luke McGlohon's 
mother was a Stocks. George died about 1831; and Mary died August 7, 1844, if she is the Mary McLawhon (he consistently spelled the name this way in his rec- erds)y ona Wier "Fo FS Jacksdn copied from an old notebook at Ed Harrington's 
near Grifton and Hanrahan. Mary might have been a Harrington and somehow re- 
lated to Moses Harrington whose name is noted in some of the deeds. 

A number of deed transactions were found for George in the Pitt County 
deed books and are abstracted.

The land was located on the north side of Little 
Contentnea adjoining Joseph Jackson and Jeremiah McGlohon (patent) and was two 
patents formerly granted to John McGlohon. The witnesses were Wm. Broom and 
Jeremiah McGlohon. 

DB O, p. 534--On Feb. 7, 1801, George McGlowhon bought: a teral ‘of. 375 
acres (several tracts), formerly owned by John Curlee, from Thomas Cannon for 
500 silver dollars. Located on the east side of the west prong of Swift Creek 
and Cypress Swamp, one of the tracts adjoined Thomas Braxton's and Paul 
Herrinton's lands; and another adjoined Paul Dail and Helens (Helling?) line. 
Caleb Cannon and John Stocks were witnesses. 

DB P, p. 186--On Feb. 15, 1802, George McGlohon sold the 200 acres pur- 
chased {rom,John.McGlohom,{Pat.-2771)<te0 Johuvdackson for $700. Shadrack 
Jackson was the witness.  
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DB P, p. 412--George McGlohon bought a negro on Mar. 2, 1803, for 146 

pounds from William Moye, administrator for David Clark. Hardy Johnson and 

Joel Moye witnessed the transaction. 

DB Q, p. 90--On Oct. 4, 1803, George McGlawhon bought 41 acres for an 

undetermined amount from Thomas Cannon adjoining John Deal and John Curlee. 
John Stocks and Sherard Hines were witnesses. 

DB Q, p. 91--In Jan. 1804 George McGlawhon bought from Thomas Braxton and 

Hemrick Braxton 50 acres adjoining Ephraim Herrington and Sherard Hines for

DB S, p. 348--George McGlohon sold a negro on Aug. 15, 1811, to John Can- 

non for $150. Sarah Hines and Sherwood Hines were witnesses. 

DB BB, p. 234--On Oct. 9, 1817, George McGlohon bought 12-1/2 acres on 
the east side of Swift Creek adjoining Ringold land and McGlohon's corner from 

James Ringold for 10 pounds. Sherw. Hines and John Ringold witnessed the 

ELansact ion.

William Rountree and Jonathan Mcglohon were witnesses. (This was probably 75

DB DD, p. 231--On Oct. 18, 1824, George gave to 'my beloved son Thomas 

McGlohon"™ for natural love and atfectiom_a.tract.of land containing,.L0O_aenes 
on Swift Creek adjoining Moses Herrington and Cannon's corner. This land was 

part of the tract of land on which George lived... He excepted the use and.privi- 

tege of the cleared land during Wis life and also during the Gite of fae wite, 
Mary McGlohon. Moses Herrington and Noah Bedford were witnesses. 

In 1975 a copy of an original deed concerning the estate of George MGlohon 
was. obtained,from Mrs..R.-l.ed(Rachel) Lewis+of 1302 Castle: Street, Wilmington, 
North Carolina. The deed had been registered in Deed. Book FF, mge 318; but this 
book was lost in the 1858 fire of the Pitt County Courthouse. On Feb. ote. 
Sheriff James L. Clark sold at public auction 280 acres do land wich had descend- 
ed to the heirs of George McLaron, deceased, to Moses Herrington For’ $3007 "One 
third of the land was excepted during the lifetime of Mary McLaron, widow of 
George, as her dower. Those named in the deed were William English and his wife 
liga, tleseaac.Tugner Sond, biepware Fanny, Nancy McLaron, Luke McLaron, Thomas 
McLaron, and other heirs of George McLaron. (See Appendix A for a Copy Or” Lite 
deed.) John is not named. He must have been dead at this time, or he might 
have moved away and thus was included in the "other heirs." The three younger 
sons would have been minors. 

Definite proof of five of George's children is given in the deeds noted 
above. The deed to John names him as a son. The marriage record of Aaron 
McGlohon and Mary Frances Harris gives his parents as George and Mary. That 
leaves only Jeremiah and Harvey with no record of proof. J.L. Jackson's records 
mame them as George's sons; and Bertha Dail Griffin, a granddaughter of Harvey, 
called Frederick McGlohon, grandson of Luke, "Cousin Fred." 

The record of George's family follows: 

I. ELIZA MCGLOHON--m. WILLIAM ENGLISH. The only English family in the 1850
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Census of Pitt County is an Elizabeth English, 57, the head of house- 
hold No. 106. The age would be too young; however, mes are not always 
given correctly and sometimes are not easy to read. Elizabeth Cfact,; 
30, and James Craft, 15, are listed in this household. 

FANNY MCGLOHON--m. ISAAC TURNER. No further record was found. They 
are Wot “inethe 1650 Census; however. there is a George Turner, 26,-4 
laborer, who was living in house No. 141 with Josiah Willoughby, 24, a 
farmer. 

NANCY MCGLOHON--b. before 1800. She was named in the deed of sale of 
George's land above in 1832. On January 21, 1834, a Nancy McGlohon made 
a deed of gift to her son HENRY MCGLOHON of the following: "one feather 
bed and bedstead & furniture one chest one Iron pot one spider one fruter 
dish one do earthern one saw one woolen wheel & cards one note of hand 
against Luke McGlohon and Benjamin Stocks for $92.00 Interest from 1832 
& one loom...with the exception...of the use of the above articles to 
mysef during my natural life" (DB GG, p. 300). The @ed was witnessed 
by C. J. Rountree and Caleb Cannon. If this is the same Nancy, she 
either was not married or married another McGlohon. Neither Nancy or 
Henry are in the 1850 Census of Pitt County,,.ner a previous census, as 
a head of a household. The Nancy of the deed could have been the widow 
of another related McGlohon. 

JOHN MCGLOHON--In the 1820 Census his household consisted of 2 males 
under 10, 1 male 26-45, 1 female under 10; -and.1 (female 16226. sOn Déc) 
11, 1819, his father sold him 5 (?) acres of land for 120 pounds (DB BB, 
p. 323). On Jan. 31, 1823, the land (75 acres) of John McLahone, which 
was said to be mortgaged to Charles Jinkins, was sold by James Sheppard, 
sheriff, for $94.15 to pay debt to W. Hanrahan after John lost suit. 
against him. The land adjoined Samuel Cannon, John Deal, and Ephraim 
Herrington (DB CC, p. 476). He witnessed a deed from Thomas McClohon 
to Moses Harrington on Mar. 18, 1826. No further record was found. He 
either died or moved out of the county before the 1830 Census. 

LUKE MCGLOHON--d. May 1850 after 14 days of an unknown illness. The 
1850 Mortality Schedule gave his age as 47; but the tombstone record 
says that he was about 60, which may be more nearly correct. He married 
MARY (MOLSEY) STOCKS (?)'.) See the chapter on his family. 

THOMAS MCGLOHON--b. about 1795 and died after 1881. His name might have 
been James Thomas. The name in the 1870 Census appears to be James. He 
married SARAH, who was 55 in the 1850 Census and died before the next 
census. She might have been a Kittrell. A John Allen Ra teed lo LO, & 
laborer, was listed in their household in 1850 and might have been her 
relative. 

Four deeds, plus one unrecorded one, were found for Thomas. How- 
ever, there must have been others which have not been found, since these 
showed that he sold more than he received. 

On Oct. 19, 1824, Thomas McGlohon was given 100 acres of land on 
Swift Creek adjoining Moses Herrington and Cannon's corner by his father 
(HE DD gmp i. 2 3 

On Jan. 5, 1826, Thomas Mcglohorn sold 12 acres of land to Luke 
Mcglohorn for $30.

Since there were a number of Jeremiahs, it is somewhat difficult to 

distinguish who is who in the deed records; therefore, no attempt has 

been made to trace his deed transactions. However, he was a farmer and 

owned some land. He also served as a commissioner in Pitt County. He 

died on August 11, 1894, and was buried in the Sumrell-McLawhorn Cemetery  
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on rural road No. 1112 west of Ayden. His name is spelled "McGlohon" 
on his tombstone. The record of Jeremiah and Susan's children follow.

LUKE MCGLOHON FAMILY 

LUKE MCGLOHON was probably the fifth child of George McGlohon and 

Stocks (?). It is difficult to determine whether he or Thomas was the elder 

since Luke died before the census records gave any agesby single years. He 

died in May 1850 after 14 days of an unknown illness. The 1850 Mortality 

Schedule gave his age as 47; but the tombstone record (Pitt County Gravestone 

Reeords,. VoL... -2,, p52), shates thet he was: abeut,.o0... -tod/iwas, bie correct 

age, then Thomas was older. 

  

  

He married MARY (MOLSEY) BRAXTON (?) probably early in 1821. According 

to Mary McGlohon Smith's records, Molsey was a Braxton, the daughter of Lacy 

Braxton and the sister of Council Braxton. However, on the death certificate 

of her daughter, Louisa McGlohon Byrd, her name is given as MARY STOCKS. Louisa's 

husband gave the information and should have known Mary's maiden name. If 

she was a Braxton and Council was her brother, the Hannah Braxton (aged 73) 

in the next household to Council in the 1850 Census might have been her mother. 

The only record found of Lacy Braxton was as a free holder on the jury 

that made the division of the land for the dower of Elizabeth Stocks, widow 

of Benjamin Stocks, on Nov. 25, 1834 (DB GG, p..350-51)....He is not listed 
in any of the census records of Pitt County. John Braxton was also on the 

liatyof “ee holders. Elizabeth Stocks was the daughter of Noah Tison. Since 

the name of Benjamin Stocks appears in several records with Luke, it seems 

that they were probably related in some way. 

Both Luke and Mary are buried in what some call the Byrd Cemetery (named 

Carroll-Cox by St. Amand) located on the road numbered 1131 southwest of Wint- 

erville. Since Luke's is the oldest known grave, it should be named the Luke 

McGlohon Cemetery. Hereafter, however, it will be referred to as the Byrd 

Cemetery .6.A Chi, Girtasomom ah a0,. O. Braxtom am, are alec buried gn this 

cemetery; however, this was Christopher Columbus (Tip) Braxton. 

Mary's tombstone record by St. Amand gives only the information that 

she died in September at the age of 73. She was 45 in the 1850 Census and 

65 in the 1870 Census. Therefore, she was born about 1805 and died in Septen- 

ber 1878. 

A number of deed transactions were found for Luke and are abstracted:

McLaughon for $86.90 on Mar. 23, 1835, for which Luke stood security. ‘Sam- 
uel Bell witnessed the transaction. (Note: No record has been found as to 

what happened to the mortgage, whether it was paid off or defaulted. In any 
event, Luke was able to purchase more land in 1842.)

LEWIS MCGLOHON FAMILY 

LEWIS MCGLOHON, son of Luke McGlohon and Mary (Molsey) Stocks (?), was 
bern December 29.1821, and died October 27, L901... About 11646 he married 

MARTHA ANN (PATSY) WORTHINGTON, daughter of Spier Worthington and Rebecca 

McGlohon (or Loving?). . Patsy was born June I, 1829, and died November 3, 1892. 

Lewis was a farmer and lived in the area of Pitt County about one and 

one-half miles west of present-day Winterville on what is now rural road No. 

1126. “At first he mist have lived om the north side of the Road. “LaRue 

McLawhorn Castelloe remembers her father's stating that he was born in a house 

up a lane nortimol the roads’: (Seetaroo BBI04, dpvo2ibs) sWhenmcLewis died, he 

was living in the house which still stands on the south side of the road; 

the lane which leads to the family cemetery is on the west side of the house. 

Over the years Lewis and Martha bought or received around 900 acres of 

land} -sivingvor sélling all but ond tracesor_69 adres te their chakdren:/ He 

began by buying 90 acres for $200 from Warren Tucker (pe LL, ». $84) om Jan- 

uary 19, 1847. This land, the lot drawn by Warren in the division of his 

father's land, was near Gum Swamp and Reedy Branch and adjoined the Harmon 

corner (then Garris) and the William Tucker land (then Garris). 

In the division of the lands of Spiers Wethington, deceased, on January 

12, 1861, ews McLawkern-and Marthalreeeived: Lot No. 1 (DS PP, p. 201). The 

lot consisted of two tracts of land--one consisting of 170 acres valued at 

$425 and adjoining the lands of Councill Braxton and Robert Withington; the 

second consisting of 80 acres valued at $5005 «known. as! the. Tuckers Tandy which 

was located on the run of Gum Swamp and the run of Reedy Branch. They were 

to receive $2.80 from Andrew Wethington and wife to make their lot a, propor- 

tionate share in value. 

On January 18, 1867, Martha McGlowhorn bought a parcel of land (no acre- 

age given) bounded on the north by Nahum Garris and Henry Smith; on the east 

by Allen Fulford, Sally Harmon, and Nat Dial; and on the: west by Nehemiah 

Garris: fores! 025 from Allen Puitord (PG BR. 5. 110). Dias appears to be the 

same land given to L. L. McLawhorn on December 26, 1882, by Lewis and Martha 

(DB H7, p. 192). No acreage was given in that deed, and the description of 

adjoining lands was the same. 

Lewis and Martha gave each of. their children 70 to 85 acres of land, 

all tracts valued at $450 at the time, to stand against their shares at the 

death of Lewis and Martha. They retained a life estate. Deeds of gift were 

found for all but Joseph and Clarissa. However, it is evident that they, 

too, were given land. In Joseph's will, he gave his son, Jerome F., "all

10. Deed Book J6, p. 346--On Mar. 2, 1898, Lewis McLawhon bought 15 acres 
from B. E. Moye, administrator of George Moye, deceased, for $168.50. 
The land adjoined the lands of George Dail, F. McLawhon, Alonzo Moye, 
and others. A small tract on the opposite side of the road from the 
George Moye home place, it was subject to the widow's dower. 

There was a law suit over 100 acres of the land that Lewis bought from 
Nancy's estate (DB F3, p. 534). Andrew J. and Susan Weatherington sold a 
parcel of land known as "part of the John Tripp land," which adjoined the 
lands of Richard Butts, Willis Wethington and others, containing 100 acres 
to Elizabeth Butts on January 1, 1870 (DB G, pp. 485-489). Levi A. Worthing- 
ton was in possession of the land sometime in 1878. A civil action was 
brought by Lewis against Levi; and at the Fall Term, 1886, of Pitt Superior 
Court, the judgment was for Lewis. Levi appealed the case to the Supreme 
Court. The Supreme Court found no error in the judicial proceedings and 
affirmed the judgment. It was found that the description of the land of the 
deed Lewis had was "sufficiently definite to render it effectual, and parol 
festimony...competent. to. fit. at. to, the lands thatthe. deseription of. che 
land in the other deed was ''too vague--certainly in the absence of any proof 
that any particular tract was known as 'part of the John Tripp land'"; and 
that "Judicial proceedings under which a sale is made cannot be collaterally 
assaiited:for.irregularity’ (erth. Carel ina: Reports, .Vol.- 984, par l7Ssealso 
Case 15,351 in N. C. Supreme Court Papers in the Archives at Raleigh).

There are a number of questions about these deeds. Evidently there must be 

some that have still not been found, either unrecorded or not indexed so that they 
can be easily found. For example, as administrator of Lacy McGlohon, Lewis sold 

160 acres to Lorenzo on Feb. 15, 1873. Yet the deed in which Lewis and Martha 
sold Sallis A. Smbt) 2tacras. explicinly etetes that it was “alt part of she Lacy 

McGlohon Land [vine Om tie Weert eige of the Ceast Lane Badl goad.” . The, dead. of 

gifit Of, 60 aches £0. Sal lig fon alec appears to ae a part, of he Jand., Lewis must 

have bought the land from Lorenzo, or Lorenzo might have been buying it for his 
father. 

Although no record has been found of Lewis's serving in the Confederate Army 
during the Civil War, tradition passed down in the family is that he entered and 
served a short time before he was called home by the illness of his wife. His 
son Frederick, only about 16 at the time, became his substitute. Evidently he, 

too, served only a brief time because his name has not been found in the records 

either. Nevertheless, he was in long enough to obtain a sword, which, at the 

time of this writing, was in the home of his granddaughter, Mabel McGlohon Tucker.

As evidenced by the census records and the fact that his mark is record- 
ed on the deeds, Lewis could not read and write. Neither could Martha. 

It has been said that Lewis was a good nurse. Martha, it seems, suffer- 
ed from ill health. She died of consumption on November 3, 1892, and was 
buried in the family cemetery on the farm. Lewis lived about nine years long- 
er and died of cancer of the mouth and heart trouble on October 27s E9OTO and 
was buried in the family cemetery. 

It is uncertain just when the family cemetery was started. The oldest 
marked grave was that of Susan in 1863. However, the first person buried 
there, according to tradition, was a slave. The 1850 Census records that 
Lewis owned two slaves at that time: a 100-year-old male and a 12-year-old 
female. This male was probably the first one buried in the cemetery, and his 
grave is marked with a wooden marker. There are three wooden markers in the 
northeast corner of the cemetery--the other two for infants, according to 
Rena McLawhorn Whitehurst. In 1916 the cemetery was enclosed by an iron 
fence. The fence was replaced by a brick-pillar and iron fence in 1977. 

Lewis and Martha had eight children: five boys and three girls. They 
are as follows:

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Chapter 7 

FREDERICK MCGLOHON 

A Bridge Over the Past 

(Note: A speech given at the Free Will Baptist Historical Society, which met 
at the Free Will Baptist Press in Ayden on November 17, 1976, slightly revis- 
ed and enlarged.) 

"The primary meaning of time is that there are persons who become brid- 
ges over the past and the future that you may walk in the present with mean- 
ing,'' says the Reverend Maxie Dunnam. 

Several weeks ago as I was checking some books which were donated to the 
East Carolina University library, I ran across a book which had a very intri- 
guine ttre, Dancing at My Funeral, which was written by Mr. Dunnam, a Meth- 
odist minister. We don't usually associate the word "dancing" with funerals, 
do we? And we are not here to talk about funerals this morning. Since Mr. 
Dunnam had no technical knowledge of dancing, nor was it a part of his cul- 
ture, he used dancing as a symbol. Funerals are about death; dancing is about 
Life.;*His’ trip is dancing at’ his: funeral’. 

He tells about being haunted by his past--the fact that he grew up in 
poverty with feelings of not belonging; for example, when he went off to coll- 
ege. Therefore, he had to prove that he was something. That empty pattern 
of proving continued for many years. 

- On reading the book, you can learn how he became able to accept and ap- 
preciate his past. There were parts which he wanted to keep alive and there 
were parts which he wanted to bury. In this "funeral" process, he began to 
experience life with a freshness and a sense of purpose that he had not known 
before. He was dancing at his funeral--dancing when he had the courage to 
resist forces that would bury him and was somehow given the power to bury them 
instead. 

There have been forces in our Free Will Baptist history that would have 
buried us as a church, but there have always been those who have had the cour- 
age to resist those forces. Today I would like to tell you a little about 
one of the bridges over the past and future so that we may walk in the pre- 

sent with meaning as the Free Will Baptist Church of 19976. That bridge is not 
only aubimidge: dor tie’ thurvn, bir evabebea “bridge forme personally since 
he was my grandfather. Actually, I know very little about him, either as a 
person or as a minister; but I have been able to learn a few iaaces Tere 
may have been some things about his life that we would like to bury; but 
there are many things that we would like to remember, things that would 
cause us to dance. | 

Frederick McGlohon (variously spelled McGlohorn, McLawhorn, etc., in 
records) was born on July 11, 1847. He was the eldest child of Lewis McClo- 
hon and Martha Ann (called Patsy) Worthington. They, along with seven other 
children, lived on a farm about a mile and a half west of Winterville on  
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state road No. 1126. 

After Fred was married on November 28, 1866, to ELIZABETH ELLIS, daugh- 
ter of George. Bryan Ellis and.Penelope Cox, his father gave him seventy acres 
of land to which he added others. There, on land adjoining his father's, he 
lived out fis lite.gs a. farnene aia. home Sintt : stands, and ,until abet 4972 
was occupied by a member of his family. 

Fred and Elizabeth had thirteen children, but only eight lived to be 
grown. My father, Grover, was the middle one of the thirteen. The eight, 
in order of birth, were John Lewis McGlohon, Mary McGlohon Smith, Rosa Eliz-— 
abeth (Bessie) McGlohon Hobgood, Lorenzo Grover Cleveland McGlohon, Letha 
Cleo McGlohon Fletcher, Doctor McGlohon, Norma Chandler McGlohon Forbes Haw- 
kins, and Joseph Dixon McGlohon. Three sons and two daughters died young. 

Elder J. M. Barfield, in an obituary published in the 1910 Central Con- 
ference Minutes, wrote the following about him: 

In Sept. 1867 he joined the F. W. B. church at Reedy Branch, 
under the preaching of Eld. Henry Dixon, one of the old land marks. 

He lived a consistent member of the church, and soon he felt 
divinely called to preach the Gospel, and do all. he could for. the 
Master. .ihe church saw that he was apt_to teach, and he was licensed 
in May 16/5. Om July 3lst the same. year. the church ordered has or— 
dination. He then went forth preaching the gospel, and holding the 
cape, of churches. Hild. Pred, as he was. called, made an abla pastor 
POF ENG Churches. hat ie nad, care, pk. .amd tiie 20) prospened. i. 

The writer has known him ever since he began preaching. He 
always went when called on to do religious service.... 

There are very few people still living who remember hin. Although he 
died before my father and mother were married, my mother knew him but never 
had the opportunity to hear him preach. Since my father died when I was on- 
ly eleven years old, what I know about him I learned from my mother. 

I talked with one of his nieces, Mrs. Annie Abbott, who is 89 years 
old, a few days ago. She remembers him well and said that she heard him 
preach a number of times at Reedy Branch Church. When I asked her what kind 
of preacher he was, she said that he was a good one, that he took .a-text and 
stuek @0, if... it Offer words, fea wasn't a rambling speaker. 

What did ministers, wear in the 19th ceatury?, I brought along a picture 
to show you. I had not given the subject any thought until Cousin Annie con- 
mented that Grandpa was a good looking man, that he and her father looked a 
lot alike. She added, however, that she never saw her father dressed up like 
her Uncle Fred--in a long-tailed black suit when he preached. 

In my grandfather's day the church was also the center of the social life 
of the community. There was nowhere else to go. Churches usually had preach- 
ing services only once a month; and in the months that they had quarterly 
meetings at the church, there would be preaching on Friday night, Saturday 
morning, Saturday night, Sunday morning, and Sunday night. Most of the people 
walked to church. Those who had them drove horses and buggies. The services 
were much longer than ours are now. At least in the latter part of his min- 
istry, the churches had Sunday School in the afternoons on the Sundays that
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they did not have preaching services. 

"Elder Fed,'' as many people called him by dropping the "r," pastored a 
number of churches--among which were Reedy Branch, Bethany (1907/08), Elm 
Grove, Gum Swamp (1906), and Hickory Grove in Pitt County; and Saint's De- 
light and Spring Branch in Greene County. He had just been elected pastor 
of Spring Branch and had made only one appointment at the church when he 
died. He also helped to organize at least one church--Spring Branch in Pitt 
County, which was later moved into town and became the Ayden Free Will Bapt- 
ist Church. My brother Fred said that he had been told that Grandpa had 
pastored one church for twenty-five years, and thought it was Howell Swamp. 
I have checked their church minutes on microfilm at the State Archives, 
which minutes begin at 1897; and he is not in those minutes from 1897-1909. 

In addition to his pastoring churches, he still took an active part in 
his home church, Reedy Branch. On February 19, 1890, as a trustee for 

Reedy Branch Church, he bought an additional tract of land consisting of 
seventy yards square lying directly between the church and the new road for 
sou irom Trancis M. and. Nannde Little (DB AS, 0b. 342) . 

He was active in denominational work, serving as moderator, assistant 
moderator, and treasurer of the retired ministers' fund. It seems to have 
been the custom in those days to elect the moderator of the conference at the 

beginning of the session to serve for that session. Grandpa was the first 

moderator of the Central Conference after the division of the General Con- 

ference Into the;Central and. Eastern Conferences. That session met “at-Mala- 
chi's Chapel in Tyrell County on November 5-7, 1896. He often preached the 
introductory sermon at the conferences and quarterly district union meetings. 
Many times he was elected on committees to investigate some charge brought 
against the Christian character of a brother minister. 

- Although he probably had very little formal education (most people did- 
n't in those days), he was interested in education. He served on the school 

committee of District 15, beginning in 1885 (Minutes of the Pitt County Board 

of Education begin with this year). On February 4, 1886, he and Elizabeth 

sola to “the sthool comiittee of White: District ter i5.2 for and: in. consid= 

eration of the sum of twenty dollars...one acre" of land (DB N4, p. 167). 

Rena McLawhorn Whitehurst has identified the school as the Woodland School. 

A short time before his death, he was elected president of the Board of 
Trustees for the Free Will Baptist Theological Seminary in Ayden. He was 

also interested in the literature program of the denomination--serving on 

the Board of Managers, or Directors, of the Free Will Baptist Publishing Co. 

(now Free Will Baptist Press Foundation) at least as early as 1892, and as 

the authorized agent for subscriptions to the denominational paper in the 

1880's and later. 

In his thirty-four-year ministry he officiated at numerous marriages. 

In those days it was not uncommon for couples to run away to get married. 

The story is told that when a runaway couple would draw up before his door 
in their horse and buggy that Grandpa would call to them to throw their 

license in the yard and that he would begin the ceremony as he came out the 

door. This is probably an exaggeration, but it makes an interesting story. 

Grandpa was also active in community affairs. He was elected as  
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representative from Pitt County to the North Carolina Leeisiarure ta 1ogs. 
There he served on the Insane Asylum Committee and the Immigration Committee. 
His grandson, W. A. Forbes, who also served as representative’ for two terms 
(beginning in 1963), was quoted in The Daily Reflector as saying that Grand- 
pa borrowed $85 in order to serve. When the Legislature was in session, he 
continued to pastor churches, driving his horse and buggy home on weekends 
to preach. 

  

Going back to his youth, we note that he was a teenager during the Civ- 
il War .°vHissfather, “Lewis; jenterad=the* Confederate Army, but served only a 
short time because his wife became: ill. He was able to get out by providing 
a substitute. When Fred was about sixteen, he went to replace his father 
for a short time. Evidently both of their times were brief because I have 
not found their names in the records. However, two of Grandpa's uncles-- 
Lacey and Charles--were killed and another one, Luke, was captured in the 
war. He was in long enough to obtain a sword, however. The sword is now in 
the possession of my sister, Mabel McGlohon Tucker. 

On Deceuber 6; °T900) Ne -Pinisned his work “on berth. be) nae Been ta bad 
health for several years but was able most of the time to préaemy ofe"had just 
returned by train from preaching at Hickory Grove Free Will Baptist Church 
and walked the mile or so home. While Sitting “in: his: chair-on' the pore: on 
Monday evening, he was strickened with a stroke of apoplexy and died in a 
short time. His funeral was postponed several days so that my father, who 
worked on a train at that time, could get home. According to my mother; his 
body as a result had swollen so much that the wooden casket had to be taken 
out of the house through a window because of the narrow door. 

He was buried in the family graveyard in the field of his father's farm 
where he was born. Masonic honors were accorded him at his funeral.

FREDERICK MCGLOHON 

As previously noted, Frederick McGlohon was a farmer and a Free Will 
Baptist minister. «Incaddition, he also (sharpened saws. «After giving the 
above speech, the writer was priviledged to talk with Mrs. Melissa Braxton 
McLawhorn, who was then about 98 years old, about him. She remembered him 
well and said that he performed her marriage ceremony in 1901. At that time, 
according to her, he was pastoring Reedy Branch Church. She remembered his 
coming to their house when she was a child and spending aweek at a time to 
siarpen “the saws) der father, C..C. Braxton, raw a ‘Saw mil justcout sade of 
Ayden to the northwest toward Winterville.

Elizabeth Henry. It was their entire interest in the land which formerly 
belonged to Jonathan Harmon and which adjoined the lands of Fred McGlaw- 
horn, T. Orman Fulford, Mary Moye, Ringold and others. 

Deed Book T3, p. 282--Elizabeth McGlohon bought 70 acres on the east side 
of Swift Creek and the north side of Cedar Swamp adjoining Nelson's corn- 
er from Thomas Letchworth for $483.65. John C. Cox witnessed the deed. 
(Note: The writer is not sure this is the same Hl 4 fabebh?) 

Deed Book S3, p. 472--On Feb. 23, 1882, Frederick McLawhorn bought 25 
acres: for $50 from Andrew Joyner. The land adjoined the land heired by 
Tripp from his father, Hardy Tripp, and brother, Elias; Joseph Teipps and 
Frederick McLawhorn. 

Deed Book C4, p. 428--On Jan. 20, 1883, Fred McLawhon bought the entire 
interest of William H. White Jr. and his wire, caval; “et Jones 266unty.in 
the lands of Locker Ringold for $75. The land adjoined the lands of Fred 
McLawhon, Orman Fulford, Polly Moye, and others. 

Deed Book L4, p. 143--On Apr. 12, 1883, Fred McLawhorn bought 30 acres of 
land.from W. M. Kinsaul for $35. .The,land,. located near Reedy Branch 
meeting house, adjoined the lands of Joshua Tripp, Henry Smith, and Louis 
McLawhorn. 

Deed Book M4, p. 486--Henry ifipp, edministtater, seld the land of: Elias 
Tripp at public auction on Apr. 17, 1883. Fred bought 30 acres, which 
was 1/3 of the estate land for $49. It was probated on June 2, 1883. 

Deed Book L4, p. 244--On Jan. 26, 1884, Fred Mclohon paid Mary Moye $1.00 
for all the land she owned on the south side of a line across the land 
known as the Harmon land that she and Fred agreed upon. No acreage was 
mentioned, but it must have been a matter of exchanging land (see next 
deed). John H. Smith witnessed the transaction. 

Deed Book A5, p. 451--On Jan. 26, 1884, Fred McLorhorn and wife Elizabeth 
sold "all the land that I own on the north side of agreed line..." to Mary 
Moye for $1.00.

JEREMIAH MCGLOHON FAMILY 

JEREMIAH MCGLOHON was probably the son of John McGlohon and probably 

born Dpetore 1 foes tin the 1/799 Caseus “he Mis iered Slower as a. hedd: of a 
household; therefore, he probably married sometime after 1790. From the cen- 
sus records of Pitt County, it appears that he had at least two sons and 
three daughters. His name does not appear in the 1800 Census, but the 1810 

Census lists 1 male over 45, 1 male 10-16, 1 male under 10, 1 female 26-45, 

1 female 10-16, and 2 females 1-10. In the 1820 Census his household con- 

siéted “of “mabe over’ 45,1 male 16-202 1, mate: 10-16, 1. temale: over 45and 

2 females 10-16. He is not listed in the 1830 Census. 

J. L. Jaekson recorded in his notes that according to tradition Jeremi- 

ah returned to Ireland. He did not give any source for the tradition. Ac- 
cording to a biography of Jeremiah's great, great grandson-—Daniel R. McGlo- 

hon--the family came from Scotland: 
Hon. Daniel R. McGlohon..., a son of Richard McGlohon, 

grandson of Benjamin F. McGlohon, great grandson of Jona- 
than McGlohon, and’ a mémber of one of the.

Lot No. 2, 

containing 80 acres valued at $400, was assigned to Irvin Jinkins and 

his.wife: Dicey. :,Benjamin.wasito.pay.them($12 .50. ..The deed indicates 

that the land was devised to them by the "last will and testament of 
Jeremiah McGlowhon.'" Shaderack Jackson and Charles Rogers witnessed the 
deed. 

The second deed, already noted in Jonathan McGlohon's record above 

(DB MM, p. 21), gave his relative Jerry Wetherington (or Worthington) 
40 acres of land. Since this second deed specifically refers to the 

will,.of.thesson Jeremiah, it wouldwappear that«thesfinst also: refers. to 

Jeremiah Jr. 

Jeremiah Jr. is not listed as head of a household in.any of the 

census records. Although the division of land occurred in 1841, he 

might have died before 1830.

REBECCA MCGLOHON--If the Jerry Wetherington noted in the above deed was 

the son of Spier and Rebecca Witherington (@ryWorthington), then Rebec- 

ca was one of three daughters of Jeremiah and Fanny McGlohon. She was 

born<about -18045(46.in 1850,Céensus) and djledaiusMaren, (S70 jen heart 
dropsy--the 1870 Mortality Schedule for Pitt County lists a Rebecca 
Wetherington, aged 55, who was a widow. The age would not be correct, 

but the age on the record could be wrong, or was misread. 

Again, if Jerry Wetherington was the son of Spier and Rebecca, he
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would have been just about the right age to sell his land in 1848. In 

addition, he seems to have been the only Jerry Worthington in Pitt Coun- 

ty at the time, although there was a Jeremiah in Craven County. 

Although a number of people have thought that Spier's wife, Rebecca, 

was a Loving, no record of proof has been found as yet. Mary McGlohon 

Smith's notes give "Loving" in one place, which appears to have been 
erased; and in another place she says that Rebecca was the sister of 
Jonathan McGlohon, who lived on the creek. 

Also, the tradition in many families was to name the first son for 

a grandfather. Spier Witherington was the son of Ambrose Witherington 

and Susanna Mills; therefore, if Rebecca was the daughter of Jeremiah 

MecLohon, it. wold’ Tit “the pattern that tiey named their first: son Jere- 

miah for his maternal grandfather. 

The evidence seems to indicate, then, that Rebecca was a McGlohon, 

the daughter of Jeremiah and Fanny McGlohon. See the next chapter.

In a letter to Ronald Garnis on May):24., 198252 De. Jk. Biss, Wit claeet pein. 
a doctor of internal medicine. in Memphis, Tennessee, gave the following 
background of the name: 

"Witherington is an English name going back to Celtic-Saxon days. 
Its original spelling was WYDDERENDUN, later WIDDRINCTON which included 
Lord Widdrington whose castle and estate grounds were at the North Sea 
near Tynemouth in Northumberland. Eventually the cognomen Witherington 
evolved. The eaindy family in Bngland wag intensely loyal to the Scottish 
Stuarts and were banished to the colonies before and after the Jacobite 
reoe icin.
