Nick Logusch has pitched in 24 games during his two-plus
years in the Pirate program and made his first start for
ECU at Duke (March 1) tossing four no-hit innings with
a season-high five strikeouts in a 12-2 victory. The right-
hander owns an 0-2 record with a 415 ERA where he has
struck out 35 and walked 16 in 21.2 innings. Since stepping
on campus, he has allowed 12 runs (10 earned) on 14
hits and has held opposing hitters to a 187 composite
batting average. Last year he appeared in 16 games with
21 strikeouts over 12.1 frames and combined on one shut
out at Elon (March 26) tossing a scoreless inning of relief
with three punch outs. He helped the Pirates to the 2021
American Athletic Conference regular season title, the
Greenville Regional Championship and an appearance
in the Nashville Super Regional. Off the field, Logusch
is a two-time AAC All-Academic Team selection and
five-time ECU Director of Athletics Honor Roll member.
He graduated in the fall of 2021 with a Bachelor of
Science in communication and is currently working on a
graduate certificate in management information systems.
