EXPRESS RATES.

Roduced by the Railway Commission.

The railway commission Monday, at

regarding express rates by issuing tvo
circulars. The first is as follows:

“The maximum charge per 100
pounds over 1 mile and not over 25
miles on shipments of classified mer-
chandise and classes B, C, and D, shall
not exceed 30 cents.”

This a reduction of 10 cents.

The second circular is as follows:

“On all shipments cf freight originat-
ing and terminating in this State which
shall pass over the whole or portions of
two or more roads not under the same
control, the maximum rates charged
shall not be greater than the sums of
the local rates on such freight less 10
per cent, for the distance hauled over
each road.”
