But do the ladies who are clamoring
for the new man realize all that their act
implies? Ican hardly think so; because
the renewal of the Dritish constitution
would be a fleabite to what they pro-
pose, as a little reflection will show.

First of all, however, let us be agreed
upon, our terms. The demand is that

here should be but one standard of
morality for both sexes. Of course, this
is vague. There might be a leveling
lownas well as a leveling up of moralitv.
