notwithstanding the platitudes of
McKinley's inangural address.
Nover before were there so many
private rallway cars in Washiog-
$on at one time and never before
was so much money spent at and
uson an inanguration. It 18 very
evident that the mullionaires
exoect MeKinley's administration
to bring them prosperity,whatever
1t may do for the poor. When
t1ey invest their money they
aiways expect, and usually get,
retnrn in dollars and cents.

Hon. Wm. J. Bryan, who spent
two days in Washington this
week, diyided his time between
conterences with leading demo-
orats and gocial intercourse with
his extensivecircle of personal
friends, but declined to remain
for the inavguration of his suc-
cessfnl rival, said to those who
proiiered him thsir support for
1900 that he was not thinking so
mauch about the next Presidential
campaign as about the condition
of the people between now and
then. He also expressed his
siacere regret that the promised
“MaKinley" Prosperity” had not
come to the country. it is a
remarkable fact about Mr. Bryan
that his hold*upon democrats has
iné-easad slnce his defeat, instead
of dxmmxsmng, as is usual 1n the
case of defeated candidates of all
parties.
