In the carriage with General Gordon
there was a wreath of evergreens and
roses, with crossed swords and an in-
scription iu  scarlet blossoms, “From
Sons of Confederates.” As Genera]
Gordon was driven to his place on the
boulevard, he was recognized by the
Grand Arwy of the Kepublic men
ranged along the sidewalks and by
those marching in the line, and was

loudly cheered. During the long wait
until the time to fall in with the pro-
cession the carriage was visited by
hundreds ot Grand Army of the Re-
public men and officers, and by all the
sons of confederates.and many southern
and northern citizens. The greetings
between General Gordon and lus former
antagonists were especially cordial.
