Can be Imprisoned for Taxes.

Can a man be imprisoned in
North Carolina for debt? Not
“gxcept for fraud,” says the con-
stitution.

I8 a tax due the State &nd un-
paid adebtin the constitutional
ganse of the worc ®

1f it is, then the last Legisla-
ture passed an unconstitutional
law when it put sections 52 and
53 in the Revenue Act. These
gections are a8 follows .

“Sec. 52. “That 1t shall be and
it is hereby the duty of the sheriff
of each county <in the State to
make dilligentinquiry and report
to the judge at each term of the
eriminal court held 1n the county
following the time when the
license tax and taxes proviaed
for in schedules 4, B and G of
this act should have been paid
as to whether or not such license
taxes and other taxes have becn
paid by all persons or corpora~
tions liable for the same, and to
make out a list of delinquents.
And it shall be made the duty of
the judge to submit tne list of
tbe delinquents to the golicitor to
the end that such delinquents
may be prosecuted for such de-
falcation 1n the manner provided
in the next section of this act.

“Sec. 53, Thatsach persons or
corporations who are liable toy
pay the license tax or taxes pro-
vided for in schedules A, B and
C of this act and the machinery
act, and sbal fail to pay the
same as provided by law shall be
guilty of a misdemeanor, and
punished by a fine not exceeding
five nundred dollars or impris-

( " L
ored not exceeding s1Xx months,

and the <heriff shall be allowed
by the judge such eompensaticn
f r making such report as he may
dsem just aud proper, to be paid
by tha couuty.”

Auditor Ayer and Treasurer
Worih say that these sections
apply to everything under sched-
ules A, B und C of the Revenue
Act ard the Machinery Act, 80
taat the owner of property tie
t1x on which has not been paid,
may be jailed for the debt.

Iu this view they are supporied
b  he Attorney-Geveral wbo
yesterday rendered the following
opinion: “It 18 my opinion that
sections 52 and 53 of the Revenue
Act apply to ull taxes alike. At
first I thougbt the proyisions
unconstitutional as being in
contrayention wo the provsions
of the constitution which provides
tbat there ehall be no imprison-
ment in this State for debt, but
after consideration I haye e¢cn-
cluded that they are valid.”

This means that non-payment
«f taxee, opons the jail doors
wide—and for this we bhave the
recent fusion Legislature to
thank.

There are others, however,whe
do not think the imprisonment
part of the penally will stand
the test of the courts—that a tax
is & debt like auy otner debt,
voluntarily assumed when a man
becomes a citizen of the State.—

it applies to every form of tax in the
schedules named, we are forced to
believe that it was the deliberate -
tention of a majority of the last Leg~
islature to put it in the power of juuges
to fill our jails and chain gangs with
uufortunate property holders, Sucha
law will not, of course, be felt by the
well to do; but it applied with the
rigor intended by 1ts author it will tell
with crushing effect on the small
property holuer who may be unable,
owing to circumstances over which he
perhaps had no control, to pay his
taxes by the date fixed by law. Nv
matter how little he may be delingaent
he may be fined $500 or go to ju:l fora
term not exceeding six montbs. 1f he
could not pay his taxes amounting to
a few dollars, it would be beyond his
power to pay a fine ; hence the judge
would heve no option but to commit
the delinqueat to jal tor the crime ot
being poor.
