- men Earn Their Living and

- More .

The prevalent impression that
cne can prove anything by sta-
tistics is strengthened by a par-
agraph going the rounds of the
Ecglish papers to the effact that
“in oglaad one woman in every
gix esrns her own living.”

This 18 a story as told by care-
fally prepared census tables.
The actual fact 18 that in England
as in the United States, wnine
women out of ten earn their own
living, and not infrequently tbe
living of o‘hers.

In the varied employments cf
housekeeper, nurse, stemardess,
cashier, tailoress, and general
superintendent of househrld af-
tairs, from the day of her mar-
riage until the day of her death
or disability, tke average women
undoubtedly earns her living and
gometbing wore. The ecircam-
stance that she gencrally gets
just her livieg, und is never paid
any cash equivalent for ber work
has probably confused the statis-
tical mind and prevented its see-
inyg this question in 1ts true light,
but the custom of robbing woman
of the pay she has fairly earnad
by her unremitting work 18 not a
good reason for also robbing her
of ths credit dte her.

Tho collection of statistics is
too largely—if it 18 not wholly—
in the hards of one sex. If the
women had anything to do with
it, they would pever parmit the
puablication of so monstrous a
piece of misinformation.—New
York World.
