ITIES IN CUBA.

The Message Read.
By Telegraph Reflector.

Washington, D. C., April 11— The
President sent his message to Congress
shortly after noon today. The main
points of the messa -e are as foUows:

He strongly opposes recognizing the
belligerincy ct Cuba as inexpedient,
and also opposes recognizing the inde-
p?ndence of Cuba at this time, but fa-
vors the granting of authority for such
use of armed forces ot the United States
as he may deem necessary to put an
end to hostilities and to secure a stable
government in Cuba. It afso asks for
an appropriation to be u<ied for the re-
lief of suwh people as are still in need
of assistance.

The message shows tnat Spain
herself first suggested to tins govern-
ment the desirability ot an armistice,
and rignified in advance her assent
thereto and asked that the United
States use its good offices to secure a
like assent from the insurgents in Cuba.
This request was denied.

The Maine incident figures quite
prominently in the message and the
President argues that the wreck ot our
battleship in the Havana harbo* shows
conclusively that the Spanish govem-
m'“Tit is not able to cuaranteo to the
Unibnl States and other nations that

security to their vessels which they

have a right lo demand.’

This correspondence was the
only change in the mess ige as previous-
ly prepared.

Consul General Lee left Tampa this
morning and will come direct to Wash-

ton.

Leap Years Will Run Out.

‘“In time leap year will
oqt of existence entirely, ’explain-
ed an almanac oompnier to a
Star reporter, “bnt as it will not
occur for oyer 800 years we
haven’t much personal interest in
the event. In the ordinary conree
of events 1000 would be leap vear,
but it will *et left in the calcula-
fcion. In other words, wnile it
does occur, it does not occur, sim-
ply because it is not in the agree-
ment that It shall occur. The
story is a long one, but it can be
briefly told, so that the average
person can nndersiand it without
much difficulty. In 1582 the ar-
rangement of the Julian calender,
ten davs were dropped so as to
get things running cn the then
new but the present basis of
calculating time. So as to keep
things running right, it was
determined that a year ebding a
century should not be bissextile,
except every fourth century.
Thus there was no leap year in
1700,1800, nor 1900. It is, or at
least was, rather rough on the
ladies who have special advan-
tages in leap year, for it is the
only year thatitis proper for them
10 propose themselves in mar-
riage, but it hae also been so in
matters aflecting womankind»
men always finaing reasons for
restricting their privileges. The
ladies get left again in 1900, but
though there will not bo many of
those who see 1900 who will see
2000, the latter year, ending a
fourth eentnry, will be a leap
year. In this way, three drys
are retrenched in four centuries,
and the roiioainine seven days'»iU
be made uo in a little over 800

years. Alter that calendar years
will he like solar years and
futurt' frrors in the calculaiion

of time will occur no more. The
loss cf leap years will in thous-
ands of years affect the seasons,
but I suppose the macbemaricians
of the centuries hence will be so
flip in handling figures and
calculations that they will haye
no difficulty in keeping things
going correctly.”

This early day
sanctuary has stood the test of time,
the masonry showing nota crack to-
day, having stood as firm as the
zealous Christians who built it. The
building is over 1C0 years old. Near
by the present members, 180 in
number, have built a more modern
and commodious house of worship,
but the old stone church is still a
hallowed mgnument to the Chris

ihouse built by these old settlers, but
I:hOlast one of that brave few passed
