United States m his message to
Congress of April 11,1898, upon

Eesolved, first. That the people
of the island of Cuba are, and of
Tight, ousht to be free and inde-
pendent. i

Second, That it is the duty of
the United States tc demand, and
the government of the United
States does hereby demand, that
the government of Spain at once
relinquish its authority and gov-
ernment in the island of Cuba
and withdraw its land and naval
forces from Cuba and CulLau
waters.

Third, That the President of
the United States be, and he here-
by is directea and empowered to
use ibe entire land and naval
forces of the United States and to
call into actnal service of the Unit-
ed States the militia of the several
States, to such extent as may be
necessary to carry these resolu-
tions into effect.

Fourth, That the United States
hereby disclaims any dispositou
scvei-
jurisdiction, or control
over said island except for the
pacification thereof, and asserts
its detrnnination when that

GREATER THAN THE MISSISSIPPI

Canadian Geologists Tell of an Enor-
mous PreglaciSil River.
The lari“est river of any of
which there is any evidence in the
world, accordintfto a remarkble

Royal society of Canada at its late
tinif at Ottawa, was a great pre*
cial river in northern Canada,
says a dispatch to the New Yo

Sun. Dr. Robert Bell, who produced

scientific evidence of the correct-

ness of his discovery, pointed out
that ,it was generally admitted by
geologists that the continent of

North America immediately before

the glacial period stood at a much

higher elevation than at the present
time, amounting to, perhaps, be-
tween two and three thousand feet.

The inevitable result of this must

have been to change the river sys-

tems from what they now are, and
to create in the north a gigantic
river draining an area of over one-
third of the entire -continent of

North America, ahd forming a

drainage basin seven lames as large

as that of the St. Lawrence.

The central portion of the great
river was the middle of what is now
Hudson bay, as proved by the ex-
isting depressions of land in the
north of Canada and the great
depth of the center €f Hudson bay.
Its lower part di.scharged through
what is now Hudfjon straits into
Davis straits. It is also maintained

THE OROP OF NOVELS.

Fiction Forms the Majority of Manu»
scripts Sent to Publishers.
Novels form the largest part of the
book manuscripts received by pub-
lishing 1*ses. Out of 100 manu-
scripts peeked during a recent fort-
night a promin..mt publishing
firm spty-two wero novels. In an"
otherpase fifty-one out of 100 manu-
scripfc  submitted during three
weeki w”re novels. This same pub-
lisI*rtold me that sometimes the
percentage of novels would reach
75 per cent. This tendency for novel
writing is undoubtedly duo to the
fact that the greatest “hits” in the
the literary world are made with
novels, and this stimulates the
average w ri”* to work in this field.
Of all tLese novels it is plain to
be seen front the figures given in
the preceding paragraph that scores
must be written before one is accep-
ted, the percentage of success is de-
cided against him. During this in-
vestigation process I selected fif-
teen recently published novels is-
sued by six different houses, and I ;
learned that the entire number i
printed of these fifteen novels was!
41,000 copies, or about 2,700 copies j
of each. And in this fifteen 9,000
copies were printed of one novel—
really the only successful novel of
the lot. It ig safe to say that of
these fifteen novels, the average sale
of each will not reach 1,000 copies.
But giving that number to each,
the novel selling at $1; the author
would receive less than $100 for his
manuscript, deducting for mutilated
copies and those sent to the news-
papers, etc. 1 know case after case
where authors did not receive $50,
all told, as a return for a novel, and
eometimes very much less than that
