A Powertul ¥lying Squadmn For
Defense.

‘Washington, D. C, Juve 19.--It
was determiped by President McKin=-
ley.

meet Admiral Camara’s Cadiz fleet it
it comes acroes the Atlantic. The
squadron will be under the command of
Commodore Sehley and will be com-
posed of the fiest—class battl=ship Ore-
gon, which made cuch a record break-
ing trip from Sin Franasce; the flagship
Broowlyn, the cruiser New Orleans,
the cruiser Minnzapolis, the cruiser
(incinnati, The gunboat Newark, the
Yale or Harvard, ard pretably ene or
two otber vessels, The flying gquad-
ron will concentrate near San Juar,
Perto Rico, and await the appearance
of the Spamsh fleet,

NO CHANCES TO 3E TAKEN,

Camara will procesd further than the
Yanarieg, but no chances will be taken,
Scouts will be sent in all directions 1o
gnard every possible passege by which
Admiral Camara could tiy to ghp
throuch, The eastern eniraunce of the
Carribean sea and the ocean 10 the
north of Porto Riea will be patrolled
to prevent the Spauish Admiral from
entering Cuban ports.
