sociaiion in 1878 and attended nearly 
every meeting since. Because of his 
senioii^y f t  memlrerslip he was dubbed 
the “ patrilrch ot the ccnvention,” not­
withstanding he was among the young­
est looking men there.

W e noticed many changes and im- 
piovem rnts in Waynesville, though 
seme, things were still there to remind 
us of the visit fift( en yearv ago. The 
town lias grown greatly beyond its 
former self and has added largely to its 
business and enterprise.

I have irequently been asked h o w  

m u c h  paris green to be used to a bar­

rel of water to be used in spraying 

tobacco. I have niver used paris 

green myself but the Kentucky experi- 

meni station from which we. first got 

the idea of using paris green on tobac­

co after repeated experiments arrives 

at the conclusion that for the best re­

sults and tor the green ti be perfectly 

harmless to the tobacco or the consu­

mer ot the tobacco, use one p ound ot 

tlie green to one hundred and sixty 

gallons of water, or about one quarter 

of a pound to an average porfc barrel 

of water. F a n s  grren has been used 

very successfully w h e n  thus applied 

and it has been sho w n  that an adult 

would have to swallow about tour 

pounds ot tobacco at one time to c;et a 

fatal duse. M o r e  than this quantity 

while it miaht not be dangerous at all 

to the user yet it might burn or other­

wise damage the ylaat. It is said to 

be a sure poison tor the flea beetle, the 

CLost serious of tobacco pes‘,s. It wilf 

kilUiie b o m  w o r m  and grasshopper ag 

well ̂ n d  w hen w e  get rid ot these three 

the bugaboo oí tobacco cultu-e is de­

stroyed.
