Farmer Kept Books.

P

John I* Benton planted last
vear a crop of cotton and one of |
tomatoes. Ha put six acres in cot-
ton, made five bales and market-
ed it for $135. He kept strict ac-
count of all expenses, his. own
labor ard everything, and found
that on his cotton he had made a
clear gain of $12.60 Three acres
were planted 1 tomatces, pro-
ducing about 900 bushels, which
was a poor crop. From the three
acres he sold $4°5 worth. Mr.
Benton likewise kept striet ae-
eount of all expenses of prodacing
this crop. Until the time of can-
ning, he put the price «f laber as
the same as other farm labor, but
daring the work of cauning he
put the price higher, regarding it
as somewhat skilled labor. Only
he and his two little boys worked
at 1t, and one dollar per day was
allowed each, and after all ex-
pense had been counnted there was
a net profit of $128 on the tomato
crop. Mr. Benton’s experience is
a biz object lerson  Tn the work
of saving his tomatoes he uses a
caaning outfit which he is agent
for and sells complete for $10, to-
gether with 100 caus. His idea is
for our tarmers to make all the
cotton and corn they can, but also
seve the vegstables. He does this
work after crops are laid by when
many peonle occupy their time in
making cider. He considers that
the ordimary farwer has enough
fruit and vegetab'ss to put up
5,000 or 10,000 cans, without any
cost whatever worth considering-
It is not necessary for any one to
undertake it on a large scale, a3
the secret is not to put up so much
but to putit up with as lttle
cost as possible, so that the com-
petition will not prevent profite
aceruing to the small ones. He
thioks further, that by combining
their products intc large quanti-
ties, farmers can find ready sale
for all that may be put up, even
if every manin the county were
toengage in it. He thinks, of
course, that it will not do for a
orop, but by putting in the spare
time and saving the otherwise
waste a rich reward may pe reap-
ed. We learnthat many of our
