The 
future plans of this government are nut 
yet known, but it is likely our troops 
will be withdiawn from Cuba and sent 
to Ports Rico.

D escnbing  the  E n g ag em en t Oft 
Santiago.

Mr. W . I. Pender, d  this town, who 
was one ut the crew of the Merrimac 
before that boat was sunk to block the 
channel at Santiago, and who wpg 
trdDsferred l!o the crew of the Marble - 
head, writes another interesting letter 
to a friend here «At home from which 
we are permitted to make some extracts 
for R e f l e c t o r  readers. This letter 
bears date of July 3rd, and was written 
oa Sunday af crnoon after the destruc­
tion of the Spanish fleet.

The letter describes the* scene as 
tbiilling and awful. The whole coast 
during the fight seemed as Dante pic­
tures «be “ Infernal Regions,’* with the 
sea on fire, the smoke of torment as­
cending from the very boweis ot the 
deep, the deafening roar as if the earth 
had blo'vn up from the centre, fire and 
smoke bursting Irom the sides of all the 

)war ships in a fury that was appalling, 
the sea purple with blood of the dead 
and wounded. Mr. Pender says des­
cription of the scene'is impossible and 
he never wants to see the like again.

He speaks of the horrors of the war 
and the great distresi of the Cubans 
and the refugees from Santiago. Starv­
ed almost to fimishing, naked, no 
shelter, and always expecting to be 
slaughtered i hey are a picture pitiable 
to look upon.

The Marblehead is engaged in taking 
mines from the harbtr at Guantanamo 
and will soon be taking them out d  the 
Santiago harbor. All the American 
soldiers, he says, are recklessly brave 
and daring in the fight, but kind and 
humane to the Spanish prisoners and 
refugees who are astonished that they 

not killed when entering the

any mercy to the SpaniArds falling into 
thMr hands, when their homes hiave 
been ruthlessly destroyed, their fami­
lies brutally outraged, stripped and 
murdered, and children—infants—tak­
en up on bayonets thrust through and 
and through and earned in insolen^ 
savagery as trophies of their wicked, 
cruel, bloodthirsty brutality.

The torpedo boats of the navv had a 
regular carnival after the capture of 
Cervera and the destruction of his fleet 
and the killing of hundreds ot the sea­
man who floated around the Marble­
head, with the sharks and other cadav-. 
erous monsters of the sea chasing and 
destroying the dead and wounded. On 
all the boats the soldiers raised biooms 
over the smoke stacks locicating a 
“clean sweep.’' A  large shark was 
taken on board the Marblehead with a  | 
dead ¡Spaniard, half dozen Marine 
knives and a machete in its stomach. 
Walter has one of these knives and the 
machete as a trophy and he will bcnl 
them 'to his best girl back in the Old 
North State. The teeth of the Span­
ish seaman taken from the shark were 
distributed among the crew, Walter 
getting the left eye toot., to his lot. 
His valuables were turned over to the 
officers and a detent sea bariil was giv­
en his body.

Thousands ot scraps of the Vizeaya 
were eagerly sought by the American 
soldiers as souvenirs and trophies of the 
great battled The flag of the Colon is 
regarded as the most elaborate of its 
kind in the Spanish navy and will be 
sent to the war department a* VV ash, 
ington. Groat distinctio'» will doubt­
less be conferred upon Caot. Wain- 
right, of the Gloucester, the brave fel­
low, who received Admiral Cervera 
and treated him with a courtliness that 
won the esteem of the gray haired 
Spaniard and caused him to shed tears. 
When Admiral Cervera learned that, 
Commander W sinnght was one uf the 
crew of the ill fated Maine, his con. 
gratulations of the brave officer brought 
him to a flood ot tears in which all the 
crew of tbs Gloucester joined.

Walter s.iys he longs for a milk 
shake from Shelburn’s a n d  a smile 
from his Greenville girl, and appreci­
a te s  a copy of T h e  R e f l e c t o r  as 
much as he would a gold bond of our 
government. He says nothing can be 
bought there with ‘ Uncle Sam’s” 
money. In fact there is nothing to sell 
i i  Cuba except skeletons of Cubans 
and Spanish s-oldiers.

grand. Occasionally a dead Spaniard 
who has been shot by some Cuban sol­
dier, is washed dowm in the tórrenos, 
and a rush is made to obtain whatever
may be found on his body in the way of 
relics. A pair of handsome gold spurs 
were recently taken from the body ot a 
scout who belonged to one ot the oldest 
royal {0.milies of Spain. They were 
found by a Texan belonging to Roose­
velt’s rough riders and were sent to 
Hon. W. J . Bry>.o, our next President.

Other thrilling incidents are related 
in Walter’s interesting letter. He is 
becoming a h**ro in the Spaniib-Amer- 
lean war and the people at home are 
proud of the record he is making.

Put a tw o 'cen t revenue stamp 
on every chock or sight daft.

Cancel the stamp by writing on 
it with ink ycur initials aud date.

Put a twf-oent stamp on every 
inland bill of exchange, time drafts 
promissory : ote or money order
for each $i^b.

Pay one cen t extra on each tele­
graph message seo,-

Pay eight cents per $100 on each 
life insurance policy, unless taken 
on the iadu^ria l weekly payment 
plan, when the charge lu  per 
cent of the first weekly paymeni.

Pay 2'» cents on each one-year 
lease, 50 cents on alease  between 
one and three years, and SI on a 
lease exceeding three years,

Pay 25 cents on each mortgage 
between $1,000 and $1,500, and 25 
cents on each $500 additional.

Pay 10 cents extra every time 
you occupy a seat or berth  in a 
parlor or sleeping car.

Pav a tax ranging from 75 cents 
to $15 per $100 on legacies aboye 
$10,000, according to the total 
value-

pay 50 cents tax on a surety 
bond.

Pay one cent a pint om wines. 
Pay[25 cents on each protested 

note.]
