Surrender Complieted and Stars

Washington, July 18—The suspense
over the surrender of the Spanish forces
at Santiago to the American army has
passed, and on Sunday morning the
Spanish colors were lowered and the
American flag raised over the city.

After the agreement to surrender had
been anounced there was much Jelay
and parleying over terms. General
Toral wanted all the arms of the Span-
ish soldiers returned with them to
Spain. The American government
declined to accede to this but decided
tha: the arms will be retained by this
government. The number ot Spanish
soldiers under the surrender is 24,000,
and these will be transported to Spaine

Tom Wilks and some others manifested
their approval of the resolutions as the
reading progressed.

This resolution created much npeasi”
ness among Bernard, Moore and tie
other slate crowd and they were seen
to do some hasty conferrine.
