TL .Í B ritish  North Borneo H erald  de­

scribes the  new island which was re­
cently  th row n up by volcanic action on 
the coast between Mempakoi and Lum- 
bidan. The island, which is about for­
ty-five feet high, 250 yards long and  150 
yards broad, has a very peculiar ap ­
pearance. i t  is chiefly an upheaval of 
the sea bottom, but at the  highest point 
i t  presents  entirely different features. 
H ere the surface of the sea .bottom 
has been broken through from below 
and a mud crater formed, which has 
evidently  been forcibly squeezed up 
th rough  a circular hole in the  bedrock 
fu r th e r  down.

T he mud crater pre.sents the  form of 
a  cone with  the top and side in places 
fallen in; the portions rem ain ing  in ­
ta c t  show  plainly, by th(3 smooth s t r i ­
ated sides, the rffortH of ’ s(|ueezing 
th rough  the rock. 'I'he cone at ins vis­
ible base is perhaps twenty yards in 
d iam eter  and .surrounded at about 
th ir ty  yards distance by a  clrculai 
te rrace  a few feet high, which sugge.sti 
th a t  a  little more presaure from be­
low would have resulted in a far larg­
er cone being throw n uj?j T here  i t  a 
lot of bubbling going on in  various 
crack» and holes em itting  gas, which 
flares up when a match is applied and 
continues to burn.
