Since the
intreduction cf tcbacco culture in Pitt
countieg- and- the
establishment of a rrarket in Greenville
many changes have been noted, and|
improvements of a permanent nature
haye added to Gicenville’sgrowth and
developuent.

None have watched with keener
interest and delight the gradual growth
to permanence of the tobacco industry
of this section than has the editor of
Tue Rerrecror. Long prior to the
opening of & warehouge here we realiz—
ed thas with the growing interest in
tobacco culture in Pitt county it was
only aquestion of a short time before
a market here would be an 1mperative
necessity, and we commenced to advo-
cate the building of a warehouse,
Wken the first warehouse was built we
ghowed out loyalty and interest in the
home market by pecuniary sacrifice mn
refusing advertisiry matter from other
markets which we considered injurious
or damaging to the uowe market. So
we repeat, tbat it aticrded none grester
gralification an{ pleasuie than us in the
success und achievewents the market
has made. '

Greenville has been a tobacco market
now since 1891, The 23rd day of
September of that year the old Green-
ville warehouse was opened. Theres
were no prize houses, but ina short
while the Greenville Warehouse Co.
erected a small prize bouse in the rear
of the warehouse, and with these ad-
yantages the Greenville market began
its existence,

Greenville bas not mada the blow
and bluster that some of her siste
markets in the east have n;ade, but
steadily and gradually 1t has moved on
and up until todav it is one the best
and finest markets o the State, It has
taken a great dealot hard work and
the expenditure of vast sums of money
to vuild the market, but those in charge
of it were men of grit aud determina-
tion. This, with théd superior quality
of the tobacco, bas interested and
drawn tobacconists here frem the large
centers, and now there 1s es full and
thercugh complement ¢t represantative
tobacco men here as can b: found on
any market.

1t is conceded that Yitt and Gieene
counties produce the brightest tobacco
of any of the eastern counties, and the
farmers of these gections haye a market
right Lere in Greenville where tobacco
buyers have come and located to get
this very kird of tobacco. We say it
withcut fear of successtul contrzdiction
that the Greenville market pays on an
average more money per pound for the
tobacco sold thun any market in th®
Southern States, and the clhallenge to
proveto the contrary is bereby threw
tothe world. We would like 10 ee then
comj arison made jrst for Greenville’s
benefit.

The fourth
year Forbes & Moye built the Plan-
ters wareaouse, and a four story
prizery was built by Bernard & Hooker.
That year the narket gold about three
and a balt millions pounds. The Kfth
year Rountree, B'own & Co, built the
Star warehonse and a prize house.
Otlier prize houses were buill the same
year by O, Hooker and by the end of
that season' five million pounds were
gold on the Greenville market. The
sixth year the market rold a little cver
six million pounds.

Aithough last year there was u big
redyction in acreage,-Greenvi ‘made
considerable gain over them
yesr, selling nearly seven million
pounds. It begins the eighth year
under more promising prospects than
ever before, Another warehouse, the
Farmers, larger tuan any of the others,
is nearing completicn, and several
moedern steam plants will soon be com-
pleted.

If the recently officially announc
ed 1ntention to send Commodore
Watson’s fleet to Spain was not a
bluff, why in the name of commoa
gense is the official announcement
pow made that the sending of the
fleet to Spain has been indefinitely
postposed? Onlya small portion
of the powerful fleet we now have

in Cuban waters will be neede s in
the campaigao agawnst Porto Rico,

which was cpened by the landing
of Gen, Miles and the troops with
him on Porto Rican soil, news of
which has just reacued Washing-
ton. Atnotime since the war
started, could so mapy of oar
* ggrongent fighting sh.ps be spared
to go to Spain as r.gnt now. This
was acknowledged by Secretary
Lopg in conversation with afrieaa
who was trying to find out why
the floet had not gone to Soain.
A Senator who is very friendly
with Mr. McKinley said on the
subject: *‘The official announce-
ment of the craers to Commodore
Watson, several weeks ago was
unquestionably made to bluff
Spain into begging for peace, snd
pow that Mr. McKinley bas in-
formation vbat the bluff hauserved
its purpose, he has cavsed it to ve
publicly announced that the sail-
1ng of the fleet had been postpou-
ed, in order that Spain may acl.”
“But,” said anotlLer Senator, “sap
pose that Spain doesn’t ask for
peace,what then?” “Then” said
the first Senator laughingly, “I
suppose the biuff will be reveat-
ed” *“Well,” apswered Nu, 2
“that sort of a thing is a little too
Spanish to suit me; I beleve thas
itis the duty cof the aaministyy-
tian to fight this war o a close ut

the carliest possible moment. Tn
trickery, we can never unove (o

equal tho Spaniards, and Ishould
be ashawmed to be an Awmerican if
we could. We canlickthem eve-
ry day in the week, when 1t comes
to fignting, and the soouner we
send the fleet over there to fight
them at home, the sooner we shall
have peace.”

The administraion is showing
a disposition to make Gen. Shaf-
ter bear all the blame for the break
with Gen. Garcia and his army of
Cuban insurgents, although it 1
not danied that, as a whole, what
Garcia complained of was the re-
sult of Shafter's carrying out or-
ders given in Washington. It is
claimed that he should huye jol-
Ied Garcia sufficiently to have
made him believe that he was at
least being consuited about what
was being done. The vlain truth

that the admiustration doeen’t
want to quarrel with the 1nsur-
gents, although it hias been fully
determined that the goverument
of Cuba shall not be turned over
to them at the close ot the war,
unless they can get a majority of

~ the residents of Cuba, ‘o declare
by their yotes in their favor. It
willing to feed and“elothe the

insargents and keep them sup
plied with arms and ammunition
witkout being too exacting as to
the military duties they shall per”
form, but to go no farther. That
the Cabans should not be models
either as soldiers or statesmen, i8

Shafter, 18 not clear, bat it is pmbl
ably because he was the Presi-
dent’s friend &nd aoctor, and wan'
ed the place. A jump from Cap’
tain to Brigadier General1s cer-
tainly very extraordinary, even
when one is as brave as Geueral
Wood has proved himself to be
and is the President’s doctor and
friend.

Effect of Music on Hair,
