A P ra y e i to  the  God W ho A venges

An interesting editorial in the 
Vicksburg, Miss,, Herald is as tollcws;

“A translation has been made of a 
r'-markable prayer, offered by the con­
gregation of the ‘House of Jacob,’ at a 
special [service held at the ‘ /Vail ot 
Wailing,’ in Jerusalem. I t  is an invo­
cation asking victory fjr  the United 
States in ihe war with Spain. The 
closing sentence is a vivid recognition 
of the Divine claim of vengeance as 
well as a token of the vital memory in 
which the Jewish people treasure up 
their wrong-doers:

“Avenge the blood ot Thy servant* 
that has been shed by a cruel nation 
and crush thine enemies forever, in 
order that it may be known among all 
the inhabitants of the earth that Thcu 
our God; art a righteous Judge be­
tween the nations, and that all the 
tyrants Shall recqgnizs Thy power and 
the glory of Tby kingdcm. For Thou»
O God, art the King ot the universe. 
And may a Redeemer come unto Zion. 
Amen.’

“ In all the centuries ot categories [of 
cruelties and oppressions meted out to 
the children of the House of Jacob, 
those they guttered in Spain 400 y^ars 
ago surpass all since the massacre by 
the Reman Emperors. Why should 
they not rejoice, and read in the 
slaughters in the China and the Carib 
bean seas, a verification of their faith 
in the vengeance of the Almighty ?”

It is not an insignificant fact that the 
historians admit that Spain’s deca­
dence had its beginnings in the expul- 
giuii of the Jews from her borders, after 
she bad persecuted them with ail the 
tortures of tbc inquisition. I t  was the 
sawing off ot thelimb< upon which she 
saU i t  WiiS a suicidal act, but bigotry 
is always blind to its own interests. 
The Jews, with their splendid thriit, 
energy, ability and intellect—the 
traders, the ship-owner?, the bankers ol 
the country—were Ihe very life of 
Spain. That act ot Spain’s is without 
the shadow of a doubt down on the 
Books ot the Righteous Judge. I t 
does not seem that it could be a mere 
accident ot blind chance that one of the 
court of inquiry which passes upon the 
Cause ot the blowing up ot the United 
States battleship Maine iu Havana 
harbor was Judge Advocate Adolph 
Marix, a splendid type ot the Hebrew 
race and a paiiiotic servant ot the 
United Sutes, now iu command ot one] 
of her war vessels. There seems rather 
to be a very peculiar fitness in the cir­
cumstance.

The news from Gen. Miles is entire­
ly satisfactory, as far as it goes. Hs 
had no trouble in lending on Porto 
Rico early this week, without the loss 
a man, and his force is being daily in­
creased by new ai rivals. The expec­
tation at the War Department is that 
he will get his campaign actually start­
ed within a week.

Admiral Sampson’s report of tne 
fight thatresulted in wiping out C er- 
yera's feet was received by the Navy 
Department and made public thia week 
I t  is more satisfactory to Commodore 
Schley’- friends, than was the cablegram 
sent the day of the fight, which seem­
ed to indicate an intention on Samp­
son's part to appropriate to himself 
credit that properly belonged to Schley. 
Uis official report does not take any 
thing from Schley to which he is enti­
tled but it seem? to indicate an unwil- 
lingnebs to give him all that he earned 
by the daring manner in which he 
fought the Brooklyn against sbipg 
that were her euperior inarmamenh 
However, Schley gives no sigo of this 
in his report to the Admiral , u his 
reference to the victory being “ l̂ ig 
enough for all of us” was a sly dig at 
Sampson. A notable feature of the 
reports of Commodore Schley and Cap­
tains Evans and Clark was their high 
praise of the officers and crews of the 
Brooklyn, Texas and Oregon tor then 
conduct in the battle.

Official dispatches from Gen. Shatter 
Out the contentions of those who 

have be#n claiming right along that the 
cases of yellow fever in our army were 
much more numerous than anything 
given out by the War Department in­
dicated. More than 2400 of Shafter’s 
men, about ten per cent ot them are 
now down with tbe fever, and more 
iban five hundred who have had the 
fever have returned to duty.

According to Shafter’s statement, 
that fit 0̂ sulks in which Gen, Garcia 
took himself and his iusurgents away 
from the vicinity of our army was inev­
itable, since Garcia asked for more 
than Shafter had any authority to give 
him, in the way of cffipial recognition 
for himself and the government he rep 
resents.

TRUE MORAL STRENGTH.

No ManlineM In Adhering to Virtues Which
Are in Harmony With the Diepoaitiou.
I t  l9 not only unmanly, says Charles 

Folien Palmer in “Inebriety,” but 
mean-spirited, for the intemperate 
man to declare that, although he is 
weak on the one point of getting 
drunk, he is especially strong on oth­
er 'temptations; that, although he 
gives away to Inebriety, he does 
not do so in other vices, such as 
gambling, lying, stealing, taking un­
due advantages of another in a bar­
gain, scandal-mongering, bear false 
witness, adultery and the like. He de­
ceives himself and attempts to de­
ceive others when he says so, for he 
knows that he does not exercise any 
strong force of moral resistance to 
these, and that the reason he does not 
yield to them is because he has no 
strong tendencies or inclinations in 
such directions. If  they possessed 
one-half the power over him that 
drink does, he would yield to every 
one of them. There is no manliness 
in adhering to virtues which are in 
harmony with the disposition—no 
moral advancement whatever; for it 
might be harder to gamble than not' 
to gamble, to take advantage of an­
other than not to do so, to comm|t 
adultery than to subdue the prudent 
fear of consequences, to steal than not 
to steal.

The truth i« that he will exhibit 
greater moral strength in fighting 
against his one great temptation, 
drink, than In any other direction, 
and it is in this one direction that his 
restoration to the full stature o f man 
is to come.

The temperance zealot, lacking the 
appetite or desire for liquor, may be 
much less-the man, as far as drink 
goes, than the inebriate who resists 
his craving for drink five times out of 
ten; and so it Is with every virtue in 
the calendar. We are only strength­
ened, developed, and made rightful 
clalments and possessors of the title 
and dignity of manhood by our suc­
cessful fightings with every form of 
weakness.

A large number of men and women 
go through life with the credit of be­
ing manly men and moral women, who 
have never had the temptation suffi- 
cienily strong and potent for a kitten 
not to resist on the score of impro­
priety, and who yet fail to resist even 
thaaa.

In eb riety  In th e  Younsf.
It sometimes happens, says Charles 

Folien Palmer in “Inebriety,” that evi­
dences of inebriety exhibit themselves 
very early in life. If this be the case 
it shows unmistakably that the youth 
la organically unbalanced, that hi« 
brain centres are disturbed, and that 
all effeminate treatment will be only 
adding to the intentlty of tho dis­
ease. There must be no delay, no 
Indulgence, in the hope that he will 
see the error of his ways, and amend 
of his o|V'n moral violation, and the 
same association and home discipline 
can be maintained.

The environment must be broken 
Immediately, and the patient regarded 
not as a wilful violator of decency, of 
religion and the sacred home, to be 
punished for his wilful sinning, but as 
one who hae suddenly developed eymp- 
toms of a  dangerous mental malady 
which requires immediate restorative 
measures to cure. And as the only 
known cure of disease of the nervous 
mental organization, Involving the loss 
of self-control and the power of moral 
reslstaice, is by strengthening the self- 
control by thoroughly building up tl c 
general health of mind and body, - ;  
Immediate steps should be taken t ) 
carry out every tvallable plan of doi: 
this, continually bearing In mind ib t 
the new training and treatment mi t 
begin a t the foundation and be vt > 
pa<}u»l. ^
