But to make religion free. costs

There are those to whom more
than ‘the widow’s mite' given to the
church would mean doing without
some absolute necessity of life. The
penny of such a one is the most wel-
come gift to any church the most noble
coffering which any one can make. But
from those who can give more than a
penny, and who are giving only the
penny, such an offering is an insult to
God and to His church, and the soon-
er people see the matter in this hard,
true light the better. I am almost
tempted to say that the great majority
of churches could, with perfect justice,
rule out the penny from their offer-
ings. Were this done the nickel would
be the prevailing offering, and to how
few persons, when one stops to consid-
er the question, would such an offer-
ing be a hardship or an impossibility?
A yearly offering of two dollars and
gixty cents, calculating that one at-
tended church once each Sunday, cr
twice, with one offering of five cents,
would galvanize the church finances of
this country.”
