The first time any part of a de­
ceased Senator’s funWal expense'^ 
was paid out of the public fund 
yzas on the occasion of the death 
of John Gaillard, of South Caro­
lina, who died February 26, 1826. 
Two ether Senators died that 
vpar—.Nicholas Van Dyke, of Del­
aware, May 19* and .loseoh Mcll- 
va*n«, of Jersey, August 19' 
The average public expense in­
curred on account of these three 
doaths $292.47.

Within the next 2 2  years—from 
1820 to 1847» inclusive—27 Sena­
tors died, aud the remains 01 11 
of them were interred at the gov­
ernment’s expense. The average 
expenditure  in those cases was 
$618*89- From 1848 to 1867, in­
clusive. 28 Senators lied, and l8 
of them were buried by the Sen­
ate at an averfige expenditure of 
$1,26513. The record from 1869 
to 1894 shows SO deaths in the 
Senate, apd all but five of these 
were the occasion of more or less 
outlay of public money, the ag­
gregate amounting to $08,849.96, 
an average of $2,754.

In all up to 1894, there were 54 
inierraeiiti from and bv the Sen­
ate, and the la“»t 13 cost more, by 
$4,139.82, than all of the other 41- 
The toi%l amount of public mon­
eys extended on account of sena­
torial fonerals, np to 1894, is $100,* 
234.18, ranging from $4 50 in one 
case to $21,322.55 in anothtr. The 
average is $1,856,37.

Twenty-six out of Ihirty-fivs

Craven is a large conaty and its 
tarmers are much above the aver - 
age intelligence aod capacity to 
govern.
