Bryant became 
abusive; first calling the conduc­
tor a d-n fool and then applying 
one of the vilest epithets that the 
English language affords* Mr* 
Furch told Bryant th a t he must 
shut up or get off. B ryant snrang 
lown from the car and drew a po- 
iceman’s billy, with which he said 

he would ‘‘maul h—1 out of the 
conductor” and whip anybody who 
came at him. “If  I  can’t whip 
you with that,” saia ĥ *, “I  will 
with this, ' and he drew from his 
pocket a pistol and thrust it into 
Mr. Furch’s face.

This is the testimony as givpn 
by Mr. Furch and substantiated 
by five eye witnesses. B ryant 
tried to make it appear that when 
he drew his pistol he was about to 
be attacked by the motormen of 
two cars, who had their control­
lers in their hands. All the wit­
nesses swore there was no indi­
cation of such an attack. The mo­
tormen had the controllers be­
cause they were carrying them to 
the other end of the cars, and are 
required by the rules of the com­
pany to keep them in their hands 
until transferred. Mr* Furch is 
one of the most quiet ana inoffen­
sive conductors of the service. 
The warrant against B ryant was 
first sworn out in Justice McGow­
an’s court, but Bryant went before 
Justice Banting and had himself 
arrested. Deputy Sheriff Ashe, 
colored, served the warrant and, 
after the tr ia l  went on his bond 
for $50 for his appearance a t tbe 
Criminal Court in October. B ry­
ant will continue to serve as a 
deputy sheriff.

A G ross O utrage

The Wilmington Star of yestei- 
Ray tells of a higb-handed out­
rage committed there Saturday 
n igh t by Edward Bryant, a negro 
deputy sheriff, upon D. K. Fnrch, 
A street railway conductor- I t  is 
probably the most disgraceful of 
all the shameful incidents that 
have distinguished, for scandalous 
arrogance and insolence, the pres­
e n t Russell Republican negro 
regime in W^ilmington and New 
Hanover connty.

The evidence was that Deputy 
Sheriff Bryant boarded the street 
car of which Mr. Furch was con­
ductor.

Bry­
an t told him that be had no tick­
e t, no money and no transfer, but 
was going to ride on the car. Mr. 
F urch  told him be could not ride 
unless he paid his fare. As soon 
a s  be finished getting fares Mr. 
Furch relLrned to Bryant and told 
him  be must hand over bis fare or 
be  put off. He signalled the mo- 
torm an to stop About that time 
Mr* Furch noticed a transfer in 
B ryant’s hand, apd said, “Why 
d o n ’t 7<m g its  me that transfer

The war stamp tax will remain 
on the statute books indefinitely. 
I t  is not saying too much, per­
haps, to assert that the new rev“ 
enue measure, in its essential fea­
tures, may never be repealed. 
Doubtless a strong effort will be 
made to abolish the war tax next 
winter, and some features of it 
may be eliminated, but t.ie a t­
tempt to repeal the entire meas­
ure w in prove a failure.

The Treasury Departm ent baa 
been agreeably surprised at the 
income from the measure. The 
revenue derived under its proyi- 
pions have been more than twice 
as great as w'as calculated. 8o 
vast have been the sums that roll­
ed into the Treasury that tho D e­
partment can announce that there 
will be no more bonds issued. The 
bill authorizes the Secretary to 
issue four hundred millions of 
bonds. Tw*' hundred millions 
have been issued. The rem ain­
der will not bo printed.

I t ¡8 probable that some modi­
fications of the law will be made 
at the n e tt session. One of the 
provisions of the law that will 
ceitiinly be repealed is iho oner­
ous and unnecessary tax on col­
lateral for notes. The tax on a 
note, and the additional tax on ail 
collateral for the note above one 
thousand dollars, together with 
the tax for the accompaD>ing 
power of attorney, is entirely too 
heavy. This is, perhaps, the fefl(. 
ture of the law that causes the 
most adverse comment.

made with the Angora goats, and the 
results indicate that the breeding of 
them will be profitat^c section
where sheep are successfully raised. 
These goats breed and mature about 
the same time as sheep and require 
much the same treatment. “ The fleece 
of the Angora goat is worth about 
twenty per cent more than that of 
sheep, and their flesh is considered by 
epicures as superior to mutton. They 
do sell better than sheep, as the meat 
Is worth about the same price, and the 
pelt much fhore. Angoras and sheep 
may be raised together, as they never 
cross breed.
