Result of Giving Negro Politicians
Military Cemmissions

The negro soldiers at Fort Macon
camp witkin the past week have given
unmistakable evidence of a dispogition to
involve the white people Zof this city m
a riot, and but for *he calm discretion of
the ciyil authorities of this community
their insolence and disorderly conduct
would have precipitated a conflict on
more than one occasion. They bave
been allowed all ths privileges of civil
jane—to roam at large all over this
city in squads of five to twenty, unac-
companied by any commissioned officer,
to drink liquor, quarrel and fight
ameng themselves and with others; to
remain away from tbe camp oyer nights
reveling i1 places of disrepute outside
of the city limits ; to trave! back and
forth on railroad trains, Indeed :hey
don’t seem to have been under any
military digcipline during the past two
weeks. The7 bhave been allowed to
go where they pleased and to do as

| they might please, while the colonel in

command, Jarmes H. Yourg, was off in
o

' Raleigh and elsewhere attendiog peli-

cal meetings,

The people of this town have for-
borne to make any complaint of the
conduct of the soldiers, and have suf-
fered some indignities at their handg,
end even in the interest of peace, the
civil authorities have allowed to pass
ap parently unnoticed cenduct for which
a citizen of the community would have
been arrested and vunisled. Forbear-
ance, however, ceased to be a virtue to
restiain the eivil authorities on Satur-
dav last when cne Green Carter, of
Cowpany A. came into towr iull of
blockade corn liquor and attempted te
“pain* the town red.” He was prompt-
ly arrested and carried to “the lock-up”
and imprisoned. Soon  therestter
another big blue coated burly member
of the same company conclaced to
“clean out the town.” He was seized
by a policeman, but bcing a much
stronger man phyacally, svcceeded in
wresting limself away from the young
cfficer and made bis esape to tee Fort.
During the excitement dcwn town,
scme perscn wens to the gaard house,
knccked cft the deor und lock wnd
liberatea Carter and he escaped to tke
Fort.

Upon being wferred of the escape of
the proisuer, Mayor Wallace sent the
city marshal and a deputation of two o,
three as-istants acroes rhe sound to the
camp and requested Col. Young to
surrerder the soldier into their hands
tor tial.  This request wa., comphed
with and Green (arter was brought
cud tred. He was eonvicted and
sentenced (o pay a fine of $40 orgo ‘o
jail tor 60 days.

METET

During tke irterview Charles Shep~-
berd, ol Morehead, accused of assisting

' the other soldier, (who bore the name

of Aberrethy), to escape, was srrested
and tried! He was also convicted and
sentenced to pay a fine ot $20 or go to
jail for 30 days. Not being able to
pay the fine, the marshal was instruct-
¢h to take Green over to jail, and on
the way to stop at the camp and give
the officials at the camp the option of
paying his fine for hiw. On the ar-
rival of the party at the camp, they
were surrounded by several huudred
negroeg, ond it was evident that they
intended to rescue their negro comrade
and mob the cfficers, The latter,
theretore, on the advice of Col. Young
~who said be would bave them ade-
quately punished—turned the con-
demned man over to the military au-
thorities,

Such advice as that given by lounq

was evidence that he had no power|

‘available to ’eo/ntml the ang:y, resent-

tul, savage mob under his command. It
was a confession of his weakness and
an endorsement of their lawlessness. If
he had any disposition to prevent trou-

ble between the men under kis com-
mand, he would not sllow them to
come over here by scores, by fifties,
and untilone or two hundred were
marching up and down the principle
streets of the city, insolently d:fying
the authority of our city governmert,
and insultmg our citizens by their
impudence and ogen-ive langvage and
conduct. Col. Young should allow
ne squad ct men to leave the camp un-
accompanted by a commissioved efficer,
and under no circumstancas should they
be allowed to loiter around the iown
and drink whiskey, They are becom-
ing an intolerable nuisance, andif not
restrained will cause much trouble in

this locality.
TWO MORE OUTRAGES.

On Saturdy night a white gentleman
of {his town on his way home was ac-
costed by a negro man in regulaticn uni-
torm and was forced at the muzzle of 4
pistol to pilot the negro towards the
house of a certain colored waman. The
gen*ieman misled the soldier and when
in front of his und'e’s residence said to
the negro, “Here is the place,” and
rapped on the door, His urcle opened
the door and the gentlemen seizing the
oppertumty to escape from the negro
sprany inside and slammed the door in
T'he negro seated
himself on the piazza and remained
there for sowe time and then left. The
night being exceedinz dark and stormy
the old gentlemam of the house, while
he knew the negrc was oun the piazz»,

the soldier’s face,

was discreet enmough noi tc venture
outside to attempt to arresc him.

Worte still. On Monday morning
about 8 o'clozk a lady, the wife of a

 highly respected geatlemar, went down |

to the shore or Middle sound, about
one hundred yords in rear of her heme
to gather some oyeters. While there
three negro soldiers came suddenly o
her and extending their hands asked her
10 shake hand with them. This, of
course, she declined to do and turned
to run toward homwe, whereupon they
offered tle most insulting indigmties,
calling upon her to witness indecent ex-
posures of their persons. Thelady ran
screaming home, and the negrces fled
in another direction. Defore any male
assistance could be had the negroes had
made good their escape—fortunately
for them !

These may be considered outrages
of minor importance when viewed by
the infernal gang who now control the
affairs of gc vernment, but there is &
day coming when white men will take
the law in their own handsand defend
their homes and loved ones.—Mor ~
head City Piict.

missioners. It is very great,
but I shall domy best to win
the approval of the country.”
Gen. Buler said the Commission
would go to Havana on a war-
ship upon which they will for

la time make their headquar-

Senator Allison, who is not-
ed as one of theshrewdest dod
gersdn his party, has declined
toserve as a Peace Commission-
er, probably because he was
afraid that he wounld be com-
pelled to put himself on record
for or against something.

“The feeling in the west is
universal that where the flag
has been raised, it must not
come down. Therefore, as re-
spects a coaling station or a
commercial base, there is lit-
tle difference of opinion.

| the entire archipelago, the pub

lic mind is not made up. I find
men talking for and against
such a proposition. I do not
believe that two-thirds of the
Senate would vete for a treaty
that retained the entire group,
and yvet 1 am certain that we
could not get two-thirds to rat-

jify atreaty that surrenlered

everything. Consequently, we
we will hold something—just

thow much no one can say.”

This leaves Mr. Allison entire-
lv free to take whatever side
of the question he may decide
to be the most popular and is
in that respect strictly Alliso-
nian.

Fitz Lee made for-
mal announcement of his can-
didacy for the United States
Senate, although the campaign
will not actually be fought un-
til next year. Senator Martin
is a candidate for re-election.

Chemieal Prints in Darkness.

Here is a way to take a picture in the
dark: Draw a picture on a piece of
paper, using sulphate of quinine in
making the outlines. Expose the pa-
per to the sun for a few minutes; then
place the paper facs down on a piece
of sensitive paper, like that used by
photographers, and place the two
sheets between the leaves of a book,
If the sheets are removed from the
book a few hours later you will find
that an exact reproduction of the draw-
ing will have been impressed on the
sensitive paper. Designs of any sort
can be copied in this way, or you may
trace over a printed picture or design
with sulphate of quinine and by the'
same process produce a faithful copy
of the print. Try it.
