Tybe island, Ga,, Aug 19, 1898+

DEeAR REFLECTOR:
When I first came here 1 wrote you

a letter of six or seven pages. I laid
it down and went out for drill and
when I came back I could not finc it.
The supposition is that Vernan Has-

kett or Jim Johnson eatit. I bave
not felt like visiting since.
When we first came here we tound

Battery F. 1st Artillery and Company
A, 2nd N. C. Voiunteers here. Battery
F., is heavy arullery and was staticued
only a f+w huodred yards from our
camp.

The fort is nc? yet completed, but as
it now is would give a Spaniard & warm
reception. Four great 8 inch disap-
pearing guns can show their muzzles at
the mouth of Savanpah river at very
short notice, and Uncle Sam has two
13 inch guns pearly ready to assist their
8 inch sisters. These 13 ineh guns are
39 faet long and are already here. [
would not care to be 39 miles from
ther mouths when they get ready to
- 1speak.

Between here and Savonnah is Fort
I don’t know exactly how
wel. it i fortified, but scms of \he boys,
who have been up there, say there are
vome of the improved guns and several
old #ime pieces and a river check full
of mines ready to show any enemy
how the Maine felt.

We have just finished moving in
camp nearer the sea- We are now in
a stone’s thiow of the Atlantic. Wwe
were epcamped m a low place, alright
in dry wcather, but a mud hole m
rainv weather*

Tybee is only 18 miles from Savan-
nah and is Georgia’s summwer resort.
There are two swell hotels about two
wiles from here #nd a few little sharks
beiween here and the hotels. The
principle street is over a mile long,
with here and there a summer cottage,
A railroad down the c:ntre, a plank
walk on ore side and mud holes on the
otker. A few scrawly live oaks and
palmetta trees are about the only regu-
lar inkabitants ¢t the 1sland.

We get mail here three or fcur
{imes every day and can go where we
please between 9 A, M. and & P, M-
end betweea 7 P. M.snd 6°15 A. M.

Most of the time we bave a good sea
brecze and then all is well, but when
the wind is trom the jand the mosqui-
toes tarn out in full force, Yes mil-
lions of them, big ones, little ones,
sinqgle ones and marned ones with all
their - families, When they insis
on paying us a visit we close doors and
build a emoke and go bathing. The
gurf is very fine at low tide,

We liave the finest drill ground you
ever saw, At bigh tide the sand is
kaee deep and we don’t do much
drilling.
