A KENNEL FOR YOUR DOG.

Any Doy Who is Handy With Tools
Can Make One in Half o Day.

There are undoubtedly any number

of boys who have a dog, but no ken-

nel to keep him in. Almost any kind
of kennel, people think, will do for a
dog, so long as it affords him a place
to sleep in and protection from the
rain and cold. If he gets a big dry
goods box with a hole in one end large
enough for him to go through he is
better off than the average of his race,
but a kennel made especially for his
use is much better and it can easily
be made in Lalf a day.

Its size W!ll depend, of course, on the
size of your dog, but for a canine of
medium size a box 36 inches long, 23
inches wide and 32 inches high from
the ground to the roof peak will give
ample room. If it is made larger or
smaller, the same relative proporticns
ghould be maintained.

First make the front and back with
peaied tops, then the side and bottom.
In the front cut the entrance hole and
be sure to have it large enough. Don’t
forea your dog to squeeze and scrape
every time he crawls in or out. This

Between the two peaks nail
a strip of wood to form a ridge pole,
against which the upper ends of the
board forming the roof are to be nailed.
Next put on the top, nailing it secure-
ly to the ridgepole, the top edges of the
front and back, and also to the upper

Under the front and back nail a
piece of joist to raise the floor of the
When this is
done, look inside anid see that there is
no nail ends visible to tear the dog's
gkin or stick into him when he lies
down.

A staple with a chain attached, to the
end of which may be a snap, can be
driven in at one side of the front if it
is desired to keep the dog fastened. If
necessary a door may be fitted to close
the hole in front at night, so as to keep
the dog warmer in winter, but you
must never forget to open it in the
morning, as it would be very disagree-
able for a dog to be shut in so small
a place when he is awake, If it is
thought desirable to paint the kennel
