Washingtop, Qct. 3—Secretary
Long, upon advices received «t the
State Department, saowing the exist-
ence of threatceing conditionsin China,
has ordered Admirsl Dewey to send;
two warsbips immediately from Ma-
pila to a point as pear the Cninese
capital as possible fo» a warship to ap-
proach. The vessels relected for this
undertzking are the Baitimore and the
Petrel. It is expected that the Balt:-
more will not be able to get beyora
the Taku forte, at the entracce of the
Psvg He river, upon which Pekin is
tituated. But the Petrel beiug of
smaller proportions, may be able to
réach Tien ‘I'sin, 80 miles above the
mouth and about the same dis‘ance be
low Pekin.

Secretary Leng said that the s le
purpose of ordering the Baltimore and
Petiel to Tien Tsin was to saleguard
American interests and protect life and
property of American citizers in the
event of an outbreak, Tien Tsin being
ihe nearest point to Pekin aczessible to
werships.
