Gbldsbo, N . C., Oct. 20.— W hen 
thi train from the Bouth arrivedi in 
this city today a big two hundred 
pound white man stepped off the care 
leading two burly, black, uncouth negro 
men and a sm all, sallow, delicate 
tinkec.pt white boy, all three chiuned 
iJgether, and followed by auothar 
white man, both being Popu ist-fusion 
di*put>8, V . J. McArthur and Jerre 
Matthis, having the three prisoners in 
charge troro Sampson |COunly, carrying 
them to the penitentiary under sen­
tence oi the Buperior court. The two 
officers landed their prisoners in the 
railroad waiting room and McArthur 
went to dinner, while MatthU stood 
guard.

Without discussing the respective 
roles of the little white boy and the 
two negroes as criminals, ihe scene was 
such as to make the blood of every 
white man who had an impulse o f pity 
on bis heart or h vesJge of race pride 
soul, boil with mdignatioD at the gross 
humiliation to which Ihe helplesg 
youth, criminal though he be, was thus 
subjected w¡jh two white men in 
charge, cUher one of whom could have 
handcuffed him apart from the two 
black criminals and delivered him safe 
ly at the peni.entiary.
