W hen m arine life began to command 

notice, the  question of the depth to 
which life  could extend divided scien­
tific though t into warring cam pa Abont 
1840, i t  was generally believed th a t the 
batbym etrica lim it was abont SOO fa th ­
oms, and some strange ideas were cnr- 
ren t as to the physical condition of w a­
te r w hen under a pressure such as a 
depth of tw o miles would produce. I t  
was thought that skeletons of drowned 
men, or even heavy cannon and the 
“ wedges of gold” that popular im agina­
tion places in the sea, floated a t certain 
levels, beneath which is w ater so com­
pressed as to be impenetrable. In  fact, 
w ater is almost incompressible, and the 
w eight of a cubic inch of i t  a t the depth 
of a m ile is very little  more than  a t the 
surface, but i t  was assumed th a t no liv ­
ing being could survive a pressure 
w hich a t  1,000 fathoms is about a  ton 
to the square inch.

We ourselves live under a  pressure of 
abont 15 pounds per inch, and are u n ­
aware of it. Indeed we sometimes 
waken on a morning when the barom e­
ter has risen, say, half an inch during 
the n igh t, and consequently find our­
selves sustaining an increased pressure 
of several tons not only w ith o u t suffer­
ing, but w'ith a positive feeling of buoy­
ancy and good spirits. On the other 
hand, if  the tremendous pressure under 
which we live be relieved as by a su r­
gical “ c u p ,”  severe in ju ry  m ay follow. 
Aeronauts suffer from th is  cause, and 
m arine anim als dredged from  great 
depth often reach the surface in  a most 
lam entable condition, w ith  eyes p ro trud­
ing and viscera distended.— Dr. C. M. 
Blackford, J r ., iu North Am erican Re­
v i-\v.
